e.  Outreach Assembly—Gaurev Kumar, Justin Chan, Jessica Martin, Dominick Carlson, Sean O’neil, Lirio Zepeda, Jobelle Duke, 
Torres:  Since they all have different positions, can we ask questions individually?

Dietrich:  Sorry, no.

Witana:  Why do you feel qualified for your position?

Kumar:  I’m a third year, majoring in math and economics.  I’ve been part of ASB for almost my whole life.  I started a liaison between the student government and campus clubs in my high school.  

Chan:  I’m a third year polysci major.  Last year, I was my fraternity’s liaison to the IFC. I basically want to get a start in student politics, and I have the drive/determination to get stuff done.

Martin:  I’m a third year NPB major.  I’m a special events commissioner for a Davis pre-med society.  I’m used to having to do group work and planning events.

Carlson:  I’m a major in psychology and economics.  My qualifications are my experience from last year in this position as well as my involvement with student government in high school. 

O’neil:  I’ve been the president of a total of 8 clubs.  I’ve never not been in a club.  Being president of singular clubs, I know how important it is for a school to have clubs.  My main goal would be to have all the clubs be able to coincide and interact with each other.

Zepeda:  I’m a freshman.  In high school, I held many leadership roles in multiple clubs.

Duke:  I’ve been an intern for the Student Recruitment and Retention Center, and I’m president of the Filipino Club here on campus.

Yani:  What ideas do you have to utilize the Outreach Assembly’s budget?

Kumar:  One good idea would be to invest in a campus for environmental research.

Chan:  One of the biggest things I see is that students spend of lot of money on food.  I think a really good plan would be to help students pay for their food, by expanding programs such as Aggie Cash.

Martin:  I would like to help out clubs with financing and show students that their money is being returned to them.

Carlson:  Last year, we tried to split up the money very selectively, so only a few groups got money for each quarter.  I want to give the student body in general a boost that they need.

O’neil:  Clubs are the social backbone of the academic community; they allow people of different interests to get together to share and interact.  Whatever money we have extra can help alleviate students’ stress with social interaction.

Zepeda:  I think it could be used to help student awareness about the clubs on campus, allow them to see that their interests are represented.

Duke:  Not a lot of cultural and ethnic clubs don’t know how ASUCD can help them; I want to help educate them about this.

Consideration of Old Legislation
A. SB #9
Yani

Yani:  SGAO’s computers are really bad.  It literally takes a minute and a half to open Firefox.  We want to purchase 3 Apple iMacs to streamline their operations.  It will come out of capital reserves.

Gold:  We always talk about making SGAO more efficient, and I think this would be the first step.

Williams:  This will really help SGAO get stuff done faster and more efficiently.

Public Discussion:

Lebe:  I motion to strike the “x3” on line 11.

No objections to amendment.

Lebe:  I think that SGAO definitely needs new computers.  But I would like to put forward the idea that the Senate could get new computers and they could take our old ones, since there are 20 people who use our computers.

Senate Discussion:

Garrett:  I disagree.  I think the senate’s computers work perfectly, and we can always write a bill to get new ones.

Clemente:  What are the other functions they need for these computers?

Garrett:  Isn’t there unit reserves for something like this?

Yani:  They’re not a unit; they’re student government, so there’s no one who looks out for them for things such as this.

Zwald:  I’m a PC.  Why are we buying Macs?

Yani:  Our IT person wants us to standardize all the computers on the floor.  Since he will be the one who will be servicing them, so I think we need to buy the computers he prefers.

Witana:  How old are the current computers?

Yani:  They’re from either 2006 or 2005, which is well beyond standard obsolescence.

Patrizio:  Where are we getting these from?

Yani:  We’re going to let Alex order them.

Patrizio:  Since the whole school is replacing PCs with Macs, I think this would be a good idea.

Dietrich:  The office of SGAO is also shared by the EC and the webmaster, so this will be used by a fairly big number of people.

Taylor:  When SGAO needs to buy something, where does the money come from?

Yani:  In the budget, there is a line item for office supplies, which is $500.  There is no line item for equipment. 

Taylor:  Have they looked to see if the computers don’t just have viruses on them?


Yani:  They just have such a high use that they’re getting pretty bad.

Shukla:  The older the OS is, the harder it is to remove viruses from the computer.

