A. UC Budget Information

Guest Speaker:  I’m here to talk a bit about how layoffs to non-tenured staff affects course availability and students’ ability to graduate.  I brought this memo which describes the effects of 5 lecturers in the UWP program being laid off this year.  The vast majority of undergrads need these classes in order to graduate.  The memo states that, “15 upper division UWP classes for winter and spring 2010 have been cancelled…”  You cannot expect to be able to take these classes over the summer either, since they fill up immediately and are capped.  What this means is that people are now becoming 5th, 6th, or 7th year seniors all because of one or two classes.  

Taylor:  Is there a reason why the UWP program was targeted specifically?

Speaker:  These layoffs affect strictly non-tenure line faculty, and UWP has the highest ratio of this kind of staff.

Lebe:  I was wondering if you knew of anything that was going on to make compensation for students who need these classes to graduate?

Speaker:  Obviously the people in this department are very sorry about this.  You do have the option to satisfy this requirement by taking a test, usually in your junior year, but a large percentage of students don’t pass this test.  So unfortunately for these students, there is really nothing else they can do.

Garrett: I was just wondering if there’s anything we as a student body can do?

Speaker:  I’m very glad you asked that question.  Call the dean of your college.  Be extremely polite and friendly.  Tell them that you need these classes to graduate and they are not currently available.  The dean needs to hear from the students.

Gold:  I don’t mean this in any disrespectful way, but have you actually seen any numbers regarding the percentage of students who are unable to graduate because of this reason?

Speaker:  I haven’t actually seen numbers, but I have seen countless students in my classes be unable to graduate for this reason.  

Clover:  Thank you for allowing me the opportunity to speak today; I promise I will make it brief.  I actually don’t want to talk about the budget crisis; I want to talk about political organizing.  I know there was a system-wide walk out recently, and I know there has been a lot of skepticism on the students’ part.  I know that the vast majority of professors have not necessarily been pursuing student goals.  I think it’s utterly accurate and honest to say that interest groups get moving when their own self-interest is involved.  So I think the question is, what do we do when people are not necessarily acting out of pure virtue?  I think the undergraduates are facing the greatest difficulty here, not just with fee increases but with courses being cut, bigger classes, everything.  I think it’s the undergraduates who are going to have to fight back about this.  I think this can be victorious in changing the errors of the UC system, but I also think not entering into coalition simply decreases everyone’s chance of achieving those goals.  

Gold:  I hope this doesn’t sound disrespectful, but one prospective problem I see is the conflict between lowering fees and bringing teachers back.  And right now, there’s just not enough money to go around.  I think that these two goals are really in contrast.

Clover:  I agree with you. That is exactly the case when there is a fixed amount of money, when there is a competition for resources.  But our budget is not necessarily fixed.  Funds have been earmarked for certain things, as Mark Yudoff will tell you, but that doesn’t necessarily mean that the earmarks can’t be changed.

Garrett:  So, I feel like my biggest qualm about the walkout was the huge number of different causes that were being argued, and I’ve heard this from other students as well.  What exactly is the message that we need to get across, and who are we speaking to?

Clover:  Well, you tell me.  I’m not joking when I say that it needs to be undergraduates who lead this.  I hope that you here in this room then put this into a series of discussions.  I think for me the fundamental concern is rolling back, not just stopping the increase of, tuition costs.  After that, I think people need to talk about it.  I think there are a lot of low-paid staff on this campus, who are facing great hardships.  I think talking about what can be done for them is also very important.  But as for making a list of demands, I agree with you, it has to be clear, and I think making public education more affordable is the most important issue.  As for where to direct your concerns, I think it needs to be both places [the UC government] and the state legislature… I think we’re on our way, especially if everyone takes a part in it.

Garrett:  I think that as a university, we should come together.  I want to sit down with faculty members and find ways to mobilize the student body.  I know that you have infinitely more experience on this issue than we do, and I really want to hear what you have to say.

Clover:  I think it was clear that on the campuses where the student unions took a part, there was much more significant coalition-building.  

Lebe:  I was wondering if there have been any efforts on the part of faculty to lobby at the capital or go to regents meetings?  I feel like that would be something worth planning.
Clover:  Ideas such as that are already in the planning process.  I think a great idea would be to try and enter into coalition with the CSU system, which must answer directly to the legislature.

Lebe:  I just feel like the UC Regents are really unresponsive.  We really feel that senators and representatives in Sacramento are much more responsive.


Clover:  I agree, but this is honestly a really complicated issue.  The CSU system has seen even more drastic cuts.  I think that the legislature is not our only source of hope, but definitely somewhere we need to turn.

