Public Discussion

Torres:  If any of you would like to speak, please let us know.  I’ve been at Mrak Hall for the past few hours.  There is a group of very dedicated students there right now.  The building is locked down, and the UCPD is threatening to arrest all of them.  The reason I’m here right now is to let ASUCD know that they want us to hold this meeting at Mrak Hall.  There is nothing we are doing here tonight that is nearly as important as what they are doing in Mrak Hall right now.  Our fees are now going to be higher than $10,000 per year.  If the UC is going to keep increasing fees, this is going to affect the lives of students more than anything else we have planned tonight, more than any long-range plan.  This is the most important thing we can do to stand against the Regents— supporting the protestors.

Stephanie:  I just want to talk about the power of collective action that we’ve seen today; we’ve told the administration that we’re not going to stand for this.  We need all the students to come together.  Sitting in this room across campus is not helping us get our tuition back to where it was.  

Stampfli:  I see many of the points that Senator Torres is talking about, and for the first time in a long time, I agree with what he’s talking about.  I think what the UC Regents is doing by increasing fees is unprecedented, and I would like to pledge my support to Mo and everyone who is with him in the fight. 

Patrizio:  I wasn’t 100% convinced until I spoke to Mo; I think there is no stronger way to make a statement.  I think we also need to figure out the infrastructure of what we’re going to do when we get there.  I completely agree that we should probably move the meeting; however, we need to know what we’re going to do when we get there.

Zwald:  The senate can motion to take a one hour recess and we can move over there.

Patrizio:  That’s a good idea.  I’d like to see what the rest of the Senate thinks.  If we’re going to go there for an hour, and the protest continues, I think we should hold the meeting there.

Reeseman:  I think that holding a recess is a great idea because it allows you to be in solidarity with the students but also take care of whatever business you need to cover tonight.  You can choose either to be in solidarity with the students, or not.
Pulido:  I recommend that we move the meeting there and keep the exact same format.  We have already made posters to put on the door; it’s in violation of no rules.  We need to motion to move over there.

Patrizio:  I think it’s very important that we go there; but we need to maintain efficiency.  

Pulido:  I think we could use the steps of Mrak Hall to hold the meeting.  

Alberto:  I’ve been in Mrak since 10 AM.  I just want to reiterate the point that the students inside Mrak know that we came to get you guys, and if you guys do not come, what message does that send to them?  They need you guys out there; they need to know that the people they elected are listening to their voices.

Pulido:  I agree.  This table always talks about the protective bubble around ASUCD, about our problems with transparency.  But when our constituency crowds in here; we get offended, and that’s an injustice to all the students who elected us.

Stampfli:  Like I stated earlier, I don’t think this is a partisan issue; I think it has to do with everyone who is around this table.  I know it may be inconvenient for people to go over there, but, to be completely honest, I’ve seen a lot of things happen around this table, and I think that now, as an unbiased student, I think this is an important issue.  Your fees are going to be raised by the UC Regents.  I think Berkeley made a stand.  UCLA made a stand.  I think it’s time for UCD to make a stand.  I think it would show something if the ASUCD senate decided to conduct their meeting on the steps of Mrak Hall.  I just want to reiterate the point that regardless of what you have to do after tonight’s meeting, when these fees become enacted, it’s going to be a really big hike in what you pay to come here.  I have a son, and that’s a huge financial burden, and I think this is something worth fighting for.  We’ve seen time after time the UC Regents getting raises when they’re not doing their job.  

Patrizio:  I completely agree, and in the spirit of that, I think it’s important that we not dilly-dally.  If there is an objection, we need to know about it.

Gold:  I think it’s a great cause, but I think conducting a meeting might not be fully feasible.  I wouldn’t be opposed to adjourning the meeting and going over there.  I think we wouldn’t be able to pay proper attention to our agenda.  I would much prefer that; I think it’s a more realistic option.

Stampfli:  I think going over there as students dissolves the power that this table has; I think meeting as the ASUCD senate has a lot more power.  I think reconvening there says a lot more, because you are elected officials.  I just want to pose a question to the senate: I know we have farewells tonight, but I just want to reiterate that this is a student issue where only some people are affected; every student you see on the Quad is affected by this.  I think ASUCD should use its power to go over there and make a stand against this fee which I think is outrageous.

Dietrich:  Over my time here at UCD, I’ve seen a lot of fee increases take place, a lot of bad things.  I think I would be amenable to having us go over to Mrak Hall, but I don’t think holding a regular meeting over there would be feasible; there are a lot of logistical issues.  So, I think we should take a pretty considerable break and go over there.  
Garrett:  Let’s face it, we’re not the most efficient individuals to begin with.  I think this would create a huge statement that would benefit the student body.  If we can’t conduct business over there, all we have to do is motion to move back over here.  Our purpose is to help the students; we need to show solidarity with them.  There’s plenty of space; we can huddle around the ground.  I motion to move the meeting over to Mrak Hall.

No objections to moving Senate meeting to Mrak Hall.
