A. State of the Association—President Chatham
It’s been a year of transition and there has been a lot of change at UC Davis. One year ago, the economy tanked and the impact of that recession is finally settling in. We, the leaders of ASUCD, need figure out ways to make this campus a better place.  Now, more than ever, we need to make sure ASUCD is there for the students. 

To me this looks like political advocacy. Lobby Corp is in an amazing position to connect ASUCD to Sacramento. However, it’s a tool we must continue to sharpen. And this isn’t very hard. All it means is putting some time into it. Go to Lobby Corp meetings and give them 1 or 2 hours of your support. Also invite your friends to come participate too. Let’s get some buzz going! Earlier today, my office with help from Lobby Corp and Creative Media launched poster campaign to introduce our advocacy team to the student body.

Commission Chairs
Shaikh:  On Monday I held interviews and hired an alternate named Matt, and we also hired Jackie.  I also posted a vacancy on the ASUCD jobs website.  We chalked Monday for the 20-day drop deadline.  At our meeting this week we discussed Taylor’s Resolution, and Andre came to talk.  I held office hours; someone came in to see how he could get involved, and I told him.  After being rejected by four professors for the Last Lecture Series, I got in touch with Professor Bamforth, who was willing to speak.  That will take place on February 23rd.  We will be chalking on Monday the 8th at 7:00 AM because it is the last day to switch to pass/no pass.  
Williams:  We had a meeting, there was no legislation, so it was a quickie.  I’m thinking of writing a bill that will make audits start in winter instead of fall.  We’re still hiring on the ASUCD jobs site.  

Raridon:  I held office hours on Monday and Wednesday and helped write a resolution about gender neutral bathrooms in the remodeled bookstore.  I held our meeting (which was attended by 19 people) and made final preparations for Gen Sex Week.  I processed co-sponsorships and independent contracts for Gen Sex.  I am still preparing for the Western Regional Conference.  My commission will start a campaign about gender neutral bathrooms as soon as Gen Sex Week is finally over.

Tuesday February 2 was the Joint Committee on the Master Plan for Higher Education meeting at the Capitol. I was able to attend from 9 am-12pm. This year marks the 50th anniversary of the plan. This meeting was focused on “Access.” There will be future meetings, each with a specific topic: Affordability and Financial Aid; Eligibility, Articulation and Coordination; Accountability and Quality; and Financing the Higher Education System. The majority of the meeting was presentations from people across the state, giving their opinions on universal access and how access should operate from community colleges, to Cal States to UC's. Witana:  Last Friday, I attended the Long-Range Plan meeting for CCE.  On Monday I held office hours, and on Tuesday, I attended GASC and met with Sheri, the director of the LGTBRC. A. SB#25
Ramachandran

Williams:  This is a good bill, it’s a good unit, and we like all the plans that they have.  I urge a speedy passage.

Hartstein:  We’ve been seeing this bill for a while.  We talked about this a lot and strongly support it as it is now.

Massoudi:  There is a mention of a $300,000 budget in the first version of this bill, and I was wondering if we could include that in the new version?

Lee:  I was wondering if you were aware of the requirements in the bylaws regarding the sustainability of units?

Speaker:  We were not aware of the specific requirements, but we already recycle everything that we use in the office.

Massoudi calls Senate Bill #25 toquestion.

Massoudi motions for a ten-minute break at 7:20 PM.

Meeting resumes at 7:33 PM.

Absent:  Chatham (left early), Yani (left early), Clemente (returned late), Juarez (returned late), Lee (returned late), Raridon (returned late).  
B. SR#10 Rouhafza
Taylor:  So Shawdee couldn’t be here because she is unfortunately not feeling well.  Basically, the Textiles department has been proposed to be cut from next year’s budget because the College of Agricultural and Environmental Sciences has a $3 million budget deficit in the coming year.  The textiles major is a very unique major; it is the only one in the UC System, and one of four in the state.  It is a combination of science and marketing and business aspects.  There has been a huge outpouring of support to save this program; there are faculty and students here to talk about this tonight.  This is a resolution opposing the proposed cut; it has not been decided yet.  Just to clarify, people in the major will be able to continue their studies, but the removal of the department will deny students the important resources they need.  Also, once textiles faculty retire no new instructors will be hired.  

Iringan:  He did make some very important points.  The major will not be disappearing, but our division will.  Textiles are all around us; I don’t think clothing will be going away any time soon.  Our professors work on antimicrobial cloth, textiles marketing, cultural studies and ethnicity.  If the division is closed, faculty will be dispersed into other departments, and no new faculty are going to be hired.  And our faculty are old— no offense.  One is already planning to go into retirement soon, so we will be down to four professors soon.  California is one of the largest apparel economies in the nation; this is why we don’t want the major to be phased out.

