IX.
Unit Director Reports
A. Picnic Day—Monica Lindholm
I’m going to give you a quick update of what we’ve been working on.  We’ve finalized our poster design and sent out press releases to the media.  We picked our parade marshals.  We’re working on t-shirts and our schedule of events.  We had a volunteer info night.

Ashley:  I’ve been working for the past two months on getting donations and sponsorships.  Individual donors give $25 and get their names in our schedule of events.  In regards to pre-week, that’s when we have multiple events.  This year we’re going to have a cupcake-eating contest with cupcakes provided by Davis Creamery.  

Lindholm:  If you are interested, we would really appreciate any time you have to offer towards the event.  I’m going to pass around a clipboard for you to sign up on.

Lee:  For volunteering, I think a lot of the students in the different clubs under CSI would be interested.  I think that would be a good way to outreach to students who are most likely to want to volunteer.

Voyce:  Is there a deadline for signing up?

Lindholm:  We’ll accept them until the day of the event because our need is so desperate, but the sooner the better.

B. Lobby Corps—Chris Lewis

It’s been a nice week of protesting and involvement.  I’m passing around the LAO education budget for the year.  We have gained a little bit of money, but the situation is still dire.  We’ve been making about two to three visits to the Capitol per week this year.  We’re looking at multiple bills, including a whistleblower protection bill for UC employees who want to report wasteful activity.  We’re also looking at 917, which talks about changing the rules on the fee structure; this bill seeks to limit fee increases to 10% per year, and delays the actual fee increase to 180 days after passing.  Last quarter, I told you we would do our research and ramp up for the new year.  This quarter, we’ve been using our new staff to create documents for our new members that serve as an introduction to Lobby Corps.  In this next coming quarter, we’ll be pushing forward with our lobbying month.  We will have a student in the Capitol every day of the month.  We also have our Assembly Person and Senator to select for our Legislator of the Year Award.  This quarter, we’ve been really hitting the pavement and getting our name out there.  
Lee:  How many regular members do you have?

Lewis:  We have 7-8 staff members and 5-10 volunteers every week.  

Hartstein:  Could you speak to preparation for these meetings for new members?

Lewis: We do some Lincoln-Douglas debates, by going through historical articles.  We investigate certain issues.  These debates happen about every two weeks.  Also, in mid-April we’ll be having our public affairs contract come in with opposition research.  They’ll be talking about firsthand lobby experience, etiquette, etc.

Castillo-Ruiz:  Have you heard anything about AB 656?  It’s the taxing oil…
Lewis:  We’ve looked over it here and there, but we haven’t really moved on it.  We went some other avenues.  I don’t know where it is in committee though.

Castillo-Ruiz:  What do you think about pursuing some kind of constitutional change to have the Regents voted into office?
Lewis:  When speaking to Chancellor Katehi, she said that that was the system that they had in Michigan.  The Regents were polarizing political figures.  I personally would say that that would be a little dangerous.  I think Texas might be under that system as well.

This week has been intense plagued with student activism as well as research. I attended the Business and Finance Commission on Tuesday. I also was able to have my interns attend the Environmental Policy and Planning Commission. I held my public office hours today at the intersection of Howard and Russell while also attempting to enter highway I-80.
Juarez:


·         Held office hours Tuesday and will hold last two office hours Friday.

·         Attended the Town Hall meeting about the recent events on our campus, which was put on by the Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender Resource Center. Although it was not the most productive or safe space for our students, I’m glad we started a list of grievances and demands. I will also be attending the follow-up meeting next Tuesday, and I want to encourage other ASUCD folks to attend and listen to some of the concerns our students are having.

·         I also attended Ethnic and Cultural Affairs Commission on Monday, where we discussed some of the events that have been happening on our campus and reviewed some legislation.

·         I went to Gender and Sexualities Commission, on Tuesday, to discuss what possible steps we can take to address some of the concerns that recent events have brought up. At commission we decided to hold off on legislation, at least until we hear students’ concerns at Tuesday’s follow-up meeting to this week’s Town Hall.

·         Thursday I met with Polly Paulson, the Health Education Program Planner, and Sarahni, the HIV testing counselor, to discuss possible ways to address some of the issues currently affecting this service for students.

·         Also attended the March 4th events and was pleasantly surprised to see that quite a few other ASUCD folks were also present. I’m glad we’re taking a more direct involvement in the events happening on our campus.

Lee:

On Monday, I contacted Mark Champagne re: the legal situation surrounding the iPhone app. Senate should hear back on the situation by next week. 

On Wednesday, I met with Amelia from HEP regarding ASUCD's sponsorship of the First Annual Nap In. I also met with Dominick from student housing to finalize plans for the public meeting, as well as to talk about our freshmen presentation project for next quarter, along with Sabrina, the Freshmen outreach member from OA. 

On Wednesday, I also met with Charlie and Monica from Picnic Day to arrange the unit director's report for Picnic Day this Thursday, and to finalize two bills we plan to introduce. the first bill requests funding from Senate reserves for sustainability initiatives on the Student Organizations Faire for Picnic Day, and the second requests funding from Capital reserves for a new storage unit for the event. 

On Wednesday, I attended the Lobby Corps meeting, and discussed with them how Senate can get involved with their upcoming lobbying activities, as well as five upcoming resolutions Lobby Corps I will introduce to senate this week. 

On Thursday, I attended the protests!

