Dominick Carlson

Carlson:  I’ve been hired in a new position being created in ASUCD that will help create a closer relationship between Student Housing and ASUCD.  I know that some of you are running on platforms that involve freshmen and Student Housing, so I encourage you to email me so that I can either answer your questions personally or tell you the people who can.  Another project that I’m working on is regarding the bulletin boards in the dorms.  The RAs are required to put up new presentations on the bulletin boards every week or two.  I want to include information about ASUCD on these boards.  I want your feedback regarding what should be put on these boards.    

Raridon:  Are you aware of the crisis with the student Co-ops?  And what is your position on this issue?

Carlson:  My position is mainly concerning ASUCD and Student Housing, but I know there is a lot of business with the Co-ops.  I’m new here, but if you want to contact me this week so we can speak about it, please feel free.

Taylor:  Since the Office of Student Development has been created, there have been a lot of new jobs created.  These jobs deal primarily with freshmen, so it’s sort of a different portion of Student Housing.  This is a huge deal— we’ve always complained in ASUCD that we can’t get into the dorms.  Student Housing is finally reaching out to us.  This is ASUCD’s chance in to finally tap into those freshman.  I highly encourage you guys to contact Richard.

Raridon:  So just to clarify, your position is as a liaison between the freshman and ASUCD?  And the freshmen I see leaving the dorms are people who need affordable housing.  So, I’m really looking forward to working with you.

Carlson:  And something I was unaware of is that ASUCD has bulletin boards in all the DCs that they are allowed to post on.

Juarez:  I know that the board in Segundo was removed when I worked as an RA there, so maybe the first thing we should do would be to get that back?

Moosavi:  Does your organization have any sort of funding or a budget?

Carlson:  No, we are sort of a beta organization currently; we don’t have a budget.

Moosavi:  I’ve also heard a number of freshmen complaining that they don’t have adequate recycling bins, so is this the kind of thing you can work with us on?

Carlson:  Exactly.

A. External Affairs Commission—Samantha Hayflich, Shayna Lesovoy, Justin Patrizio
Percoco:  They both did a really great job; they both have experience with the commission.

Lesovoy:  We’ve already taken on SafeBoats, and we’re working on Music on the Green.

Hayflich:  We’ve also been working on some more programs that will create less of a barrier between the students and the community, such as a carnival or a meet and greet at the farmers’ market.

Justin Patrizio (arrived late):
Percoco:  He is obviously very qualified, and I thought he could offer a lot of things that other commissioners couldn’t.

Patrizio:  I’m actually looking forward to working on new projects, such as luncheons at high schools, a sort of meet and greet with student leaders on campus.  I think that’s a cool idea to show student leaders the kind of things they can shoot for in college.  

B. Environmental Policy and Planning Commission—Courtney Mullarkey, Rebeccah Warmack, Allison Evans, Cynthia Nufer.
Moosavi:  These candidates all have a good environmental background, and I think they’d make a great addition to the committee.

Taylor:  What sort of environmental experience do you have that makes you qualified?

Mullarkey:  I’ve been organizing beach cleanups, and I was a member of the SAFE club at my high school.

Warmack:  At my high school I was a member of the environmental club, and I also created a green advisory committee.

Evans:  I’ve done extensive volunteering with animals, and I was a member of the environmental club at my high school.

Nufer:  I’ve taken a lot of environmental classes, and I live at the Co-ops.

Massoudi:  There are a lot of environmental organizations that seem to be going in different directions.  Do you have any ideas about maybe bring them all together?

Mullarkey:  I know that we are working on another environmental group, but I can’t remember the name… and I know that we’re working with them to get a few things together, such as Earth Week.

Warmack:  We have a couple of projects in common, such as getting compost in the dorms, which is being done by Student Housing.  Getting everyone’s contact information is important to facilitate communication.

Evans:  Even though each group has a different specific goal, I think we can all work more on reaching out to students, which is something you can always collaborate on.

Nufer:  I think Earth Week is a really good opportunity for all the environmental organizations to come together for.  

No objections to confirmation of Mullarkey, Warmack, Evans, and Nufer.

Leslie Sherrett (Arrived late):

Moosavi:  Leslie was another one of our excellent applicants.

Sherrett:  (in response to first question) I have a lot of passion for it, which I think is really important, but I’ve also taken AP Environmental Science in high school.

Sherrett:  (in response to second question) Probably communication.  We need to invite people from other groups to our events, and vice versa.

C. Business and Finance Commission—Ashley Lee, Tiffany Lee, Stephen Albin
Williams:  We had a big, qualified pool of applicants, and these were by far the best ones.

Clemente:  What’s a good example of an allocation of ASUCD funds?