Torres:  Has there been any investigation into purchasing refurbished computers?  The CCC just bought four refurbished computers that were really cheap.

Yani:  We haven’t talked about that.

Pulido:  I just want to make sure that this money will benefit the association, and not more students who want to go on Facebook.  I think that if this sophisticated equipment is purchased, I think we need to regulate what goes on in SGAO.

Patrizio:  Just so you know, they can’t even open documents sent to them in Microsoft Word.

Pulido:  I’m just saying that this is a lot of money, considering the amount of use these computers get.

Yani:  Perhaps we can write some bylaws to regulate the computers’ use.

Raridon:  I’m a little concerned about the nonchalance this $3500 is being regarded with.  I want to see more concrete proof that the machines themselves need to be replaced.

Garrett:  I’ve used the computers in SGAO before.  When it comes to computers, opening files is a software issue.  But the computers themselves are old; they’re busted.  If you changed the operating system, the memory that they have would not be able to handle it.  If it can’t handle XP, it can’t handle newer systems.  Also, $1190 for a new Mac is not extremely expensive.  It’s not a high-end model.  Buying a refurbished computer just means that it will need to be replaced much sooner.  This is what Capital Reserves is for.  You’ve heard of all the people who are going to need to use this.  Granted, I know that going on Facebook all the time is not conducive to our business, but that’s not what we are buying these for.  I think we should really just go through with this.

Pulido:  I don’t have any problem with the purchase of these computers; I just really hope they get put to good use.  

Garrett:  I wasn’t directing that towards you.  I think this is a reasonable price.  I would prefer to see some specs, but I trust Alex’s judgment.  

No objections to calling Senate Bill #9 to question.

No objections to passing Senate Bill #9.

Other Business

Torres:  I had a resolution that was seen in AAC this week, and it was withdrawn.  The Regents have discussed raising fees for undergraduate students in business and engineering.  Their fees would be raised an additional $900.  I withdrew the bill because the Regents decided not to vote on this issue this month.  I plan on resubmitting this when it becomes more relevant.  I just wanted everyone to be aware of the issue.

Garrett:  I think that’s really messed up.  I think you should just have the resolution anyway, tell them we aren’t pleased that they even thought about it.  I think you should go through with it.

Limon:  So the AAC saw this.  A lot of times we see resolutions when it’s pretty far after an event has happened.  I think we need a resolution now saying we’re opposed to them even considering this.  I might take it upon myself to write a resolution.  

Torres:  The resolution I wrote just needed its wording to be changed.

Patrizio:  What was their rationale for this?

Torres:  The professors require more money to be hired.  They had a few other reasons.  The classes in general are more expensive.  Also, after they graduate, it is assumed that they will make more money later on.  I think that’s ludicrous.  

Patrizio:  Was there any discussion of further increases that are proportional to your major?

Torres:  I haven’t read about that.  Unlike community college, what we pay is not proportional to our number of units.  This is a step in that direction.  

Witana:  Regarding the EPPC chair interviews, we still need two senators.  

Hartstein:  Regarding the fees, I think charging people based on their majors is a really horrible idea.  Often, engineering majors have to stay here longer, which means they will be paying their fees longer.

Zwald:  I agree.  I think the last thing we need is less engineers and less business people in this country.

Hartstein:  In terms of research produced, I think this would be very harmful.  I know that the UC System has ownership of any patents they create, but I think this would really cut down on the innovation that happens here.

Speaker:  I just want to say, that I think a resolution needs to be passed now.  I want to show that we support these students.

Hartstein:  They’re going to bring the fees up, but when things get better, they’re not going to bring them back down.

Shukla:  I know why the engineering fees are so high.  They use a lot more materials than students in chemistry classes use.  They have very specific requirements for their labs.  I’m an environmental science major and I have to pay $300 for one lab this quarter.  It’s just their way of making more money despite the fact that these materials don’t cost more.

Garrett:  I think it’s unfair for one person to have to pay more just because they choose a science path.  I think we can pretty easily write a resolution about this next week.  

Limon:  I think that a lot of us are focusing on the fact that they’re trying to raise fees for these majors, but what I think we need to focus on is the paths that they’re taking.  I think we need to write a resolution that states that we won’t support any fee increase for specific students.  

Dietrich:  Unrelated, but just a reminder to commission chairs, please email me the names of your commissioners being confirmed so that they can be put on the agenda.