Speaker:  My names Alysia Garrison, and I’m a graduate student of English here.  Last week I emailed both the [ASUCD] President and Vice President, and no one sent me a response, so I’ve come to say a few things in person.  I know that a lot of my students have shown a lot of confusion and fear at these budget cuts.  We have heard that the entire textiles department has been shut down, so people will no longer be able to major in that.  So because there have been so many rumors, I want to talk about some concrete things that we can do.  The president of the ASUC has written an official letter in support of the walkouts.  So what I want us to do is to increase awareness of a number of Facebook groups supporting this cause.  Additionally, on October 29th, we are holding an event at Delta of Venus called “It’s Alive”.  We are also trying to hold an educational symposium, which is currently in the works.  We also have a lot of conversations about things like bus trips to Sacramento.  We are looking to coordinate a campus-wide event on November 18th, which is around the time of the predicted approval of the student fee increases.  We need a lot of people involved, a lot of outrage about this.  This is something that will affect all undergraduate students.  

Garrett:  I apologize that neither the President nor the Vice President got back to you about these issues, but if you could please email the pro tem, Previn, that would be really helpful.

Jesse Woo:  I’m here to talk to you as a former student and a tutor.  I just want to take a quick poll:  How many of you have ever needed help with a class?  How many of you have ever actually gone to the LSC?  I want to talk to you about how these budget cuts will affect the LSC.  After my first year, all group tutoring sections for statistics were cut.  That meant I could only tutor one person at a time, very few times per week.  Right away, there were a lot of people who could not receive the tutoring they needed.  These same cuts affected the people who were doing office hours, which were slowly cut, until eventually whole days were cut out.  The last straw for me was when the LSC dropped tutor training.  So, the people who will be tutoring you now will have had no training, other than one hour of training on effective tutoring techniques.  So, these kind of cuts started out as 2 or 3 percent here, 5 percent there, and now they are happening all over campus.  It’s affecting your time of graduation, and quality of education.  Now is the time to act.

B. Teach for America 

Mackenzi Moretz:  After graduating from the University of Florida, I went to Philadelphia to do Teach for America.  Our goal is to go to 450 campuses across the nation and recruit college students to help bridge the educational gap in our country.  Solving this problem is going to require both excellent teachers, as well as teachers who are willing to step outside of the classroom to help solve this problem.  I used every effort I had to engage my students in history.  At the high school I taught at, only 50% of the students were graduating.  But right down the street, at a wealthier, whiter school, the numbers were completely different.  I urge you to look into this program— the next application is October 28th.  Thank you for your time.

Urgent Resolution

Pulido
Pulido:  So we’ve talked about this bill a little tonight.  I’ve printed out a little about the projector specs.  I wanted to make it clear that the only thing in the budget is the projector and the projector lens.  

Public Discussion:
Zwald:  So I’m very glad to see this bill today.  In regards to the screen, I wouldn’t like to see any edits to this particular bill today, because this is what we have the specifics for.  Everything seems to be really well thought-out, and I’m particularly glad to see the price drop.  I recommend a speedy passage.

Williams:  We saw this informally in B&F, and one question raised would be whether it would be smarter to rent it.  We also thought about how often Aggie Stadium would let us use it.  

Pulido:  Worst-case scenario, we can use the Quad, which we’ve done before.

Williams:  Considering the rental cost, I think this is a really good idea.

Shukla:  I do hesitate to purchase something expensive without knowing the exact environmental specs.  So, I do hesitate a little bit; it’s environmentally unwise to go forward without knowing the specs.

Pulido:  I was going to suggest that if any events come up, we can definitely work on making the events green.

Patrizio:  I disagree with Senator Zwald; I don’t think it would be a bad idea to see the quote right now [for the screen].  

Pulido:  I have a quote right now, which is $2000.  I’m not sure whether or not that includes taxes.

Patrizio:  So I think that we should change to bill to appropriate $14,798 [to include the screen].

Taylor:  I don’t know if I feel comfortable just appropriating and arbitrary amount of money above.  During spring quarter, we talked a lot about our arduous standards for specificity in spending bills.  I think we should just pass this bill here, unless we can get a correct amount with taxes and everything.  I would be very easy to do that next week.


Patrizio:  There was a thought that the EC could take the $2000 out of their budget.  But we could allocate the $2000, and let them take the taxes out of their budget.

Taylor:  I think that messing around with a unit’s budget… I think we should pass this now.  I motion to move into senate discussion.

No objections to entering Senate Discussion.

Gold:  I just wanted to touch on the additional $2000.  I would feel comfortable allocating $2200, to include tax.

XVI. Public Discussion

Entertainment Council:

Pulido:  The bill we will be seeing tonight is for roughly $12,000 for a really high-tech projector that will be able to project a movie outside.  The bill is also for a lens, which is $2000.  If you all have any questions for the EC, now’s the time to ask.  If you were wondering if it was cheaper to rent rather than to buy, the answer is that it is much more cost efficient to buy.

Massoudi:  What line items is this going to come out of?

Pulido:  We thought of maybe lumping this together with the screen, so as not to cripple their budget.

Speaker:  There’s an account for sound equipment, for maintenance and purchases.  We have extra money in there to allocate, since we don’t do many big shows often.  

Speaker:  I just wanted to say that the normal cost of the screen is $7000 and because Tim has connections, we are able to get it for $2000.