Shaikh:  We reached a consensus that it’s really important that we pass this.  Marcus Tang, when speaking about the Centennial Celebration, he said that no division should have to shoulder the burden of the budget shortfall.

Public Discussion:

Gold:  I really like this, but I would really like to add a student representative to the task force for this issue.  

Gold motions to amend Senate Resolution #10.

No objections to amending Senate Resolution #10.

Senate Discussion:

Massoudi:  I really like this resolution; it says everything that needs to be said.  

Massoudi calls Senate Resolution #10 to question.

Lee objects.

Lee:  I just want to ask the professor a question.  What exactly is the reasoning behind it?  

Speaker:  The faculty committee, called the Academic Prioritization Committee, that put together the recommendation to eliminate three divisions, including ours, named three factors: one was our size, two was that we were at demographic risk, because we are all in out 50s or above, and the third factor was the degree of centrality to the mission of the College of Agricultural Sciences.  

Lee:  Do you have any plans for what this statement might do?

Speaker:  I think it shows widespread support, that it’s not just one tiny group of faculty and students.  It sends a signal to the campus.

Iringan:  We’ve got a lot of support, but there has been some misunderstanding among the public, some people call it a frivolous department.

Speaker:  We’ve gotten a lot of publicity; we were on the Channel 10 News.

Lee motions to amend Senate Resolution #10 

Castillo-Ruiz:  What are the other two departments being cut?

Speaker:  Nematology, and Environmental Design, which is essentially landscape architecture.  However, our case is so interdisciplinary that it would be impossible for us to be admitted into some other department.

Raridon:  As a Women’s/Gender Studies major, I definitely feel the weight of the targeting of this small major.  I think this is an amazing resolution; I think it hits on every point that it needs to hit on.

Gold motions to call Senate Resolution #10 to question.

No objections to passing Senate Resolution #10.

C. SR#12 Patrizio
Dietrich:  I talked about the idea behind this last week.  I had some more talks with people about why we needed a new piece of legislation.  Per university policy, the only way for a fee increase to pass is for it to be put into a Senate Rresolution and passed by the Chancellor.  They have stated that they need that disclaimer there because they need to make it clear that their relationship with the university has not changed.  

Gold:  I just want to say thank you for doing your due diligence on this matter.  
Gold motions to call Senate Resolution #12 to question.

Dietrich:  We won’t be voting or discussing the MOU with Aggie Pack, but I want to let you know that we made the basic logistical changes, but we are having problems with rewording Line 1 so that it doesn’t imply any obligatory participation on the part of ASUCD.  

XVI. 
Public Discussion

Rombi:  The joint committee meeting was on Tuesday from 9-12.  It was a lot of speakers from different parts of California, from professors to different staff, focusing on access.  They are going to be having four other hearings on different subjects.  The presenters talked about affordability as well, but they didn’t really come to a consensus about anything.  They said that the hearings should be done by April.  I’m guessing after that, they’ll make some changes to the Master Plan.  If you have any questions, feel free to ask me about anything.

Hartstein:  I talked to this side of the table about this during the break, but what time next Wednesday are you available for the chair dinner?
Raridon:  Next Wednesday night is the Gender Soliloqueers, which is pretty much an all-night event, so I won’t be able to make it.  

Massoudi:  Regarding the Aggie Pack agreement, it’s tough.  Maybe one thing we could do is have a formal meeting between Aggie Pack and the Executive before the budget hearing.  

Lee:  I’ve been discussing this with a few of you guys, regarding the weekly reports that each of the ex-officio members and senators have to give.  We’ve been discussing some of the old Senate norms that we used to have.  What we’re basically talking about is more of a formal format, so that they’re not written on the back of napkins anymore.  We want there to be a template that can be filled out and submitted by email to Megan before the senate meeting.  That way, we will be more accountable for our weekly reports; it will make things a lot more transparent.  I think Chris is going to elaborate on what they used to do.  The idea is for everyone to follow a standard format.

Gold:  I’m not opposed to standardize it, but I think that what you’re doing might be taking it a step too far. I’m not sure what this would accomplish.  We’re not really accountable to anyone; we’re accountable to the students.
Lee:  These things will be included in the minutes, which will be available to the students.  It also streamlines the whole process.