Rombi:

On Friday February 26, I held my office hours from 10-12. I met with the Vice Provost, Dr. Patricia Turner to discuss my platform goal, moving readers to campus copies. I brought her a few ideas and we came up with the ideas that she will send out an email to all of the deans for them to spread, I will get a list of professors from Robert Powell, I will put an article into Dateline, and she will be including me into the meetings to talk with the professors face to face. Later that day I also met with Chelsea of Campus Copies and Rebeccah from EPPC to start the waste audit.
         Monday March 1, I held my office hours in the Senate office from 1-2 pm. I also attended the Town Hall Meeting in the ARC. 

         Tuesday March 2, I met with John Seden, Lin King, Will Klein, Darin, and a few students from DHC to talk about Composting in the MU, another one of my platform goals. It is happening (!) as soon as the CoHo opens in the fall. However, we want to start a pilot program the first week of Spring Quarter to get students used to the new changes and prepare them for the correct composting practices. We are looking for as many volunteers as possible! I also attended the EAC meeting. 
         Wednesday March 3, I held my office hours from 1-2. I also sat in on the Outreach Assembly Interview Committee and we hired a new assemblymember for Science and Engineering. I also went to the Student Police Relations Meeting where we discussed the police “meet and greet” to be happening in April as well as events for Water Safety Council. 
         Thursday March 4, I participated in the protests on campus and walked over 3 miles to try and shut down the 80!

Tanner:

On Monday I held Office Hours in the CCC, where I met with the campus climate interns to discuss the recent hate crimes on campus.  I then went to the Hillel house and met with Maya to discuss possible programming for the Jewish community on campus in response to the hate crimes targeting the Jewish community.  Later, I helped organize a rally on the quad against hate speech.  Nearly 50 students attended and there was media coverage.  That evening I attended the town hall held by the LGBTRC in response the vandalism of their building, and spoke about speaking up against hate speech in our daily conversations.  I then attended AAC where they unofficially saw Resolution #18, which I authored.  They approved the resolution.  Next I attended ECAC, which officially saw and approved Resolution #18.

On Tuesday, I held office hours in the senate office, where I advertised for my intern positions.  That evening I attended the GASC meeting.  Later I attended the key not speaker for Beyond the Binary.

On Wednesday I was very upset about more hateful graffiti on our campus.  I talked with the David Project about possible programming for Jewish students.  I attended the anti-hate rally on the quad.  Then I attended a workshop for the UCDC program.  Later I helped with Outreach Assembly interviews for the Science and Engineering position.  That night I attended a meeting for PEACE and helped organize for the rally and protest on the 4th.  I also signed up for my units earlier in the day, which will be The Aggie and EC.

Today I arrived on campus very early and spent my entire day supporting the rally and protests.  I met with Steven Baissa, director of the CCC, as we marched and discuss a women's leadership conference for Winter of next year as well as lobbying administration for a Jewish community intern at the CCC.  Later, police officers shot tear gas and rubber bullets at me.  Now I'm at senate.

Thongsavat:

This week, from Friday February 24, 2010 to Thursday March 4, 2010, I, Adam Thongsavat attending the following meetings: UC Davis Town Hall to discuss the recent acts of vandalism of the LGBTRC, ECAC, AAC, Student- Police Relations Committee, and the Picnic Day Board of Director Meeting.  

I also held office hours on Tuesday March, 2, 2010 in the Senate Office from 1230 to 1330 and 1530 to 1630.

I worked with Senator Rombi to make an arrangement to adopt her previous unit Unitrans, in return, Rombi adopted Project Compost.  My two adopted units are Refrigerator Services and Unitrans with the hope of co-adopting City and County Affairs or Picnic Day with Senators Arce and Lee.  

In regards to accomplishing my platform goals, I met with Entertainment Council Director Thongxy Phansopha and EC interns about a very large community concert before Picnic Day for 2011.  We spoke about a general framework, venues, possible performers, logistics, cost, profits, etc.  

Most recently I attended the March 4th education and fee hikes protest.  I also coordinated an effort with Jeremia Kimelman, Previn Witana, Chris Dietrich, Logan Russell Taylor, and Jack Zwald to secure golf carts to transport water to protesters at the I-80 on ramp.  Also, during the protests, I was able to meet with Geoff Straw as well as other Unitrans career staff and student supervisors to discuss the closure of the Memorial Union terminal.

Chen:  This bill came from Eli’s brainchild.  Eli was probably taking a shower or something, and he was probably thinking of what would happen if the President were to withdraw the budget, Senate Bill #1, right before the fiscal year ended.  This would circumvent that by not allowing the President to withdraw a bill whenever he or she chooses.

Hartstein:  Eli and I were talking about this during a break in one of the meetings, regarding the President withdrawing bills.  The Senate can’t adjourn on the last meeting of spring quarter until it passes the budget.  We strongly urge a speedy passage to avoid that circumstance.

Williams:  I would rather not be stuck in a Senate meeting for all of eternity, so I urge a very speedy passage.

Ho:  Has this ever happened before?

Chen:  No.

Senate Discussion:

Ho calls Senate Bill #34 to question.

No objections to passing Senate Bill #34.
B. SB#40
Cano
Cano:  This is the Long-Range Plan for CCE.  It’s pretty lengthy; I encourage you to look over it. 

Hartstein:  Sergio worked very hard on this and we looked over this for a very long time.  We urge a speedy passage, but not too speedy because we should take the time to appreciate all his hard work.

Williams:  We were talking about this one for a while.  We decided that you couldn’t reference the co-directors in the Long-Range Plan, because it’s not mentioned in the budget right now; they are only mentioned in the Future Plans. 

Moosavi:  We had no problem passing this; CCE are our friends.  I urge a speedy passage.

Senate Discussion:

Lee motions to amend line 20.

No objections.

Percoco:  What exactly is the extent of your relationship with the Office of Student Affairs?