Ashley Lee:  I think a good allocation is one that will benefit the most people.

Lee:  There needs to be enough research; it needs to benefit not just a small group but the whole student body.

Albin:  I think it’s important that it will improve the functioning of ASUCD, such as the bill to get a Senate Recorder to support transparency in the Senate meetings.

Clemente:  But when you look at a bill, what are the main criteria that you look at?

Tiffany Lee:  If you’re looking at a spending bill, you need to compare prices from different companies.

Stephen Albin:  You need to look over estimates to see how much things cost; you can tell when people have taken the time and done the research.

Ashley Lee:  I agree; people need to take the most cost effective route.

Raridon:  I heard earlier that a good bill will serve the majority of students, but what about those students who are part of smaller, underserved groups?

Ashley Lee:  When I said “as many people”, I didn’t mean as many as possible per se, but I meant spending the appropriate amount of money per person.

Tiffany Lee:  Last year, when we had a bill for the ethnic graduations, I thought that that was an important part of funding for students and their families.

Albin:  I would expect smaller groups to not be asking for as much money as much larger groups, because I want to be as fiscally responsible as possible.

Meyerhoff:  We decided on a verdict regarding Senate Resolution #9 and the meeting at Mrak; there’s a majority opinion, but it hasn’t been approved by the Court yet.  The decision was that the meeting was unconstitutional, but there will be a formal written opinion published this week.

Consideration of Old Legislation
A. SB#17
Taylor
Taylor:  We’ve talked about this a lot during my time in Senate.  It deals with what is ok to ask to candidates during appointments and confirmations.  This bill makes it more specific and it references the bylaws.  I’ve seen people up here get barraged for an hour with questions that are obviously politically motivated.  Questions need to be limited to the candidate’s ability to do their job.  There should be no questions that deal with student’s political ideas.  If someone’s a fanatic that doesn’t know what they’re doing, that’s what the interviews are for.  I want to prevent people from being attacked for their views.  The second part further outlines this and prevents people from being questioned based on their political viewpoint.  The third point allows the appointee the right to not answer a hostile or overly personal question, as determined by the commission chair. 
Hartstein:  I felt especially strong about the last part, because most applicants don’t know that they have the right to not answer a question.  I’d like to tweak it a little bit.  We talked about this bill for a while, and our commission urges a speedy passage.

Public Discussion:

Patrizio:  Has thought been giving to going through all the qualifications in the bylaws that are required, because those will be the only questions you are allowed to ask appointees.

Taylor:  The bylaws should always be the guiding focus for responsibilities; if they’re lacking, I’m willing to look into it.

Rouhafza:  Justin makes a good point, but I think it’s good as written.  This will really speed up confirmations a lot.  I’m in full support of this.

Gold:  Can the author give a sample of what questions will be allowed?

Taylor:  It’s qualifications only.  The Court has defined this as the capacity of someone to fulfill their duties.

Gold:  I was wondering if we can add potentially a third section that will require a roll-call vote if a questioning goes on for more than 20 minutes.

Menovske:  That sounds like a cool idea, but it seems sort of unrealistic if this bill passes.  I don’t see that many questions being able to be constitutionally asked.  

Percoco:  I also think it depends on the different positions.  For example, chairs will take a lot longer than commissioners.  I don’t know if we should have one time limit for all positions.

Hartstein:  It’s also possible that six or seven commissioners could be getting confirmed at the same time, so it’s possible that it might take a while.

Massoudi:  I had a conversation with Senators Torres, Patrizio, and Gold about having a period of time after appointees are questioned, and I think that’s something we should consider.  It seems like large groups being confirmed would be at a disadvantage with a 20 minute limit.  It always seems like right after the last question is asked we immediately push for confirmation.  I would like to have a few minutes of senate discussion after the questioning.

Gold:  We can reword the time limit; make it something like 15 minutes per person.  I also like the idea of a mandated break after questioning.

Clemente:  I would not support the allocated period because of the reasons Amy gave.  I wouldn’t support a full-on recess outside of the confines of this space.  I think we definitely need to have a discussion, but we shouldn’t break or recess.  
Smith:  Would it be included on the experience part for situational examples?

Taylor:  There’s always going to be some leeway for how the senators follow this, but I think you could ask questions like that.

Smith:  I agree that they shouldn’t be asked about personal or political views, but as a chair myself, I feel that there should be a little more leeway.  

Taylor:  I just think that there should be nothing regarding someone’s personal views that will prevent them from joining ASUCD.

Smith:  But can we make it a little more detailed for the chair appointments?

Taylor:  I don’t know if that’s something that we need to put in the text; I think it’s something that senators should be doing anyways.  Regarding Patrizio’s question, bylaw 2 gives half a page describing the entire duty of chairs.