Lebe:  Where would the screen be stored?

Speaker:  we have an equipment room for our sound equipment.

Lebe:  Laura, have you talked with anyone from the stadium about doing this?
Pulido:  Yes, I talked to the stadium manager about the feasibility and cost, which is mostly just cleanup depending upon the type of food sold.

Lebe:  Have you all thought about how many times a year you would like to use this, and any extra costs associated with this?

Speaker:  The only other significant cost is the price of getting the rights to the movies.

Shukla:  what is the life expectance of this?

Pulido:  The warranty alone is 3 years.

Shukla:  Do you know how much energy it requires?

Speaker:  I don’t know anything about the specs, sorry.

Zwald:  I’m really happy to see this happening.  The price has dropped $16000 since the first time I saw this bill, which is awesome.

Williams:  We’ve heard some talk about renting this system out to other groups to earn some money.  Is that a possibility?

Speaker:  Absolutely.  We have done this multiple times in the past, particularly with Student Housing.  We can definitely earn the money back.

Williams:  And there was talk about purchasing some sort of switcher, which would allow us to play advertisements before the show, another possible source of revenue.

Pulido:  The switcher is like $50.

Taylor:  Just like a lot of other people have said, I think that if we are going to go ahead with this, we should lump it together.  I don’t think the money should have to come from Entertainment Council.  One question is, how much does it cost to put on one event, such as the ones on the quad?
Speaker:  Before, it was about $1800, for the rental and screening rights.  It was a big success.

Taylor:  With those numbers, this would pay for itself in 5 events.  We have the money sitting in a huge bank account; I think it needs to go back to the students.

Garrett:  I think that this funding should come from capital reserves, because it makes me uncomfortable when a unit decides to use money for something other than which we specifically allocated it.  But I think that everyone agrees that this is an awesome idea, we should totally do it.

Torres:  I’m looking at a projector, which costs $12000 dollars.  How is this physically going to be transported?  And how extensive is the warranty?  

Pulido:  The projector is not very large, so we can all carry it together.  And I’ll show you the warranty.

Taylor:  There’s a different account for Unit Replacement Reserves, which is never utilized, and we could use that if, after the warranty expires, some part were to break.
XVII. Any Other Business

Dietrich:  Just a reminder, if you haven’t turned in your office hours yet, be sure to add them to the sheet going around.  Just remember to check in, because that’s the only way we have to make sure you did your office hours.

Gold:  Is there any way we can get the minutes from each commission meeting sent via email to the senate table?  I feel that there’s a lot of overlap in a lot of these committees, and doing this would really help push things along, and help us collaborate better.

Percoco:  The SafeBoats thing was brought up, but there’s been a lot of confusion as to whether it is my commission or not…?

Lebe:  So, what happened last year was there was talk of giving it to GASC and the EAC.  So, technically, it’s no ones job.  But I’m graduating this year, so we’re thinking of eventually putting it under the Campus Safety Coordinator.  It has a line item, so I’d like it to get used.  That’s something that you, me, and Chris can sit down this week and talk about.  

Percoco:  I think that the best option would be to make a separate committee for this.  Maybe we can take a few commissioners, and maybe a senator.  I do want to see this happen, so if anyone has any comments, let me know.

Lebe:  Does anyone know what we’re going to do about indoor seating in the MU when it rains?

Garrett:  Nothing.  [laughs].  Honestly, there’s Griffin Lounge.  I mean, we can try and do some kind of tented seating, but I’m not sure where we would put it.

Gold:  Wasn’t there some talk of using MU2?

Lebe:  That would be really cool, and that’s something that I’m willing to work on.  I think that this is a potential issue I see.  The MU is a major hub.  Also, I posted for interns before the quarter started.  I got 11 applicants, and what I was going to do was email them and offer to forward their applications to commissions that are hiring.  If anyone has a problem with that, please let me know.  For the commissions that are still posted, I think that would be a good idea.  I’m going to email them either tomorrow or sometime this weekend.

Witana:  You can go ahead and still forward them to me, I’m still looking for interns.

Limon:  I was wondering if the bill that senator Zwald wrote was sent to the AAC?
Dietrich:  I’ll do that.  I’m sorry I didn’t think of it sooner.

Massoudi:  I motion to approve the past meeting’s minutes.

No objections to approving the past meeting’s minutes.
Taylor:  I don’t know if anybody’s noticed this, but the room just across from the Bookstore says “TMobile, coming soon”.  We just had a huge argument about the US Bank issue.

Garrett:  This deal was done over the summer.  Normally URSAC would meet about this, but they didn’t for some reason.  We thought that that space would be used for bookstore purposes.  I plan on talking to Mark Champagne about this.  I don’t like this as much as anybody else.  If they did this behind our backs, then it’s definitely something we need to complain about.  

Taylor:  I was very outraged about the whole US Bank thing, so I think that this might require a scathing resolution.

Torres:  I would like to see a resolution every session saying that we want ASUCD in control of the bookstore again.