Taylor:  I want to touch on what Andre just said, but also Media Board is meeting tomorrow.  They’re going to talk about The Rise of the Girly Men article, and the KDVS director will be giving their quarterly report.  For Andre’s thing, I don’t like the idea of having to be accountable, because that would suck, but in all honesty, we should all be doing our jobs.  But I don’t think it’s asking too much to make sure that we’re going to commission meetings and holding our office hours.  I’m not even opposed to posting it on the website, that way students can go online and see if the senators they voted for suck at life.  People you talk to on the quad always have no idea what senators do, and this is something that might be a remedy to that.

Raridon:  I don’t know how many of you know that this is happening, but there is a study-in going on in the library starting tomorrow and going on all weekend.  Our library has gone from 34th to 73rd in the nation in terms of quality.  This study-in is in response to what is going on within the university and in the library.  The wages of student library employees on work study were cut by 33% last year.  There will be film screenings, discussions, movie showings, study space, sleeping space, and pizza.  We have not been in negotiations with the administration of the university and the library administration.  I don’t know if you’ve read the email from Linda Katehi that said that the library will surprisingly be open 24-hours all weekend, but I think it’s a victory for us; it shows that direct action does work.

Gold:  Thank you for inviting people to the office hour event; there was maybe a grand total of one person who showed up.  But I still think we need to make it an institutionalized thing.  
Hartstein:  Regarding the standardization of the reports, there’s already a bylaw that states that we need to submit a hard copy and an electronic copy, which I know I’ve never done.  In terms of increasing accessibility, I think that saying the report at the meeting is way more accessible than putting it in the minutes.  This is a good venue to let people know what you’re working on and to find people to help you collaborate.  Senators can also edit their own pages on the ASUCD website.  I understand the importance of not turning in scraps of paper with illegible handwriting, but also the recorder is the best-paid person at this table.

Lee:  My understanding is that the reports will still be read, but I just want to help uphold the bylaws.  This just incentivizes all of us to spend more time saying what we did over the week, and also breaking it down in terms of what we’re required to do each week.  Like you said, it’s already in the bylaws, so I think it’s worth trying to enforce.  
Hartstein:  So you’re not suggesting new rules, but you want to enforce it?  If it’s something that’s put in the bylaws, it will be a rule, right?

Lee: Yeah.

Dietrich:  Right now the bylaws require chairs and senators to submit an electronic copy of their reports, which is something I think we would like to enforce.  I’ll work to start ensuring that you’re aware of opportunities to do that.

Lee:  I wouldn’t be suggesting a bylaw, I think I was using “rule” a little more broadly.  If we have a template that makes sense and helps us uphold the bylaws, I don’t think there’s any problem with using it.  If it’s in the bylaws, I think we either need to adhere to it, or remove it.  And I personally would be opposed to removing it.  I think we need to know at the Senate meetings who has and has not submitted their reports in time.  I think we should enforce the bylaws, and I think we should enforce them strictly.  Otherwise, it defeats the whole purpose of having the bylaws.  I think for now, what I’ll do is try to get an example of what a weekly report should look like that I think all of us would find a good thing, and I think we can take the discussion on from there.  I don’t think this is a controversial issues; it’s just a matter of enforcing the bylaws.

Massoudi:  Submitting electronically is fine.  I know it’s in the bylaws, but as long as I’ve been involved in ASUCD it hasn’t been enforced.  I think a template’s not a bad idea.  

Hartstein:  For the Pro Tem, when are we going to have a list of suggestions for dates and places for the public meeting?

Lee:  I’ve been talking to Previn about that; I’m working on it.

Any Other Business

Gold:  I met with Chris last year regarding getting parts of the library open more during finals week.  But due to fire codes, they would have to hire security guards at four entry points, and there would be no way of making sure that all the books on the shelves would stay there.  We would have to buy Plexiglas to cover all the books, and change the doors so that they can be locked.  It’s a difficult task.

Dietrich:  The reason why it’s a concern is that they only have the one set of security checkpoints downstairs, and not one on the other side of the building.  They did give us a quote regarding how much it would cost, which I can look up if anybody’s interested.  

Voyce:  I’m going to try a pilot project of me sending out reports of different club events to you guys in a weekly report.  It will get larger as we go on.  I would appreciate it if you could give me feedback on this week’s report.

Dietrich: I’d like for senators to get in touch with their unit directors so that they can make their reports.  Also, I’m working on finding some ways to fill SGAO’s time, and one of the ways could be putting together press clips from different news sources relating to student issues, California budget issues, whatever, which would be compiled to provide an archive for the press and to be sent out in a pdf document.  It would be a way to make it easier for all of you to catch up on news items.  

Shaikh:  We haven’t recorded any of the Last Lecture Series, and one of the things I’d like to do would be to record the next one and put it online.

Gold:  Chris, I really like your idea.