Speaker:  One of the things we’ve been trying to think about is a sustainability GE requirement.  We’ve spoken to Janet Gong about it.

Juarez:  What do you mean exactly by “better accommodate the interns”?
Speaker:  Last year when CCE opened our doors again, we got a flood of people interested in interning.  We eventually had to turn people away, and we were disappointed by that.  We want to make sure we have enough staff to deal with all the people who want to work with us.  

Tanner:  While it’s beautiful imagery, what exactly do you mean by “a web of love”?

Speaker:  There’s so much crossover that all of the clubs’ personal projects get a little muddled.  Instead of having three Earth Weeks that are not the best they could be, we want to have one, big, monumental Earth Week.

Tanner motions to amend line 207.

No objections.

Juarez:  It says that you collaborate with the City of Davis; what kind of events do you do with them?

Speaker:  That’s specifically referring to 350 Day, an event with the City of Davis for a rally downtown.  We are continuously trying to work with them.  We are also going to be working with business on creating a certification of green business practices.  

Rombi:  Who introduced this bill?  It says Witana.

Dietrich:  He was a senator when he introduced this.

Rombi calls Senate Bill #40 to question.

No objections to passing Senate Bill #40.  
C. SR#41
Chatham
Chatham:  This bill is sort of the culmination of one of my campaign projects.  When I ran for President last year, Chris and I were working on getting video podcasting capabilities.  I’ve been in negotiations with IET, through which we decided to start a pilot project to see how video podcasting would work on the campus.  It runs at about $5,000 per classroom.  It’s normally funded through the Registrar, who typically funds all classroom improvements.  Video podcasting has been going on at other campuses for a while, such as at UC Berkeley.  The University of Southern California also has a very strong video podcasting program.  ASUCD will retain ownership over the assets purchased.  If the project ends up being less than this, and it might, then we’ll get any of the leftover money back.  
Shaikh:  We saw this bill two weeks ago, and we generally thought it was a great idea.  We see a great future with this.  Joe didn’t mention the fact that if this goes into effect next year, I’d like to see AAC conducting some research on this to see how effective this is.  We will be writing a report to present to the Senate. We’d definitely like to get involved.

Williams:  This was quite the doozie in B&F.  I think the biggest problem that my commissioners had was not having an ATS representative there to talk to us.  There were many unanswered questions.  I’m afraid that I’m not able to urge a speedy passage on this bill.  

Public Discussion:  

Rombi:  I was wondering who will control this after it’s purchased?

Chatham:  The way that that will work is that we’ll forward the money to ATS, who will purchase, install, and maintain the materials.  

Percoco:  Did you choose Chem 194 and Sci Lec 123 because they are the biggest lecture halls?

Chatham:  Yes, that was part of it.  We also wanted to get a diversity of classes from different disciplines and make the new technology available to the greatest amount of students.

Percoco:  My major is in the College of Letters and Science and I haven’t had a class in those lecture halls since I was doing GE.  

Chatham:  We would like to get it to everyone, but I do think affecting a lot of students is important.

Cano:  Have you spoken to professors about actually using the technology?

Chatham:  Yes, Previn Witana and I have been in discussion with professors about this.  There are faculty members who are hesitant about it, but that is something that happens with all new technology.  I think that the trial period and some research will help that.  We’ve seen the same thing with podcasting as well.
Lee motions to amend line 1. 

No objections.

Lee:  Who will test the pilot project?

Chatham:  We will be installing the systems, and then we will work with faculty who teach in the classrooms to teach them how to use it, and then we will research how the vodcasting affects the students who have experienced it.  

Shaikh:  The rest of my commission seemed pretty eager to do this as well.  Our school does lag behind other schools with respect to this technology, and I think this might speak to potential students who are considering UC Davis.  

Lee:  So who’s going to own it and maintain it?

Chatham:  We’ll retain ownership over $4,000 of the project, which is about 40%.  Maintenance will be conducted by ATS, who has a team who is always on call for classroom repairs.  

Cano:  I like the idea of being able to sleep in more and still not miss the lectures.  

Hartstein:  I think from a student perspective, it’s cool.  I understand why you chose those lecture halls because that is an efficient use of money.  But where are you buying these items from?  Why don’t you have receipts for these?

Chatham:  ATS has contracts for providers from which they purchase all their materials.  We will be buying the computer from Apple.

Hartstein:  I think it’s important to know who we’re buying from any why it costs what it costs.  I think we might need to do a little research into where else we can buy this and why it costs what it costs.

Juarez:  That was one of the concerns at B&F.  This is a pilot program, so whoever we buy this equipment from has a potential to earn a lot more money if we go ahead with the program.  There was the possibility raised that the retailer could potentially fund the pilot project since they stand to gain so much.

Chatham:  I think it would be challenging, especially in this economic climate, to get companies to donate the materials.  This is simply testing out the project.  ATS is a very good department with a lot of experience; I fully trust their ability to find low-cost retailers for their equipment.  I think we are getting the best deal we can.  I’m sure they have shopped around quite a lot.  

Hartstein:  I think trust is grand.  But I think this bill is missing proof of why these things cost this much.

Speaker:  Is the pilot designed to be running indefinitely, or is it set to come under review?

Chatham:  The materials will be installed indefinitely.  Everyone will have access to it for the duration of the equipment’s life.

Tanner:  I really want to reiterate something that I’ve heard said around the Senate table, which is that we shouldn’t hold different groups to different standards on funding bills.  If we held EC back for a week to find the receipts, we should hold this bill to the same standards.
Public Speaker:  I’m taking organic chemistry right now, and even though I record what the professor is saying, I can’t keep up with him.  This would be so helpful.