Hartstein:  And 203 (E) gives all the duties of commissioners in detail.

Taylor:  I also think we need to have more discussion when doing appointments, but I don’t necessarily think we need a designated time.  We’re always in discussion, and as long as you’re on the speakers’ list, you can ask what you need to ask.  I think the whole thing can be a discussion period.

Menovske:  When you were talking about having more discussion, what exactly did you mean?

Massoudi:  I just remember an incident during a confirmation for ECAC, when an appointee couldn’t answer a single question regarding Ethnic and Cultural Affairs issues on campus.  Me and Senator Patrizio went out during the break and were concerned about this.  This is what prompted us to talk about the discussion time.  I know at Berkeley, there is a week between questioning and confirmation.

Menovske:  It just seems awkward and unprofessional to be having a conversation about people while they’re standing in front of us, but if you can write it in in a professional way, then I agree with you.

Lee:  I know it sounds kind of harsh, but I think if we have real concerns, we’re just going to have to say it in front of them.

Menovske:  I don’t think that senators need to have conversations about applicants right in front of them.  It just doesn’t seem fair or professional.

Gold:  I think this is a wonderful discussion, but I don’t think it really has much to do with the intent of this bill.  So I’d like to finish this conversation in  public discussion.

Gold calls Senate Bill #17 to question.

Taylor
Taylor:  As you all know, a couple of weeks ago we passed a bill to purchase a digital recorder, which is on its way, I promise.  This bill is to make sure that the digital recordings are actually taken and to appoint someone to be in charge of them.  We are simply mandating that every senate meeting needs to be digitally recorded.  Section 2 makes it the responsibility of the webmaster to upload the audio files and edit them.  I know the webmaster is down with it; I’ve talked to him.  The last section deals with closed sessions, which often deal with very private issues.  It shouldn’t be mandated that they have to be recorded.  The person gets to chose if they want it recorded or not.

Hartstein:  We talked about this for a while, but again, we very much like the bill that it became.

Massoudi:  Are closed sessions recorded by the recorder?

Taylor:  Yes, but the minutes are sealed.  No member of the public can see it; only the people who were present at the meeting can view them.

Raridon:  Regarding the editing, what will the process be?

Taylor:  We haven’t really thought about that yet.  As of now, I’m just going to leave it like it is.  There probably needs to be something in there more specific, and I will look into that.

Clemente:  Maybe we could have two versions of it, one that we keep that is edited, and one for the public.

Raridon:  I respectfully disagree.  I think that the purpose of digitally recording the meetings is to maintain the integrity of the meetings.  If editing needs to happen for space purposes, then that’s another issue.

Taylor:  In the bylaw, all it states is that minutes need to be taken.
Cano:  My understanding was that the recording would be available online in sections, and available in its entirety on the hard drive that people can copy from with CDs or flash drives.

Taylor:  If we want to offer edited versions or snippets, then we can do what Cano said.

Massoudi:  If the way it’s presented is as each part of the agenda as a track… we’re not going to cut out portions of the meetings.

Taylor:  Yeah, basically as it stands now, it just needs to include the whole meeting.  I think the only thing that needs to be addressed now is how it’s put online, and I think that can be resolved with discussion with the webmaster.

Williams:  We discussed in B&F that the easiest way would be to start and stop the recording and divide it into sections.  

Menovske:  What do you mean regarding editing the minutes? 

Taylor:  All that matters is that the entire meeting is recorded; if we want to cut it into smaller pieces to be put on the website, then that’s just the icing on the cake.

No objections to calling Senate Bill #19 to question.

Senate Bill #19 passes with no objections.

Cano:  This is mostly just updating the bylaws.  They still reference “admin plans” which have since been renamed.  The commission was very pleased about this bill; we want there to be no mistakes in the bylaws.

No objections to calling Senate Bill #24 to question.

No objections to passing Senate Bill #24.

Other Business
A. Appointment to Unit Relocation and Space Allocation Committee
Dietrich:  This group handles space allocation in ASUCD.  We need two nominations.

Taylor nominates Rouhafza and Gold.

Rouhafza declines.

Gold accepts.

Rouhafza nominates Taylor.

Taylor declines.

Gold nominates Massoudi.

Massoudi accepts.

No objections to appointing Gold and Massoudi.

B. Appointment to Campus Media Board
Taylor:  So basically, because KDVS and The Aggie are media, they have to be separate from the Senate in terms of oversight.  This board is head by Don Dudley.  You help create the yearly budgets for KDVS and The Aggie.  Their main responsibility is to report back to the Senate about these media services.