Thongsavat:  I feel like it is projects like this that puts ASUCD on the map in terms of outreaching to students, especially science and engineering students, which is something that we always talk about.  But I also think we should consider putting the ASUCD logo on the equipment.  I would like to see receipts.  I do think it’s a good bill; I hope it gets passed.

Lance:  Where would we be able to access it, from a student perspective?

Chatham:  The way it would probably be set up would be through SmartSite, under Resources, although it is at the discretion of the professor.

Juarez:  Class attendance was sort of brought up already, and I’m sort of hesitant about this.  It would be nice to see how this has affected schools that already offer this service.

Chatham:  We did do some limited research, and we found that it had low impact on class attendance; it was really quite minimal.  We’re really looking at our students, and whether they want to attend class or not.  We need to give our students all the available options and then let them make the decisions.  There are instances when students have to go to work, or an emergency happens, and I think this would be very helpful in those instances.

Shaikh:  I just want to remind everyone that we will be doing research on this.

Juarez:  Some professors had apprehensions regarding their materials, and having them available online.  

Chatham:  That might prevent a few professors from doing this; but all the material could be kept secure through SmartSite.  I think those concerns can be managed.

Chen:  I want to echo Amy’s sentiments, and Alison’s sentiments.  Receipts would be nice, so that we can see what kind of money we’re spending.  This project actually has a very good student-to-dollar ratio, especially over 5-7 years.  Over time, the ratio will be huge.

Ho:  As Senator Juarez mentioned, I think there should be some effort to see if there’s a try-before-you-buy program.  If the pilot fails for some reason, and we kept the two in place, would it be optional for professors to use in the following years?

Chatham:  Yes.

Ho:  So, if it fails, technically, there’s a chance it won’t ever be used again?

Chatham:  Yes, but I think that once it starts catching on, professors will really want to start using this.  

Ho:  What is the professors’ incentive to use this?

Chatham:  I think there’s sort of a general acknowledgement that this is what’s going to be happening in the future.  This is just another tool in professors’ toolbox that they can use to help educate their students.  If this bill passes, then the equipment will be purchased in the spring, installed in the summer, and the research will begin in the fall.

Matt:  I was wondering if the professors have been polled on whether they would use this equipment.  Often the professors opt out of doing podcasts already because they are trying to encourage students to come to class.  

Chatham:  They haven’t been surveyed.  Our philosophy is to make the equipment available, and those who wish to use it can do so.  There will always be professors who will resist; that is a historical trend.  I think this is a nice first step to get the ball rolling.

Smith:  I don’t know if Amy’s question about the warranty was answered.  Will the professors interested in using this program get priority to use those classrooms?

Chatham:  The registrar will go through the list of professors who are already assigned to those classrooms.  

Dorris:  I was going to bring up Soc Sci 1100, because I’ve personally had more classes in that lecture hall.  Are you going to be encouraging as many professors as possible to use this?  Do you have an idea of how many testers are receptive to this idea?

Chatham:  I think we’ll get probably six or seven classes to try this, and it will grow.  When these technologies are first implemented, it takes a while to catch on among faculty members.  We might have four or five professors at the beginning and then it will grow.  

Castillo-Ruiz:  I think I would like to see more shopping around.  Also, I don’t think using a Mac would be entirely necessary for a trial period, because I know those can be a little expensive.  Also, I would like to see a more detailed budget, particularly the miscellaneous materials.  But I think this project has a lot of potential.  I would just like to see it come back next week with some quotes or receipts.

Lee:  I think what we’re probably going to end up doing would be to table this bill so that we can get the budget.  I still think we should discuss the substantive issues so that next week we can get this passed easily.  I do agree with Joe that we should trust ATS in terms of buying this equipment at these prices, but I would like a statement from them saying that these are the best prices available. 

Chatham:  There are different setups for ways you do vodcasting.  Some are more integrated than others.  Our law school is already implementing this so they will be helping us with the installation.  Buying the Mac is much cheaper than the alternative, which involves networking and multiple servers.

Chen:  I like this bill.  I agree that we should table this; I think that’s the responsible thing to do.  Let’s shop around and come back next week.

Faith:  My hesitancy with this bill would be that this is money that might not need to be spent; whereas that money could be used to make podcasting more effective.  Why are we jumping to video podcasting when a lot of students and teachers aren’t taking advantage of podcasting already?

Chatham:  There are always going to be students who won’t use the material, but I think there will also be a lot of students who will.  It will give a lot of students, such as those who have English as a second language or those who have work conflicts, a little extra help.  

Voyce:  Has ASUCD been involved in any of the previous upgrades?  Why has this become a project that we are contributing to?

Chatham:  ASUCD does play a role in starting new technology.  A few years ago we spent about $24,000 on wireless internet for the quad and the library.  But this is sort of a seeder project, and the administration is interested in pursuing this.  It will sort of get the ball rolling.  

Moosavi:  I think we should look into statistics looking into how much podcasting is currently being used.

Chatham:  I think this has been a very good discussion.  I’m fine with tabling this bill and coming back next week, although I’m not sure the representative from ATS will be able to attend next week either.  I want to emphasize the value that ASUCD is getting for this project.  I’ve worked very hard to negotiate with these organizations, and we’re only paying 30%.  We are getting a good deal, and I’ve been trying very hard to save students the most money.

Romero:  I’m really concerned about class attendance.  Someone mentioned that this would be an excuse to sleep in, and I can see that becoming a reality.

Chatham:  My philosophy about it is that part of going to college is teaching students responsibility.  If students spend their entire college career slacking off, then they’re going to have problems when they reach the work place.  