Ho nominates Lee.

Lee accepts.

Gold nominates Taylor.

Taylor accepts.

Vote is 9-3 in favor of Taylor.
C. INC

Witana:  I’ve only been on the board for one week.  It’s a good opportunity for other directors to come in and tell us their needs for computers, etc.

Massoudi nominates Witana.

No objections to confirming Witana.

XVI. 
Public Discussion

Gold:  Obviously, last meeting got a little contentious.  I think it’s a good idea to have a discussion here.  I think incorporating some of Mo’s and Joe’s resolutions would be the strongest thing.  Maybe someone should draw a rough draft and put in on the listserv in the next couple of days.  

Taylor:  I don’t know how I feel about another resolution; we already passed one in winter quarter, and if we start passing resolution after resolution it’s just going to take away the power of these resolutions.  Senate Resolution #9 had all the power behind it, so a new resolution would have to have considerable new material for me to be in support of it.

Rouhafza:  Regarding the resolution, I agree with you.  I liked Senate Bill #9; I wish we had passed that.  But as ASUCD we have not taken a stance on this yet, so I want to finish a bill.  Regarding a discussion period after questioning commissioners, I was thinking that all the commissioners could come up, and then during a public discussion we can confirm them then, and then they could be notified via an email the next week.

Hartstein:  If it’s going to be during public discussion, I think the members of the public and the appointees could still be there, so it might not entirely alleviate the awkwardness.
Massoudi:  If we’re worried about talking about them in front of them, won’t we still have to tell them anyways why they’re not being confirmed?  This is more about having a minute to reflect.  If anything, they need to hear what was wrong with their confirmation proceedings to better themselves.

Joemar:  I just think it’s pretty apparent during the questioning whether or not we feel that they’re qualified.  I think the fact that we ask if there are any objections to confirmation is the opportunity for discussion.

Massoudi:  I agree with you but there was definitely an incidence last quarter when someone was confirmed who shouldn’t have been with no dissent.  I just want at least a minute or two to form some kind of opinion.  For most of us, the appointments/confirmation are the first time we see these people; we need more time to get a solid decision made.

Dietrich:  I will now start asking if anyone has anything to discuss during appointments/confirmations, but that might not solve every problem that people see with the process.  In terms of the resolution, Joe and I have looked over his resolution and removed and improved the contentious parts.  

Lee:  The list of demands, was that more of an FYI thing, or are you looking to include that in the Resolution?

Castillo-Ruiz:  That was what was being talked about at the end of last meeting: what we need to tell the Regents and the State other than the fact that we’re angry.  I remembered the list of demands that was written by the students for the Administration.  I got a lot of emails back saying that they are good demands, but that they aren’t working towards the message of the resolution.  I understand that, so I pretty much just threw it out with the idea that we can incorporate the fee increases, and have them be goals that we should pursue.

Smith:  I do agree with what Massoudi said about having a discussion time, because I do remember that appointment.  I was really upset about it; no one came to me during the appointment with any objections.  I remember the interview very well, but no one said anything to me.

Clemente: I do remember that interview, and I was on the verge of objecting.  Can we table confirmations?  I think we need to talk about it, but I think people need to object.  Use your tool. 

Smith:  During announcements I forgot that my office hours will be rotating from the SSRC, the CCC, and the Senate Office.  

Cano:  I honestly think that at different times of the quarter, I think that you guys will be really tired and not ask questions.  Some appointments, there are no questions asked.  I think having a requirement would sometimes dilute the process.  Diluting the process will only complicate things, and result in fewer programs.
Juarez:  Regarding the resolution we want to write, I think that making a statement is important, but it seems like multiple people are working on resolutions.  I think some of us will be willing to work with Chris on his resolution; that would be a good way to avoid another six-hour meeting.

Dietrich:  I know some people had issues with the resolution written by Joe and myself; everything is on the chopping block, and we’re very open to suggestions.

Juarez:  I think that when someone does finish the resolution, they can send it out to the senators.

Taylor:  Serge Cano for President, and I motion to adjourn.

Clemente objects.

Clemente:  If we are going to author a resolution, let’s involve the AAC so that all senators will be involved.  I don’t imagine us writing a stronger resolution than the one that was vetoed, but that’s just me.

Taylor:  I think we should write it in AAC too.

Taylor motions to adjourn at 8:52 PM.

Rouhafza:  I’ve been to the CCC, I’ve spoken to Mo, Laura, and Mo Mo.  I didn’t get any feedback.  If you can help me with that, I’d be willing to go back to the CCC again.

Hartstein:  All commissions should have four fall term and four winter term commissioners, and they should have at least two alternates.  Please update your rosters after hiring.