Romero:  Also, a lot of those classes are GEs, and as a first year, we are still in the learning process.  

Koo:  Audio podcasts don’t necessarily match the potential success or failure of video podcasting.  Some people just can’t stay with the lecture if they don’t have the visual aid in front of them.

Williams:  I was under the impression that current podcasting is not supported by the administration and a lot of professors have to use their own equipment.

Chatham:  The University does support podcasting, but it is partially true because a lot of professors have to rent their equipment from ATS.

Williams:  I want UC Davis to really be an innovator with student teaching.  I want us to have the first students to be able to tell other universities the benefits of this program.

Carlson:  I just checked, and there is a one-year manufacturer’s warranty.  Also, I disagree with the statement that the use of podcasting is the ceiling for how much vodcasting will be used.  As an economics major, it’s almost impossible to listen a podcast of equations being written on the board.

Menovske motions to table Senate Bill #41 for two weeks.


No objections.  

Ten-minute break at 7:54 PM.  

Absent: Chatham, Yani, Castillo-Ruiz (returned late), Ekhator, Rombi (returned late), Shaikh (returned late), Hartstein (returned late).

Menovske

Menovske:  We are very close to having a textbook rental program, and the only thing holding us back is not having ASUCD’s support.  With this resolution, they told me that they would either initiate this by the end of spring or in the fall.  

Shaikh:  Unlike your last bill, I think there would be little opposition to this; I urge a speedy passage.

Ho:  Who’s providing the textbooks to the students?

Menovske:  I said that the bookstore is going to have a rental program, but I didn’t say which of the three options we would choose.  It’s going to be the bookstore though.  

Ho:  Do we have any input on which option?

Menovske:  It’s really up to the bookstore.  Either they can start their own program, have a corporate sponsorship, or we as ASUCD can create our own program.  But they want a rental program of their own.  It looks like at this point they are looking towards a corporate sponsorship because it’s easier.

Ho:  Do you know which one will make the books cheaper?

Menovske:  I think the corporate sponsorship will be cheaper because there’s less worry about the initial cost.  I presented them with Chegg, and their program works by having rental programs across the nation.  They would have a kiosk in our bookstore.
Ho:  I know that’s an awesome model, but is there any way we can cut the bookstore out of it and just have a kiosk for Chegg?

Amy:  What’s the advantage of renting through a corporate sponsorship versus just renting through their website?

Menovske:  there’s no real advantage except for that the bookstore is on campus and more easily accessible.  

Percoco:  I had no idea what Chegg was; I wouldn’t feel comfortable doing that online.

Williams:  The bookstore is inherently evil and demonic.  I don’t like feeding the university’s cash cow; I’d rather shoot it.  I would much rather have this go to the Book Exchange.  How feasible that is, I don’t know; I was just getting my opinion out.  

Tanner:  I work at the bookstore, and there are some lovely people there who don’t intend to be evil.  I feel like institutionalizing the renting of books would really help with the efficiency of it.  Increasing ASUCD’s influence on the items that students buy for their classes would be really helpful.  

Lee:  Maybe we should at least think through a hypothetical alternative where we could run this exchange.

Menovske:  I don’t care about the bookstore; I care about the students and saving them money on their textbooks.  The way to do that is to start a rental program.  I’m only here for a year; I don’t have time to figure out how to make basically a new ASUCD unit.  This is the simple, easy way to do this.  

Lee:  The reason I’m always partial to us offering services to students is that our organizations are nonprofit, and we wouldn’t be making a profit by our nature.  I wish we had the time and the resources to do it ourselves, but I think that the students are best served by doing it this way.

Rombi:  Have you looked into doing anything with the book exchange?

Menovske:  The book exchange is kind of their own thing; I don’t know how a rental program would work with them, in terms of saving students the most money.

Arce:  I know that we talk about the bookstore as being evil; I want to know what the implications would be of having this program in terms of the profit that they will be losing.  What will happen if they go under? 

Tanner:  I don’t think the bookstore is going to go under.  It’s a part of the university.  There are parts that are designed to be not-for-profit, but don’t worry about the bookstore going under.

Dietrich:  All the profit from the bookstore goes into the auxiliaries of the campus, such as the building of the MU.

Arce:  I just want to make sure that when the program goes down that the bookstore doesn’t go under.
Senate Discussion:
Arce calls Senate Resolution #19 to question.

No objections to passing Senate Resolution #19.  

URGENT LEGISLATION—Menovske

Menovske:  I wanted to touch on a few things.  A very similar bill to this went to B&F but did not pass by a close margin.  I have addressed all the concerns that they had.  They thought that we could get the ARC for free if this event was sponsored entirely by ASUCD.  I found out that that is not true; it is only a reduced rate.  The commission also had issues with giving money to a fundraiser that won’t benefit students directly.  But we have also worked on making this more of a workshop-type event with resources there for students.  They were also concerns with the legal problems associated with ASUCD sponsoring a fundraiser for an outside organization, but I talked to Mark Champaign today and he reassured me that it is not a problem at all.  We are the only UC that has not formally made a contribution to the disaster in Haiti, so I think it’s important that we do this.

Public Discussion:  
Ho:  When I saw this in B&F, one of my questions was if $234 was all that was needed for this event.  I know this is a CALPIRG event, and I know that they’ve done a lot of work on this, but I’m wondering why they haven’t supported this?
Menovske:  We have a budget of $99 per year, which gets spent pretty quickly.  We don’t have money to sponsor events.

Ho:  I would like to see some type of monetary contribution from CALPIRG, and not having ASUCD contribute all the money.  In my opinion, I kind of see this like an ACS type of thing.  If you have 15 teams, each with ten people paying $10, why couldn’t you take some of that money to pay for the rental fee?

Speaker:  We aren’t able to contribute more money for this because we’ve just completed our Hunger Clean-Up in Davis.  If you were to use some of the money that teams pay for the tournament, I’m pretty sure that would be illegal in the United States because we’ve said that 100% of the proceeds will go to disaster relief.
Williams:  That’s definitely not illegal in the United States, proceeds refers to your net profit from the event.  Still, the biggest concern in B&F was that this is giving money to an event that will raise money that does not benefit the students of the Association.  We didn’t like the fact that we’re granting money to an organization to help them make money.  No matter what way you organize this event, that’s probably still going to happen.

Walz:  The reason why we are asking for this money is because we need to reserve the room in the ARC, and we don’t have the teams signed up yet.  I was also under the impression that we might be giving the money back if we made money from this.  I was thinking that ASUCD would put our name on the event, and I don’t think it’s a bad thing for ASUCD to put its name on charitable things.  We do Cal Aggie Camp.  I think all these things reflect positively on the Association.

Williams:  Levi, would you give money back to ASUCD after the event?

Menovske:  I’ve asked someone about that because that was our original intention, but he told me no.

Addler:  I’d like to bring up Relay for Life, which ASUCD has provided money for.  This would be along similar lines.

Tanner:  What is OXFAM?

Addler:  It’s an international nonprofit that helps with disaster relief.  They were focusing on Haiti, and they’re also focusing on Chile right now.

Tanner motions to amend the Urgent Senate Bill.

No objections. 

Tanner:  I feel a little bit wary about completely funding an event for an organization.  I think it’s a shaky precedent to set.

Juarez:  I have three questions.  I know that there were a lot of organizations working on this specific issue; I’m wondering if there has been collaboration with other clubs on campus?

Menovske:  I can’t answer this completely, but I do know that the original idea of having ASUCD being the funding sources was to have a statement released telling how ASUCD has donated to Haiti relief.

Speaker:  We have emailed out all the info to other clubs, and we are pushing for them to be involved, perhaps to help with the volunteer work.  

Juarez:  $234 doesn’t seem like a whole lot of money, and it is a good cause, but that money could have been raised through a fundraiser at a local business or restaurant.  And why was this introduced as urgent?

Dietrich:  It’s because it was voted down in B&F.

Addler:  For the fundraisers, we’ve already talked to all the businesses in Davis, and either we were turned down, or we had already booked them for fundraisers for other events.  The thing that’s holding us back from this is that we don’t have the space rented.  We don’t want to launch this and have a failed event.  We are bringing it up here because we had to clarify things that were misunderstood at B&F.  
Menovske:  In regards to fundraising, like we said, we have prior commitments to our national campaign against hunger and homelessness that already involves local businesses.  We’ve already lost the space over and over again.  We finally got a date; we just need money in the account.  I don’t think the fear of fully funding an event is necessarily significant; a lot of the materials being used are being donated by our participants.  We can’t really start taking money from people for any event until the event is set in stone.  It’s kind of sketchy to take money from people before we know for sure that the event will take place.

Walz:  Have there been events that donate money to Haiti on campus already?  I think this is the perfect opportunity to put our name on an event that has the potential to make a lot of money and be very visible.  

Menovske:  I did a little research to see what other campus organizations are doing, and Grace Alive had an info session a few weeks ago, but as far as I know no monetary contribution was made.

Faith:  In regards to what you have said, how would you want this to work for you to approve it?

Williams:  Normally when ASUCD allocates funds, it directly benefits the students of ASUCD.  

Faith:  Can you define “benefit”?

Williams: Basically, just paying for stuff that you need, monetarily at least.  

Faith:  This is students who are passionate about this, and we’re really desiring to reach out to Haiti.  In a way it does benefit us, because it helps us hold an event that we’re passionate about.

Juarez:  There are certain stipulations regarding specific types of funding.  It’s within our bylaws that it has to directly benefit the students.

Faith:  So does Relay for Life directly benefit the students?

Dietrich:  We don’t actually fund Relay for Life.

Hartstein:  To go off the Relay for Life argument, I remember the debate well.  Paying money to an event that is raising money for charity is kind of like making a donation.  The question was whether or not we have the right to give student money to a charitable cause.  Also, I just asked Jasmine and she said that ECAC would have liked to see this bill.  You could have asked other organizations as well; you could have asked Outreach Assembly.
Voyce:  There is a huge multi-organization event happening on March 8th called Hearts for Haiti.

Hartstein:  In my opinion, ASUCD doesn’t have the right to donate money to charities using student fees.

Lee:  ASUCD can not give money to charity.  It’s not within our jurisdiction.  Also, I agree that this is a value judgment; we want to fund events, we want to use student money for events that benefit students.  I think you need to show that there is a substantive benefit to the students.  I’m leaning with Tanner’s opinion that this is a bad precedent.  I think that this is essentially giving money to OXFAM.  I agree with Amy; I feel like we’re giving money directly to a charity, which I feel is not in our jurisdiction to do.  I think the events that we fund benefit the students in a much more direct way.

Menovske:  This keeps coming up, the idea that this is a direct donation to a charity.  I went to Mark Champagne, and he said it was fine.  Period.

Lance:  No offense, but a lot of students see ASUCD as being not very productive in terms of benefitting the students because you are so hesitant to fund causes that benefit outside outreach.  A lot of students are affected by this outside outreach; a lot of students have moved to outside countries such as the Dominican Republic and Chile.  

Arce:  It’s charity for $234.  That’s always a good idea in my opinion.

Carlson:  As far as I’m aware of, on SPAC, ASUCD is not renewed as a student organization for 2010.

Hartstein:  ASUCD is a campus department, which is why we get a discounted rate.

Carlson:  Just before we go and sign this off, we should probably check about reregistering ASUCD as a student organization.

Walz:  I think this event does possibly affect students.  These students are raising money for an event that will benefit Haiti, which is in desperate need.  I personally think that donating to outside organizations is a good precedent to set.  Regarding Amy’s point that we use the Reserves to benefit what the students want most, that is up to our interpretation.  
Smith:  I don’t think there’s anything against CALPIRG coming to a commission to get funding, or even pairing up with a commission.  My commission was looking to do something for Haiti, so if we had some kind of collaboration it would be a commission program and ASUCD would be a part of it.

Walz:  That sounds great.

Addler:  Does ASUCD fund entertainment events?  We as CALPIRG are all students, and we’re trying to put this on as an entertainment event.  Yes, it does benefit a charity, but we are providing an entertainment service for the campus.

Williams:  As for the comment on the fact that ASUCD doesn’t care about outside organizations, we are an organization meant to benefits the students of UC Davis, which means that we don’t really care about outside organizations, much like the government of the United States doesn’t give social security benefits to the people of France.  This is an entertainment event meant to make money, and I don’t think ASUCD would fund a concert designed to make money.

Koo:  If this was solely an entertainment event, a dodgeball tournament, what’s the marginal benefit to students given the fact that tomorrow is a massive dodgeball tournament—Dodgeball Palooza.  What’s the marginal benefit to students if you are basically copying Campus Rec?
Ho:  Is the $234 the rate for a student organization?  So this is cheaper than when you brought it to B&F?

Menovske:  Yes.

Ho:  Since Tuesday, were you able to talk to anybody at Hickey Gym?

Menovske:  You can’t rent space there.

Ho:  Hypothetically, what would you be doing if you didn’t receive money from ASUCD?

Addler:  I would be paying $300 to put this event on, maybe see if anybody from CALPIRG would be willing to chip in.

Ho:  For Relay for Life, not the entire registration fee that you pay goes to cancer research; a good portion of it goes to administrative costs, such as renting the field.  I’m sure a lot of people would be willing to pay seed money.

Chen:  We can’t really control what organizations do with the money we give them.  We are also currently funding a dodgeball tournament.  
Percoco:  I think Haiti is something that pretty much every student on campus has heard about, and giving them an opportunity to unify for this purpose is a good idea.  This gives 150 students the opportunity to work towards something that makes them feel accomplished.  Maybe we can also include in here that CALPIRG will work with OA to bring in outside groups to participate.  I don’t know if we ever really defined senate projects, but two senators at this table have been working on this project pretty hard, and we haven’t really used that much of our Senate Reserves.  Also, EAC is external affairs, and in my mind that means that we care about everyone outside of the Association.  So I think that if this doesn’t get passed tonight, you should definitely come to EAC and ECAC and we’ll split it down the middle.

Juarez:  Seeing as how there are commissions who have expressed an interest in funding this event, it seems like it isn’t that ASUCD is against this event, we just don’t really think that the avenue taken to receive funding for it was necessarily the right one.

Justin:  You can easily ask your 15 teams to donate 20 extra dollars to cover the cost of renting the facility.

Menovske:  The ARC won’t even give us a quote, or tell us anything until there’s enough money in our account to cover the cost of the event.  B&F wasn’t ok with just having CALPIRG’s name on this event; they were adamant that ASUCD’s name be on this as well.  Again, just to touch on the problem of time, this has been being planned for two months.  CALPIRG’s commitment to other events has prevented them from funding this.  They are coming to the Senate to ask us to provide the space for their event.  

Smith:  I know there’s talk about commissions helping out; what form would that have to be in?  Would it be a bill, or a funding proposal?  

Dietrich:  Your commission can decide on a co-sponsorship with a 2/3 vote.  

Castillo-Ruiz:  Can anybody elaborate on the seed money?  What is that?

Ho:  Seed money is just to help get things going.  It will help them make the booking and get the teams signed up.  If you are in dire need of $234, we can talk about this after the meeting, but I will give it to you.

Lee:  Seeing as how we’re on time constraints, I’d like to move into Senate Discussion.

Senate Discussion:

Hartstein:  I think the argument of ‘we have the money, so why not use it?’ is not a good argument at all.  It’s not like this money disappears; it returns to Capital Reserves.  I realize that setting a precedent is not a concern right now, but it will become a huge concern and pain spring quarter when everyone comes to us for funding for fundraisers.  Please think about that.  I know that Haiti is an excellent cause, but giving student money to Haiti and funding students’ fundraisers is not doing what ASUCD—which is a nonprofit—is supposed to do.

Lee calls Menovske’s Urgent Senate Bill to question.

Menovske objects.

Lee withdraws his motion.

Ho:  I want to suggest the possibility of ASUCD partially funding this event.

Lee motions to divide the House.

With a 4-7-1 vote, the Urgent Bill would fail.

Lee motions to divide the house to fund half the requested amount.
With a 5-6-1 vote, the Urgent Bill would fail.

Lee calls the Urgent Senate Bill to question.

Castillo-Ruiz objects.

Castillo-Ruiz:  Is CALPIRG open to and willing to go to ECAC?  They meet on Monday, and they said that they were interested.
Addler:  Yes.

Lee motions to call the Urgent Senate Bill to question.

Lee objects to passing the Urgent Senate Bill.

With a 3-8-1 vote, the bill fails.

Senate Resolution #18—Tanner

Tanner:  UCSA is planning on lobbying the Regents on the 23rd, to say that AB 540 students should be able to receive institutional financial aid.  I think this is a great way to see how resolutions can be used to help students.  This will be sent to UCSA and their lawyers and used as a tool by them to argue their case.

Smith:  This bill passed unanimously in our commission; we had just seen a spending proposal for the I iDREAM event, which deals with AB 540 students.  We are really supportive of this.  We think it’s unfair that these students are paying the extra 32% fee increase but are not able to receive financial aid.

Ho:  For who you are sending it to, do you want to send it to anyone in Davis?

Tanner:  We can send it to the Chancellor; however, it will be the Regents who are able to take action on this.  

Ho:  I don’t even think you have the Regents listed here.

Tanner:  We’re sending it to UCSA, who will be giving it to the Regents.

Lee:  Did AAC see it informally?
Tanner:  They did.

Lee:  I think this is really good.

Shaikh:  When our commission looked at is, we generally thought it was a great bill.  Our only issue was with the numbers in the bill.  

Tanner:  The charts presented in The Aggie were really just totally inapplicable because they didn’t refer to institutional financial aid.

Speaker:  Not that undocumented students are less deserving of funding, but does that reallocate money that would have gone to documented students?

Tanner:  Yes, that will in a sense take away from documented students’ money, but it’s money that undocumented students are paying.  

Walz:  How does it work if you’re undocumented; how do you come to the university?  Don’t you have to be documented?  And how would these people ask for the financial aid if they’re afraid of telling people about their status?

Voyce:  I think it’s that these students have lived here and attended high school in California as AB 540 students.  So, they’re residents, but not legal citizens.

Lee motions to call Senate Resolution #18 to question.

No objections to passing Senate Resolution #18.

XV. 
Public Discussion

Rombi:  I’ve been working on my Senate project to get composting.  We are going to have a pilot project the first week of spring quarter.  We’re going to be having yellow bins around the MU.  I need some volunteers; if you’re interested, please come and talk to me.  

Lee:  I want to say that I’m very happy with how the public meeting went; I think this is a great location and I want to do this again next quarter.  I want to give a special thanks to Dominic, who helped organize this.  I’d really like to think of more ways to invite students here and egg them on to speak.  Also, regarding the iPhone app, Jeremy Koo was kind enough to email Jan Carmichael regarding the copyright issue.  She said that if they did it on their own, then it’s theirs.  If they used university resources, such as computers, then it’s in a “grey area”, which is where we are.  What’s probably going to happen is an MOU from our Executive to clear up that issue.  I think since we’re doing this proactively, we should be able to establish ownership.  And please go to the nap in on the 10th.

Menovske:  I think every quarter, we should hold the Senate meeting in one of the different dorms.  My interns and I are also working on a program called “ASUCD for Dummies”.  If you’re interested in working with me on that, please let me know.
Lee:  Me, Dominic, and Sabrina have been working on a standard PowerPoint that can be presented to freshmen and other students who are new to ASUCD.  

Thongsavat motions to extend the meeting to 10:40 PM.

No objections.

Thongsavat:  I had two concerns with the protest today: The blockage of Unitrans and the pulling of the fire alarms.  The blockage of Unitrans affected our goal in terms of our obligation to our community and to students.  And regarding the fire alarms: Students should have a choice as to whether or not they want to be a part of the protest.  We lost so many potential allies today.  I was so proud of so many parts of this event, and I was also disappointed with many aspects.  We did not make many allies today, and that was a missed opportunity.  Going after Unitrans, pulling fire alarms: that is inappropriate.  If you have any involvement in this, please send out the word—this is about being not just political leaders, but smart political leaders.

Percoco:  A student was even being called-out in his classroom, without any chance to defend himself.  

Smith:  This is the homework that I was not able to turn in because the fire alarm was pulled.  I agree that if we’re fighting for education, we need to give students the right to get their education.

Percoco:  I know I’ve talked a lot about the students-police meet-and-greet in May and another event to get people comfortable with the police department.  No one has come to the meetings aside from people from the Senate table, and as of right now, that first event is not going to happen.

Tanner:  I don’t want to be attacking anyone, but I find using the word “we” is very problematic.  A lot of people using that word were not involved in planning the protest.  If you want to have a say in how the protest operates, you need to be there from the get-go.  Also, I am so proud of every ASUCD member who was there at the protest; I feel like a lot of us bonded, it was really beautiful, and I feel like we were a major presence and a major force.

Moosavi:  Are we ever going to have SGAO come in?

Lee:  They’re coming in next week.

Ho:  Men’s lacrosse is playing Stanford tomorrow.  And regarding the protest, I think that by pulling the fire alarms, we were also hindering people’s right to their education.  I feel that it was a good strategic move, but a lot of people were annoyed.

Juarez:  It was such a huge amount of people that we don’t really know who was pulling the fire alarms.  A lot of people were disturbed, but I feel that we shouldn’t necessarily attach that to the organizers of the protest.  I spoke to some of the people in charge of this and it wasn’t in their plans.  I don’t want it to give this protest a negative connotation, because a lot of good things did happen, and a lot of non-ASUCD students got involved.  A lot of people who normally wouldn’t get involved did get involved because they blocked Unitrans, so I don’t know how I feel about that decision.  

Lee:  I also want to say that I really enjoyed being out there with you guys today.  Who does plan this event?

Tanner:  We prefer to keep those names secret; as we experienced at the protest, those leaders are targeted by the administration and by police brutality. 

Lee:  It would really be nice for them to come here and help us find ways to aid them in organizing it.

Tanner:  It’s a group called the General Assembly.

Juarez: If ASUCD would like to be more directly involved, we could have someone at that meeting.
