A. Executive State of the Union Address
Zwald:  

Members of the tabled and respected members of the public, the State of the Association is strong.  While the University has been buckling under budget cuts, our own financial situation has remained positive.


The Executive Office is in the middle of preparing our budget to present later next month and our newly installed Controller, Joey Chen, has already started meeting with Senators, Chairs, Unit Directors, and the Speaker to ensure thorough consultation.  I, along with Controller Chen, have been making considerable progress in identifying unused and unnecessary telephone lines to return money to students via strengthened programs.


Although the Associated Students’ budget is not under threat, we are very concerned, as I am sure we all are, about the UC and State budgets.  On the University level, we have rehired our University Affairs Director, Matt Blair, and will be fighting for students at the Regental level.  One project of great interest to the Executive Office, along with the Graduate Student Association, is white-lining privileges so UC Davis students have the same level of access to the Regents as other UC students enjoy.


On the State level, May is Lobby Corps’ Lobby Month.  The Senate has authorized advocacy on a variety of student-consensus issues, which will be taken to Sacramento.  We will be heard and I would implore everyone who can find a few spare hours to take a trip to our devoted Lobby Corps to make your voice heard in Sacramento


One major point of concern to the Association is the Administration’s recent proposals to cut ICA sports.  I have been in contact with the student athletes, Student Affairs administrators, and the Athletic Department to ensure student representation and integrity of our referendum process.  I have been amazed by the outpouring of student activism, not only around this issue, but among all issues threatening students, from the State budget cuts to the recent hate crimes in our community.  I hope to see this activism continue and will do what I can to make gains through the power of my office.


This is the beginning of my time in office and I hope to work with the Senate Table to address student concerns.  Please remember that Previn and I are always willing to meet with you and you should feel free to drop in if you see us around the office.  I say this because the Senate Table has been respectful of and thoughtful towards on another.  I want to see this positive relationship continue into the next year and throughout the remainder of our time in the Association.  We need to work together to ensure this happens.

VI.
Public Discussion 

Thongsavat:  This is mostly about our table etiquette.  I like all you guys, but I do have a few things to say.  First of all, I want to bring up Sarah Raridon’s conduct.  I wish she was here so that I could speak to her, but talking when other people were talking, not sitting in her seat, using unnecessary profanity... Sarah’s the only person who gets away with this, and I don’t know why.  If you don’t enjoy your time here, if you don’t think this is worth your time, then resign.  Gender and Sexuality is a big part of this campus.  I think this is something that you guys should have the courage and conviction to say when you think some people are acting inappropriately.  And to Alison and Liz who asked about the difference between Capital and Senate Reserves: we have an obligation to be very intimate with our knowledge of internal workings.  It kind of worries me that we just passed a $4,000 bill and we don’t know the difference between these two things.  
Menovske:  Where is SGAO?

Witana:  Sara, the head of SGAO had work on Thursday this week.  She will be giving her presentation next week.

Menovske:  I wanted to touch on deferments.  To my understanding, they are to expand on a thought that a current senator is talking about.  If you have a problem with the way that someone is speaking at the table, wait until it’s your turn to speak.  Better yet, find that person on your own time so we don’t all have to listen to you.  I feel like it’s being abused as a tool to jump up on the speakers’ list.  We’re here, and we’re following Parli-Pro for a reason.  

Witana:  Remember, you have the power to take your deferments back.  Also, I just want to make clear the difference between unit directors who are not doing their job and unit directors who are just too busy.  You as senators do have the power to call a close-session for that individual.  We can ask questions about their job performance.  The Senate can vote to remove that person.  Also, unit directors are only recommended, not required to be here for their Long-Range Plan.  Lastly, I feel like Creative Media has the most to offer us of all the units.  
Castillo-Ruiz:  Since we passed the LRP, can we go back and add things to the future plans?

Witana:  I would say that since Alex Park basically lives on the third floor, it wouldn’t be that hard to get in touch with him if you have a question.

Williams:  I personally feel that if there’s an urgent bill, it should be seen last, since the other bills took the time to go through the proper procedures.

Walz:  Levi and I were talking about pulling an arbitrary number from Capital Reserves with a cap for things that are more experienced-based, things that are not just academics.  
Menovske:  I don’t know enough about our constitution to know if this idea is going to work, but I think something like this definitely needs to be done.  

Voyce:  One of the things I thought was lacking in the travel expense bill was a guarantee that we were going to get something back from this.  I’m going to get in touch with my assembly members to put on an event about this.  

Lee:  I also don’t want us to ignore the fact that, frankly, I think that the academics and honors candidate who was here today was not qualified.  It’s my fault, and I should have said something.  A lot of us have criticisms of OA, and I think it’s because they hire people who aren’t qualified.  I would like to urge the table to have a little more discretion when they confirm candidates, and that first and foremost goes to myself.

Voyce:  I did also feel that one of the first things she said was that she was brand new on this campus and wanted to get involved.  I thought she made that pretty clear.  I thought it was rude to her, to quiz her on acronyms and clubs.  I stand by my recommendation of her.

Lee:  I think we confirm a lot of people who don’t have a lot of experience, and I’m ok with that.  But all it would have taken was for her to look it up, find one club that deals with academics.  I don’t think it’s too much to ask.  I don’t want to point the finger at anyone, because I feel that I should have made the objection.  
Shaikh:  This is more to the subject of professionalism.  I feel that we really looked unprofessional earlier in our meeting, and I think that has a direct effect on how people perceive us.  We need to know how to use Parli-Pro before we come to the meeting.  

Moosavi:  Quinten raised the issue of urgent bills not having any impact if they’re seen at the end of the meeting, but I feel that urgent bills are for the purpose of seeing something earlier date-wise, not time-wise.  I feel that the bills that have gone through commission should get priority.  
Walz:  The urgent bill that we saw today definitely could have gone through the normal route; it didn’t have to be urgent.  

Williams:  Parli-Pro really does kind of suck, but the alternative is just shouting at each other, like they do in England.  And regarding the student-to-dollar ratio, merit is so arbitrary; the amount of merit I find in a bill is completely different from the person sitting next to me.  That is why I stick to it so much; it is a standard measure by which we can judge bills.  Judging things on merit is simply not really feasible.
Juarez:  There’s a huge difference between merit and standards.  We can set standards, and that doesn’t prevent us from judging the merit. 

Williams:  Student-per-dollar ratio is really empirical; it’s something we can actually calculate.

Rombi:  The public meeting is going to be in Segundo.  I don’t have a date yet, but I’m thinking May 20th.  If anyone has a specific date you’d like to throw out, just email me.  I think a lot of great things have been said during public discussion; I think we need to remain professional.  We’re here for a reason; we were voted into this office and we need to be accountable.  
Cano:  I’m going to work on finding a better way of defining Capital Reserves and Senate Reserves.  

Chen:  The bylaws say that Capital Reserves are supposed to be used for expenditures lasting more than 2 years.  You can do anything you want with Capital Reserves, but please be mindful that Capital Reserves are for investments; don’t spend them frivolously.  I also wanted to thank you for letting people on the speakers’ list speak.  

Menovske:  There’s nothing in the bylaws regarding urgent legislation.  We could easily make an amendment that says they have to be seen last.  I also think it’s really important for us to find a way to fund students’ plane tickets to attend events and conferences.
Ekhator:  I agree with what everyone has said about professionalism.  I know that personally, I haven’t invested enough time into learning Parli-Pro as I should.  I feel like whatever we say, however we feel, it doesn’t have to be condescending.  Regarding OA office holders, it can really be a position of learning.  When I was a commission member, I didn’t really know much about anything, but I had the enthusiasm to learn.  We also should put more trust in the people who sat on the interview for these candidates.  As for conferences, with the decision we made today, whether or not we called it a conference, we did set a precedent.  I’m going to go to the constituencies that I represent and let them know that this precedent has been set. 
Witana:  I feel that using Capital Reserves to create a fund should be something that would be seen on a ballot initiative.  People have said that this is a fiscally conservative Senate but we’ve actually spent quite a bit of Capital Reserves this year.  
Walz:  I’m going to email the Book Exchange one more time.  I’ve tried to talk to them about the budget.  Students have come to me saying that they were not able to redeem their vouchers because there was no one in the office when they were supposed to be there.  

Tanner:  Sergio and I along with a member of OA have taken a point of getting posters for the dining commons.  If you have any ideas for more, let me know.  I will bring to Senate a presentation of the .pdfs that they designed.  
Lee:  The blood drives are going to be coming up.  Alison and I have been talking about having a table to distribute information about the federal policy.  Also EAC has been working very hard to sell wristbands for the Safeboats initiative, and I highly suggest that you buy wristbands.  
Juarez:  Selisa wanted me to tell you that she had to leave early because she has a final tomorrow.

Rombi:  I would like to thank Sergio for this Parli-Pro cheat sheet, because it’s amazing.  

Rombi motions to move to Public Announcements.

Castillo-Ruiz objects.

Rombi withdraws her motion.

Castillo-Ruiz:  To be honest, I was really hesitant about bringing the bill here tonight because of CFC.  But it was really a situational thing.  Precedent has also already been set by ASUCD by supporting CIW.  Those are the only two reasons why I brought it up.  This was a really situational bill, and I kind of feel like that’s what urgent legislation if for.  We tried going through all the venues, but it just didn’t really work out.  I want to apologize for that.

Rombi motions to move into Public Announcements.

Menovske objects.

Menovske:  I have so much more to discuss.


Rombi withdraws her motion.

Williams:  Regarding Capital Reserves, keep in mind that the interest that we get from Capital Reserves is about $100,000 per year, which is about 1/6 of our operating budget.  

Menovske:  On average, how much do you think that a particular Senate typically has left in their Senate Reserves at the end of the year?

Chen:  I’ve only been here for two years, but I think they typically spend it all.

Menovske:  What I was proposing was taking an arbitrary amount, like $10,000 and setting it aside as a starter kit of money.  Is that a possibility at all?

Chen:  It’s a possibility.

Menovske:  That is more of where I’m going with this.  Maybe we could set up an annual fundraiser to earn money for the account.

Shaikh:  I thought of this crazy idea.  Maybe we could hold up a placard instead of calling out times and interrupting people when they talk?
Tanner:  The problem with that is that speakers tend to not see the placard when it’s held up, and then she’d just have to interrupt them anyway.

Cano:  Quarterly reports are due by the 10th week of the quarter.  Why did you send out the email saying you had to have them by the 2nd?

Previn:  I just wanted to let you know that you can start turning them in.  You have until the 10th week to finalize them.    

Juarez motions to redirect the Long-Range Plan for Bike Barn back to EPPC.

No objections.  

Menovske:  I just want to hear more about this idea.  If you do like it, expand a little, because I think it is a necessity.  
Chen:  The bylaws… Sergio raises a lot of points each meeting, and they’re all correct.  Please respect the bylaws.  If the Senate tables a bill for two weeks, there’s nothing that says the bill dies.  
Witana:  I’ve heard a lot about spending bills, but from my experience as a senator last year, the best chance you get for your bill to pass is to go through the proper routes.  

Thongsavat:  I don’t think Levi’s idea is a good plan.  One, CFC has an $80,000 pot.  The funding requests that we get are a lot of money.  For someone to spend $580 on anything, that’s a lot of money.  What is the purpose of our student government?  If we’re putting $80,000 into CFC that’s not being used properly, maybe we should lower student fees.  I think it’s an extreme luxury to have your transportation fees covered.  It really worries me that we’re trying to find money to fund peoples’ transportation needs.  That’s not what I feel student government is for.  Let’s put the money back into the Association where we can keep it accountable.
Thongsavat motions to move into quarterly reports.

Menovske objects.  

With a 4-7-1 vote, the motion fails.

Ekhator:  With the points that you just brought up, you said things now that you didn’t say earlier that maybe would have changed the way I voted.  I feel like there are things that you said that made me think a lot harder about this, and I may have voted differently.
Ho:  If we think that there needs to be more money in Senate Reserves, that can be another discussion as well.  

Juarez:  I’m not really comfortable with the way this specific bill is being targeted and pinned against other bills.  It’s not really the same.  Yes, we’re funding their way to get there, but at the same time, we’re funding the resolution that we passed in the past.  To equate this specific bill with something that might come later, it might be different.   

Menovske:  It sounds like this idea of having a new fund is not going very well.  So, I’m going to focus on getting the money in CFC available to people.  If that doesn’t work, I’m going to bring this back.  
Rombi motions to move into Public Announcements.  
No objections.

Unit Director Reports

Unitrans-- Geoff Straw

Straw:  My name is Geoff Straw; I’m the general manager of Unitrans, and a UC Davis graduate.  One of the things we’re working on right now is getting funding to replace our buses, particularly with those that run on CNG.  Previously, we’ve been taking old buses and refurbishing them.  We didn’t start buying any new buses until 1995.  Since then, we’ve brought in 19 million of federal grants, which allowed us to buy 26 new buses plus two new double-deckers.  This year, we’ve set new ridership records.  This is one of the reasons we’ve been investing in double-deckers.  One thing I want to talk about is the A line.  Those buses are packed.  Working with the City of Davis, we’ve decided to basically double the service to those areas.  It will now be 4 times an hour.  The other thing I’m here asking for support of is Sunday service for next year.  Most other transit systems in the nation are cutting back service because of the funding, but we can afford it because of federal grants.  We’ve been facing some opposition from other regional transit systems that are cutting back service, but we’re hoping to get support from the city of Davis.
Voyce:  I know a disabled students advocacy group was working with you on your first-in-first-out system; how is that going?

Straw:  Our new buses are 40 feet long, and we had to implement that policy so that all the buses could fit in the terminal.  One of the things we’ve done to help this problem for those who are visually impaired is use the military phonetic system when the drivers call out the last call for their lines.  Another thing we’re going to do is renovate the MU terminal, which is the same as it has been since 1973.  However, that won’t be finished until 2014.  I’m very sensitive to this issue; my mother is blind.  We’re working very hard to remedy this issue.  

Lee:  A lot of us have been curious about tipsy taxi…
Straw:  Tipsy Taxi is a separate unit from Unitrans.  Charter services have been decreased because of new Federal limitations.  This past year we started the U-Dash, which failed, but we used the money to fund Tipsy Taxi.  This is a funding issue.  Back in the ‘80s, we had a taxi cab subsidy program, where you would show them your reg cards and they would charge you $2.  That’s something we’re looking in to.  Right now, not everyone who wants to ride Tipsy Taxi is able to.
Moosavi:  What are your policies with packing buses on rainy days?  It sometimes takes a long time to pack everyone on the bus—wouldn’t it be faster to just do two quick runs in stead of taking the time to pack everyone on one bus?
Straw:  We’ve struggled with this ever since we became fare-free in 1990.  We have 26 buses in our schedule, but we operate a peak of 36.  There are 10 buses out there that help with overload.  Our policy has always been to not leave anyone behind, keep packing people on.  Our hope is that people will start adapting to the new NextBus program to see when the next bus is coming, so they can take that bus instead.  If the next stimulus is going to go through, we are hoping to take measures to ease the J Line, but adding new buses uses fuel and costs money.
Castillo-Ruiz:  I heard that only English was used on the radios.  But I know that the radios are not used just for business.

Straw:  If you read our rules, it says that it is not allowed to talk about anything other than business on the radio.  We don’t have any rules that say you can’t speak another language.  

CR:  Some of my friends have been speaking Spanish, and dispatch told them they had to speak English.

Straw:  Well, they need to be speaking about business.  And it’s the dispatcher’s job to control all the business that is taking place, so if they can’t understand what’s being said, that’s a problem.
Chen:  Can you talk a little bit more about the subsidy for the taxi service?  How fast can we implement it?

Straw:  It was something we had at Utah State University.  It would have to be a partnership with the city.  It works in a lot of places; I know they’re trying it right now in SLO. 

Chen:  Is there anything else that we can do?

Straw:  I think it’s more about working with the director of STS.

Chen:  Can you speak a little more about Sunday service?

Straw:  The net cost of paying drivers, mechanics, etc, would be about $83,000 for the year.  We’ve been planning this for four years now.

Lee:  What about retiring the old double-deckers?

Straw:  It’s primarily a matter of operating costs.  Those old buses cost $3 per minute to operate, whereas the new buses cost $0.60.  I’d love to keep them running as long as possible, but it will probably be about 10-12 years before we retire them.

Arce:  How much does the $2 help to fund Tipsy Taxi?  Would increasing it help?

Straw:  In terms of the fare-box, recovery is about 10-15%; it doesn’t provide that much.  We have two schedulers, the fuel cost, the maintenance cost. 

Arce:  What if we don’t use as many old double-deckers because they cost so much and we keep Tipsy Taxi and funnel some of the saved money into Tipsy Taxi?

Straw:  I think there’s an equity issue here, because that was not part of the referenda that were voted on by the students.  We’re trying to work on the federal limitations set by the Bush administration.  We’re hoping that the new administration will be more helpful with this.  It comes down to the separation of funding.  Those double-deckers only represent about 5% of our total operating budget however.

Juarez:  How does Unitrans plan to cover the cost of Sunday service?

Straw:  We’ve been really aggressively going after federal funds, and we’ve been saving them up.  Previously, our problem was that we had difficulty getting people to drive on Sundays, but we’ve changed our scheduling procedures, and now we have drivers who are willing to work on Sundays.  
Tanner:  This is probably 10-12 years in the future, but I think that in our art department, there are probably a lot of really talented people who would be more than happy to turn those old double-deckers into a sort of artistic symbol of Davis.  
Straw:  Our RTL bus that we are no longer able to run due to emissions standards was retired two years ago, and we are currently looking for a museum to take it.

A.       Commission Chairs
Cano—Weekly Report:

Monday: I held office hours from 11-12pm in the Senate Office. Later IAC saw two senate bills, which both passed. 

Tuesday: I held office hours from 10-12pm in the Senate Office. 
Wednesday: I held office hours from 11-12pm. Later, I briefly attended Outreach Assembly and the Court.

Thursday: No school today, but did lots of homework. I will have office hours tomorrow at 11-12pm

Cano—Quarterly Report:

Last quarter, Internal Affairs Commission was very productive. We were able to draft several Long-Range Plans, which has never happened before. The commission productivity level far exceeds any past full commission we have had. Currently, we are more than half way done with all the Long-Range Plans, which is pleasing as Long-Range Plans were implemented when Paul Harms was the ASUCD controller. Other items on the past agenda include Internal Affairs Commission putting on the third Legislation-Writing Clinic and the second Parliamentarian Procedure Workshop. While the programs were directed towards newly elected officials, members of the public were in attendance. The Legislation Writing Clinics are important to Internal Affairs Commissioner as they pertain to an item on our spring quarter agenda. 

Spring quarter, Internal Affairs Commission will look deeper into the Bylaws, which entails research. Most of the Commissioners know how to find past Student Government documents, such as Administrative Plans, which are the predecessor of Long-Range Plans.  Some Long-Range Plans on this quarter’s agenda include Unitrans, Book Exchange, Picnic Day, Cal-Aggie Camp, and the Whole Earth Festival. We hope to have such plans written; however, the plans depend on the availability of the Unit Directors. 

While we wait for the responses from the Unit Directors, Internal Affairs will be working on a new Legislation Writing Guide to replace the one on the ASUCD website. Internal Affairs plans draft a more professional looking and helpful guide, which the future Senators and members of the public can find more helpful. I noticed many errors in the current version of the Bylaws and Constitution, which I plan to address. I will not over legislate; however, most bills that are written are to prevent future problems from occurring. 

Fall quarter I plan to continue to improve the Bylaws. Internal Affairs Commission will continue to modify language within the Bylaws as needed. We will continue to do our job, which often involved metaphorical journeys of possible scenarios involving Bylaws. Internal Affairs Commission plans to have the best legislation-writing clinic ever after Fall elections.   
Moosavi—Quarterly Report:

In winter quarter, much of our time was spent putting together the Waste Audit process as well as working on how to revise the chapter 17 By-Laws. The process has now been implemented and the first Audits began mid-winter quarter. The By-Law changes made should help foster better understanding and communication of ASUCD’s sustainability goals. We are currently working on planning our biggest event of the year, Earth Week, which will be held from April 19th-23rd. Events will include a green game show, a green partying event, multiple movie screenings, a club fair, a planting event, and many more activities.  This year’s theme for Earth Week will be “Saving Some Green”, illustrating that in such hard economic times, it is possible to save money along with being considerate to the environment around us. In addition to Earth Week, we are working with numerous groups on campus to bring you and Environmental Justice Themed Music on the Green Event, which will be held May 22nd. Finally, we will continue to work on the Waste Audit’s since we hope to have all Units Audited by the end of the year.

Assuming tonight’s confirmation of the “Academics and Honors” hired member, we will have momentarily a full assembly.  More detailed expectations were laid out to help outreach assembly move from a role of arbitrarily collecting information about clubs to becoming an active representative of ASUCD at meetings.  We’ve become an incentive for ASUCD co-sponsorship and a resource to students looking to better understand the association.

            We piloted an attempt to have ASUCD Commissions and units speak at Outreach Assembly meetings to make this current assembly the best equipped assembly yet.  I thank those who participated and I would strong consider institutionalizing this idea to perpetuate future knowledgeable assemblies.

            While rebuilding the Assembly was my top priority during February, there were some significant accomplishments made by team.  Gaurev helped monitor the communication open between the Student Disability Advocacy Group and the ASUCD Unit Unitrans and keep senators involved in an issue that affected a portion of the student body.  Thomas helped add napping and sleep health to the conversation of health and service clubs through promoting a notable HEP and ASUCD collaboration.  And Dias built an invaluable working relationship with our student housing administration through Dominick Carlson, collaborating on dorm presentations which will make the future Freshman outreach streamlined.  Despite the short amount of time OA had been back on it’s feet, we collectively held a Leadership Fair that was very informative and an amazing opportunity to meet representatives from the Club Finance Council and Center for Student Involvement.  I thank Paul Cody, Louis Sachs, and Joe Chatham for speaking at this event.   However it was poorly attended, especially by members of ASUCD.  We believe our similar event this quarter will be better attended thanks to the longer amount of time the Assembly Members will have had to build meaningful connections with their constituencies—many had held their positions just 2 weeks before the winter fair was held.

            Last quarter we gave funding to the 2010 Youth Leadership Conference which will be held April 24th and the Native American Culture Days happening this week.  In Spring we look forward to helping co-sponsor more events that foster campus collaboration and outreach.

            Spring Quarter for the Outreach Assembly is going to packed with important events and things to attend, so I encourage senators to take an interested and assist assembly members if they are working toward a project that speaks to you.

            Out Leadership Summit will be held in May and we will award the second annual ASUCD Club of the Year awards.  Outreach Assembly is planning on organizing an ASUCD hiring fair in May when all of the Fall positions are posted to help create a wide base of applicants and give the campus some face time with ASUCD.  Also OA is working to be the tabling army for ASUCD, we traveled to Sac City College to table, and will be organizing the tabling time Senator Lee arranged for ASUCD at the upcoming Decision Days, and we urge other commissions and senators to get involved.  Dias is planning and working on “Get to Know your ASUCD” event in the freshman dorms, an event to help spread the word on how to get involved, as well as give Freshmen a chance to meet current members of ASUCD. Very few of these opinions or ideas actually get told to me.  I am still a new Speaker and so this time is the absolute perfect time to help make Outreach Assembly what you think it should be.  Most of you ran on transparency, outreach, and inclusiveness for the association, so help us make this a reality.  It’s a terribly important and difficult goal, one whose strategy needs to be modified and contemporized regularly.   I urge you all to come and help hammer out a structure for next years assembly that will be everything it can be.

-Picnic Day: During Winter Quarter, I worked primarily on Picnic Day’s sustainability, and passed a bill to fully fund a voluntary program for biodegradables and composting for the Student Organization Faire food booths. 

-Student Health: I’ve met regularly with HEP’s Health and Wellness intern to research our proposal for a nap center in the Memorial Union and have met with the HEP director to get her support.

-I’ve introduced a resolution supporting HEP’s Health and Wellness initiatives and hope to use that as a springboard to further ASUCD’s commitment to student health issues in partnership with HEP.  

-Greek Sustainability: I laid the groundwork for a Green Greeks program, using Alpha Phi sorority’s Winter Quarter philanthropy event as a test-run for encouraging zero-waste practices at all Greek philanthropy events with food.  

-UCD Mobile: I worked with the developers of the UCD Mobile App and Mark Champagne to bring the app under ASUCD as a service that we continually will develop, invest in, and provide as a service to the students. 

-Freshmen Presentations: I worked with Dominick Carlson and Sabrina Dias from OA to create a working template for ASUCD freshmen dorm presentations that will roll out this Spring.

-As Fall Quarter Pro-Temp, I successfully completed my responsibilities and also reformed meeting minutes to include office hours attendance as a matter of public record. 

Spring Quarter

-Picnic Day: During Spring Quarter, I want to focus on adding a Sustainability Director position to Picnic Day, and will fight to make this position fully-stipended with a budget allocation.  The goal of the position will be to have the event 1) serve as a model of sustainability; and 2) meet university and ASUCD requirements regarding zero-waste goals.  Also, I will fight to increase overall appropriation for Picnic Day to match the increase in the number of visitors and concerns over resource allocation. 

-Student Health: I will be meeting with Amelia Goodfellow from HEP, and Brett Burns from Campus Unions next week to discuss a partnership between ASUCD, HEP and Campus Unions to bring student health resources and amenities to the MU under our Nap Lounge Proposal.

-UCD Mobile: I will get the App Committee up and running by the end of the quarter. 

-Bike Safety Video: I plan on talking to the Bike Barn about creating an ASUCD bike safety video for Freshmen Orientation. 

-Greek sustainability: I will work to get more sororities on board and hope to make zero-waste events a policy for Panhellenic sororities.  

-Introduce and help CALPIRG’s fee increase proposal resolution pass senate. 

-Freshmen Presentations: Get a schedule going on, and presentations up and running!

Menovske—Weekly Report:

Winter Quarter 2010

My first few weeks of being a senator were part of a transition period. I became acquainted with the way Senate works, looked over my duties to come, and established relationships with the various people and groups I knew I would be working with.

Spring Quarter 2010

Spring quarter will be more of a planning period for the large projects I planning on completing throughout the summer (will be in Davis both Summer Sessions) and during Fall Quarter. My projects thus far all apply to the platform issues I came in with.

1.  Transfer Student Orientation

-Planning to make sure other housing resources besides Campus Student Housing is available during Orientation.

2.  Student Orientation

-Planning to get resources available during Special Transitional Enrichment Program (STEP) for minority students attending Orientation that did not qualify for the program.

-Plan possible workshop for parents of minority students on how to let go and deal with transition of child leaving as well as make parents aware of resources that may help them excel.

3. Welcome Resource Week

-Plan for first week of Fall Quarter and resource Week for Transfer and Minority Students. This will have more than various organizations tabling, also outreach from professors, activities, and workshops throughout the week.

      4. Printing Pages

-Thoroughly research costs of paper, ink, printing, etc. Compare costs with cheaper and more sustainable options. Work with IT and see where some costs can be cut. Contact various Davis businesses if interested in using their logo as form of advertisement on some printers if they contribute money to cover some costs and eventually increase amount of printing pages allowed per quarter for students. 

      5. Readers into PDF

-Meet with professors who have already converted all readings to PDF and discuss methods of convincing other professors. Meet with few professors who have not yet done so. Try various methods and incentives to encourage professors to do so. If not at least convince them to use Classical Notes rather than Davis Copy Shop so money comes back to students.
Rombi—Weekly Report:

On Monday, April 5 I met with Joey to look over the budget and familiarize myself with my units' budgets. I also met with Previn to talk about my duties as Pro-tempore. I also attended IAC and went to the Project Compost meeting to talk a little bit about their budget. I set up a doodle account for hiring committees and posted for new interns. I also held my office hours from 4-5.

On Tuesday, April 6 I me with LIz Fitzgerald to discuss the urgent bill she wrote. I also went to EAC and set up meetings with Mark Champagne, Campus Copies/Classica Notes, and with some folks at CCE. I held my office hours from 12-2.

On Wednesday, April 7 I saw Elvis Costello at Mondavi!

On Thursday, April 8 I met with my intern, did an interview for the Davis Honors Challenge students who worked on the composting project. I also set up an interview with AGTV for a story on composting. I held my office hours 12-2 and 5-6.

Rombi—Quarterly Report:

I worked very hard this quarter to reach almost all of my goals. I worked extremely hard on two of my platform goals-Composting in the MU and bringing more readers to Campus Copies. I also have met with all of my units several times to work on any of their goals and to assist in any way that I could. 

         For my reader project, I met with Campus Copies and developed a letter to send out to professors and deans. I was also able to meet with the Vice Provost. We will be working together to inform the population of professors at Davis. I have also been working with Rudy Ornelas to meet with several folks on campus to ensure that we get the maximum number of professor to use our campus unit. As of last week I received the news that Campus Copies has more than doubled their business since last quarter when we began working on the project.

         For my composting project, I began having several meetings with John Seden and Will Klein to talk about the possibility of starting composting in the MU. After several more meetings with folks in the CoHo and DHC and R4 we started the pilot program at the beginning of Spring Quarter and we have established that this will be permanent in the fall and it will expand into the new CoHo. I also wrote my first bill to purchase labels for compostable items in the CoHo and it passed unanimously! While my platform is essentially completed, there is still a lot of work to be done and I hope to continue this in the following quarters to make it as successful as possible. 

         I participated in several interviewing committees and sat in on several committees to further help provide an insight on student government and help our student body. I also participated in quite a number of protests against the administration and budget cuts. 

         My goals for this next quarter will be to remain extremely active and working hard on all of my platform goals as well as other things that have, and will, come up. These include my other platform goal-the calendar project, helping ROTC students receive priority registration, and reducing plastic bags on campus. I hope to attend some meetings with the deans to talk about readers at Campus Copies and I hope to meet more with my composting group to establish what went well and what we need to fix. Also as Pro Tempore I hope to stay on top of all of my work, successfully set up the interviewing committees, and run Budget Hearings successfully. I also hope to write more legislation!
Tanner—Weekly Report:

On Monday I held office hours in the senate office from 10 to 12.  I also partcipated in an interview for the executive office.  I worked in the senate office most of the day on organizing for the quarter.  I attended the IAC meeting to hear discussion on the bill I am introducing.

On Tuesday I held office hours in the LGBTRC from 11 to 12 and in the WRRC from 12 to 1.  I attended GASC and EAC.

On Wednesday I met with Adam from The Aggie to discuss their budget.  I then met with Joey Chen to discuss budget hearings.  I attended C&C interviews from 3 to 5 and a meeting for PEACE at 5:30.  I also attended Outreach Assembly and Queer Indigenous Bodies in the evening.

Today I met with Sing Wang at the WRRC to discuss the Womyn's Leadership Retreat.  I went to the Status of Women at UC Davis Administrative Advisory Committee in the afternoon and met with the director of Entertainment Council to discuss the budget.

Tanner—Quarterly Report:

Winter quarter of 2010 was great for me.  I was elected to the ASUCD Senate on February 19th.  The first week after elections I met with all the other new senators to discuss the running process and our mutual goals for the upcoming year.  I’m proud of the friendships I have developed with these senators and I hope that they will contribute to a more effective senate.

Shortly after elections the UC Davis campus with rocked with news of hate crimes against our own LGBTRC, the BSU at UCSD, and multiple incidents of anti-Semetic vandalism at UCD.  Much of the rest of the quarter was occupied with attendence of townhalls, rallies, and meetings with various campus groups to organize a response.  We are still working on getting the goals outlined by the LGBT community accomplished and I predict that I will maintain involvement on this issue throughout my term.

I also wrote a resolution in support of the DREAM Act, which was presented to the UC Regents over Spring Break.

At the end of Winter Quarter I posted for intern positions.  I am happy to report that I have hired 5 interns: Ali Bollbach, Marissa Corona, Cam Graver-Dowd, Emma Seche, and Celia Avilia.  These applicants were highly qualified and I look forward to the great work we will do together.

For Spring quarter of 2010 I plan on tackling my platform goals, as well as maintaining a pulse on campus climate.  I have already begun work on two of these goals: planning the Womyn’s Leadership Conference and raising campus awareness of the FDA’s MSM discrimination.

I have been working with Sing Wang of the Women’s Resource and Research Center, as well as my fabulous intern Ali Bollbach, to begin planning.  Our first public meeting will be tomorrow April 9th from 12 to 1 in the Cross Cultural Center.  These public meeting will continue bi-monthly, as we work in coalition to develop programs and invite speakers.

I have also been working with Senators Andre Lee and Joel Juarez to gain permission from Blood Source to table at their next blood drive, on April 20th and 21st, to increase student awareness of the MSM issue.  I worked with Dominick Carlson, the Office of Student Development Intern, to research the student housing ban on blood drives.  This led me to contact representatives from Blood Source.  We have gained support for tabling at the upcoming blood drive with informational pamphlets and possibly petitions or information about a letter writing campaign.

I have also already begun working with my units, The Aggie and Entertainment Council, on their budgetary desires for next year.  I look forward to working with the Campus Media Board to advocate for further training of Opinion writers.

Consideration of Old Legislation


A. SB#41 Chatham
Chatham:  We talked a little about this bill in winter quarter.  This is Joe Kelley from ATS.  He is here to talk to us about some of the technical aspects.  This is a coalition between ATS and the Registrar. 

Shaikh:  This was a very long time ago.  Generally speaking, the commission was in favor of this.  There was one abstention due to absence.  

Williams:  We did not pass this because we wanted to ask more questions from ATS.  Now that you’re here, we can ask lots of questions.
Public Discussion:
Juarez:  I want to thank you for coming.  I was present at B&F, and the only reason it didn’t pass was because there were a lot of questions.  Is there the potential to get a better deal with the provider to have them pay for the pilot program?
Kelley:  If this gets bigger, we will absolutely negotiate with our provider to get the best deal we can.

Tanner:  On other campuses, were these sources of advancement funded by the students? 

Kelley:  There certainly are these kinds of lecture capture systems in place.  

Tanner:  I don’t think this is going to be beneficial to the students if we send out the message that we as ASUCD are willing to fund these projects.  This is something that needs to be funded by the administration.  To fund this is a very slippery slope.  

Chatham:  I urge the senate not to be hesitant about precedent for technology.  That is not really what we’re doing.  We are initiating a very small pilot project with the administration.  I think it’s actually a nice precedent to set because it shows the administration that we’re willing to back projects that will benefit the student body.

Juarez:  This was discussed when we saw this before, but would this project be taken on by the administration if it was successful, or would it fall back on ASUCD?

Chatham:  it would fall on the administration.  This will not hold ASUCD captive for technological advancement.

Ho:  For the Panasonic camera, is that the price that your vendor is charging you?

Kelley:  that’s an initial starting point.  It will be somewhat close to that, but we will be looking to get the best price we can.  We’re here to serve you.  We’re not profit-motivated by this.  

Ho:  When we were at the last meeting, I saw this camera online for $800.
Kelley:  And that’s the price you’ll get.  The price was just meant to give an idea of what it’s going to cost.

Chatham:  The purpose of the project is to make a statement of support for this; we want to politically convince the administration that we want to do this project.

Cano:  Would this affect Classical Notes in the future?  I do agree that this is a good idea.  

Rombi:  Classical Notes get their business based on who applies to get that job, and it’s up to the professor’s discretion, so I don’t think it will affect it too much.  Let’s say we do the pilot project and it doesn’t work out, what would happen with the equipment?
Chatham:  It will be installed permanently in the classroom.  Once we install it, the professors will have the option of calling ATS and having their lectures vodcasted.  

Rombi:  I went on a little tour of ATS back in the winter and checked out the equipment they have.  What they’re doing is really awesome.  I feel that this kind of technology would be really useful.

Senate Discussion:

Menovske:  Regarding Classical Notes, Liz had a great idea.  Yes, it’s a unit that we have, but if it’s slowly going to get phased out by more advanced technology, we can channel that funding to something else.  I don’t really see the need for discussion on this; I feel like if we’re not willing to support state-of-the-art technology that will benefit students, I don’t know what we’re doing here.  I’m totally in support of this.
Juarez:  I do agree, but I think that if one of our commissions has a lot of questions, this is a fair and productive conversation.  Another question that I remember was yes, the equipment will be there, but there is no way to ensure that the teachers will use it.  How is ATS going to try and advocate for the usage of the equipment?  I think AAC was willing to take this on as a research project.

Chatham:  I’m going to promote the material, and work with AAC to set up the research on the technology.  That will involve working with professors, faculty, and whoever wants to use it.  There will be some sort of sign in the classroom letting people know that the technology is available and giving them instructions.  
Kelley:  We’ll also be doing ad hoc recordings.  We can switch over to recording a lecture remotely when the professor calls our fast response line.  Our goal is to make this as easy to use as possible.

Walz:  What kind of projects do we use Capital Reserves for and what kind of projects do we use Senate Reserves for?

Williams:  Capital Reserves is for projects lasting more than two years.

Tanner:  Would anyone be able to use it?

Chatham:  Yes, anyone using the classroom could use it as long as they had gotten the ok from ATS.
Tanner:  I still just feel a little bit iffy about the lack of exact numbers, and I feel like we’re not holding this to the same standards that we hold other bills.  I know that the remaining money comes back to Capital Reserves…

Chatham:  We’re not paying directly for the equipment.  We’re partnering with the other entities.  The $4,000 is a portion of the cost meant to articulate our support.

Tanner:  So will we get any money back if these numbers change?

Chatham:  We won’t be getting the initial $4,000 back, but if we sold the equipment at a later date, we would be getting back our share of the profits.
Shaikh:  I think it’s important that we show some kind of support for this technology.  If we want to be know as a technology-savvy campus, this is a pilot project, and AAC will be out there surveying students.  If we find out that it’s something that they’re not using, I will report it to the Senate.  

Moosavi:  if this were to pass, do we have professors lined up who are interested in using it?


Chatham:  I’ve spoken to professors who have expressed interest in using this, but I don’t have formal written statement.  We’ll be contacting all of the teachers who will be teaching in the lecture halls.

Thongsavat calls Senate Bill #41 to question.

Juarez objects.

With a 6-6 tie, Witana votes no and the motion is defeated.

Thongsavat:  I support this bill; this is what Capital Reserves is supposed to be used for, and it can be completed while we are still here.  This was one of Joe’s platform projects, and I think we should support his efforts.
Menovske:  I did some math, and the student-to-dollar ratio is about $0.41.  

Raridon:  I think it’s really shameful that this bill hasn’t undergone the same scrutiny that the bill that was just in here faced, which was for about 1/8 of the price.  I would like to see some concrete numbers.  I think it’s completely insulting.  Are we not going to show some consistency here?
Juarez:  I agree with most of what was just said.  Correct me if I’m wrong, but I think at the last meeting we decided that we wanted to see receipts.  I’ve spoken to a lot of people from Berkeley, and I was told of the great benefit that the students get from this system.  I did have concerns regarding attendance, but this is $4,000 out of $9 million, and I think we need to be sure that the benefits outweigh the risks.  

Chatham:  I talked about this a little bit with Alison, but the difference between this legislation and some more specific spending bills we’ve seen is that this is going towards a partnership with the administration.  We’re making a statement that the students of UCD are interested in this technology.  

Juarez:  I feel like a lot of the first years probably have the hardest time adjusting to our quarter system, and they are the ones who use these lecture halls the most.  

Lee:  I like this bill a lot.  I feel like our discussion today, combined with all the discussion we had at the public meeting, is more than adequate.  I do think that if you have something new to say, you should have the chance to say it, but I feel like this has become a slightly circular discussion.  Anyone can call a vote, and the table can decide.  We do have to limit excessive discussion; I think that if anyone has anything new to say, I would be happy to give a deferment.  
Voyce:  Last time I remember that we were going to be owners of this, but now it seems that we’re going to be only partly owners of?

Chatham:  Yes, that’s been consistent the whole time.

Lee calls Senate bill #41 to question.

Tanner objects.

Tanner:  I have something else to say.

Voyce:  I think Capital Reserves should be property of ASUCD. 

Chatham:  We will own all of the $4,000 that we spent.

Voyce:  Right.  I just feel like we won’t have control of it if we don’t own all of it.

Chatham:  It might be a little different if it were a mobile unit, but it’s going to be fixed in place.   

Tanner:  I feel like from this conversation, that Section 3 of this bill is kind of not very effectual.  If they save any money on this, I don’t feel that there’s any guarantee that the money will be returned.  I do want all those who are voting on that now to recognize that that’s not really a true statement.
Raridon:  The quotes must have come from somewhere, but I would like to know where those numbers came from.

Kelley:  These quotes came from our vendors.  

Lee calls Senate Bill #41 to question.

No objections.

Tanner objects to passing Senate Bill #41.

10-2 vote, Senate Bill #41 passes.
B. SB#46
Hartstein
Cano:  Amy has designated me to this bill.  This is the last piece of legislation that she wrote.  We saw this bill in IAC, and the commission loved it.  Please be delicate.

Williams:  Creative Media is a great unit, if very overworked.  I think they invented the internet, if I’m not mistaken.

Voyce:  Is there a timeline for when they have to pass these by?  We have talked about this iPhone app for a long time, and we had considered creating a position in Creative Media to manage it.
Lee:  As far as I know, Alex Park is not too hot on the app in general.  His biggest concern was that the inventors had unknowingly done a lot of things illegally, such as using the UC Davis logo.  

Moosavi:  I wanted to bring up the fact that I have a lot of questions and there’s really no one to answer them because the unit director is not here.
Cano:  I tried to get Alex to come in, but he’s on vacation right now.  He said that if you had any questions, you should stop by the Creative Media office on the third floor.

Moosavi:  I just think we should hold our unit directors accountable.

Senate Discussion: 

Castillo-Ruiz:  I talked with Joey the other day about expanding Creative Media a little bit.  I’d like to see the future plans a little more ambitious.  Creative Media is something that has pretty much unlimited potential.  There’s always going to be new technology.  We need to invest in it.  
Tanner:  That’s why I think it’s really important to have a representative here to answer our questions.  I do see that they have created a new internship position for graphic design.

Rombi:  Creative Media is my unit, so I’ve talked to Alex a couple of times.  Alex does more than any of us could ever imagine.  I think it would be awesome to get another employee like Alex.
Cano:  I agree that Alex is a very busy person.  I personally saw him in his office while he was on vacation.  I’m not sure how likely it will be that I can get him in here, but I will certainly try.

Menovske:  Why do they need a color printer?

Rombi:  I think it’s because they have the other sector that does the fliers.  They have a lot of those requests.  
Lee:  I tried to go talk to Alex Park, and it just sounds like he’s too busy to be here.  He does always say that he’s really busy, and not always in the nicest way.  I think that we should be increasing the budget for Creative Media, and that’s just to compensate them for the work that they do.  
Witana:  This was already tabled once for the same reason.  

Lee:  I know that he’s really busy, and I don’t want to be pretentious or anything, but he’s hired by ASUCD and we’re passing his Long-Range Plan.  I know he has a unit director report, but I just find that kind of offensive.

Lee motions to table Senate Bill #46.
Thongsavat objects.


Thongsavat:  Last week we passed Project Compost and the unit director wasn’t there.  The Bike Barn unit director hasn’t been here for about four weeks now.  I haven’t heard anything of substance that we need to press Alex Park about.

Lee withdraws his motion.  

Tanner:  A creative solution of this problem might be to not have the director come, but perhaps some of the student employees who know the fundamentals of what Creative Media does.  

Rombi:  I honestly don’t think that would be effective, simply because those people are trained only for their specific positions and don’t have the knowledge that Alex has.  

Williams:  The graphics art section is doing pretty much fine; they can pretty much run themselves.  The problem we have is with the programmers because they all have to be trained by Alex himself.  What he wants is another unit director to help train the programmers.  But the problem with that is that it will cost about $40,000 to get another career staff.
Juarez:  I would honestly feel a lot more comfortable with creating more student positions.  $40,000 is a lot of money to be going to one position.  

Walz:  I definitely agree that we need to make unit directors more accountable since we are the ones who hire them.  I’ve tried to get into contact with the Book Exchange, and the Bike Barn is not being responsible.  We’re supposed to be making sure that these units are being efficient, and I think that’s a problem.  

Ho:  I think hiring a new career staff is a great idea.  It would allow them to be more productive and possibly even bring in more revenue.  

Voyce:  What about a part-time position?  

Ho:  I am in support of a staff member.

Cano:  One of my concerns with tabling this bill is that you say you have a lot of questions, but I have yet to hear one real question as of yet.  If you have any questions for him, I would suggest trying to drop in and talk to him.  
Rombi:  I actually don’t remember the last time a unit director came in for their Long-Range Plan because they’re not required to be here. 

Castillo-Ruiz calls Senate Bill #46 to question.
Juarez objects.

Juarez:  Creative Media does take on outside projects, correct?  But they only generate $12,000.  Would it be better to not take outside projects and save that time for more crucial things?
Rombi:  From what I’ve understood, they kind of prioritize their projects.  They get the things done for us first.

Castillo-Ruiz Calls Senate Bill #46 to question.

No objections.

Arce objects to passing Senate Bill #46.

Arce: I want to see his face.

With an 11-1 vote, Senate Bill #46 passes.

C. SB#49
Cano
Cano:  We saw this bill; it was very straightforward.  I urge for a speedy passage.

Senate Discussion:

Chen:  I really, really like this.  I saw this in IAC because I came from IAC and I wanted to go back.  This is the spirit of the bylaws; it’s supposed to include the OA Speaker and myself.  

Ekhator calls Senate Bill #49 to question.

No objections to passing Senate Bill #49.

D. SB#50
IAC (Cano) 

Chen:  I actually wrote this bill, but since we’re going to have budget hearing not too long in the future, I decided to have this written by IAC to speed up the process.  I believe the one absence was due to abstention. Changing budget hearings to the seventh week will prevent the Whole Earth Festival director from having to sit through budget hearings.  
Witana:  Another reason why we did pass this was because we hate to see the bylaws not be adhered to.  We wanted to set a time period that could at least be adhered to in the bylaws.

Cano:  One concern was that the Senate would only have one week rather than two weeks to pass the budget. 

Ekhator motions to move into Senate Discussion.

Ekhator motions to call Senate Bill #50 to question.

No objections to passing Senate Bill #50.
URGENT LEGISLATION—CASTILLO-RUIZ
Castillo-Ruiz:  This is a spending bill for the students in the Sustainable Agriculture program, who are hoping to attend a conference in Florida regarding the issues of modern-day slavery.  

Fitzgerald:  A recent modern-day slavery operation occurred in 2008.  There have actually been seven cases of this over the past ten years.  The exhibits of this conference were designed and developed by members of the Coalition of Immokalee Workers.  There’s going to be five of us going from different groups across campus.

Juarez:  This is an urgent bill because of time constraints.  Two commissions saw this unofficially.  We didn’t go to B&F because the numbers of changing; we were receiving new sources of income, and we weren’t able to finalize it on time.

Fitzgerald:  This is an incredibly expensive trip for us.  We did diligently fundraise, nearly $1,200 over the past couple of months.  We’ve been going to multiple groups tirelessly.  Also, the amount of impact this will have on all five of us— this is an incredibly historic movement that we would like to understand and study.

Public Discussion:  

Chen:  I noticed Sodexo is giving $300…?

Fitzgerald:  I’ve been meeting with Sodexho for the past couple of years.  We’ve had a bunch of meetings; they’re pretty sympathetic here on campus.  That was one way I approached them for funding, and that was what they were able to give.

Brown:  One of the things that comes up on Senate Bills is the amount of impact.  The way that we’re asking for people to get involved is to get to the march.  We need bodies there to say that we want something done.  How much money is in Senate Reserves and how many student groups have asked for money so far?

Chen:  We have a little more than $10,000 in Senate Reserves right now.  We’ve been pretty fiscally conservative this year.  

Brown:  Senate Reserves are for student events, for students who have plans and need funding.  I’m really surprised that there’s that much money left at the end of the year because that money just kind of sits.

Pulido:  I wanted to speak a little to the contribution that Sodexho made.  Liz has really been building a relationship with them, and it seems that they’re really open to creating channels of communication with ASUCD.  It seems like they really want to open communication, maybe with a committee or a council.  They really dangled money in front of us, but only if we were able to put on an educational event.  That was really surprising to us.  The lady that we spoke to was a student in charge of putting on sustainable programs.  She was really eager to put on tables or displays inside the dining commons.  I think this really needs to be taken into account with the funding of this bill.  On it’s face, it’s a travel expense, but it’s an educational.  
Lee:  I feel like this could have been introduced on a regular schedule, and I still don’t see why this was introduced as urgent.  We’ll deal with this as it is; I don’t want to fail something because it’s urgent.  But we all know that it takes about two weeks for something to get through to the Senate.  I think just for the sake of being professional, I wish it was approached differently.  But the bill itself, I like very much.  As of now, I’m inclined to support it, and I think it’s an issue that will really contribute to peoples’ education.

Tanner:  I have a little bit of an issue with this whole idea that introducing resolutions or bills as urgent is unacceptable when we’re not helping to educate regular students on how to properly introduce a senate resolution or bill.

Rombi:  I wanted to talk about Sodexho’s backing of this.  I talked with Liz before, and she said that this wasn’t really something that was on their minds, that it was at the bottom of their to-do list.  I have problems with passing this without their guaranteed support.
Fitzgerald:  The CIW has been targeting large groups.  They started with Taco Bell, and made an agreement a few years later, followed by many other fast food chains.  There are three big food corporations in the US, and Sodexho is one of the three that has not yet made this agreement.  They will be feeling a lot more pressure after this event next week.

Rombi:  My other concern with this is that while we are helping to educate students, since this is coming from Senate Reserves, it’s not really benefitting the student body as a whole.  That’s kind of a big concern of mine, since it is coming from Senate Reserves, which from my understanding should fund Senate projects.

Fitzgerald:  Something that will come of this is that the five of us are going to go and get this amazing experiential education, and come back and talk with Sodexho.  We want to reach out to more students and bring back experience and knowledge.  The DCs and Sodexho touch a lot of students.  
Brown:  Currently, because Sodexho is the biggest food provider on campus, all of the tomatoes that every student is eating on campus are gotten through these means.  Last year, UCD cancelled their agreement with Russell Athletics because there were some really terrible working conditions.  

Juarez:  All the students who are going are part of student groups, groups which are having educational programming throughout our campus.  

Raridon:  I really want to put what’s happening in perspective.  This is a travelling exhibit and a 22-mile march.  In a lot of ways, this is sort of the next wave of the farm workers’ rights movement.  Organizing is a learned skill; what these students are doing is going to one of the most vibrant centers of activism and bringing back what they learned.  Two years ago, there was a march through the Central Valley trying to raise awareness of what’s going on in California agriculture.  These students are trying to get the training they need to become effective activists.  

Pulido:  I think this whole idea of having people go from UCD is really exciting.  After hunting down administration, trying to get on their agenda, I think it’s a really exciting opportunity for all of ASUCD.  When these students come back, I’m sure they will be willing to give you a presentation on what they learned.  Abrham ran on a platform of trying to fix ASUCD-Sodexho relations.  

Thongsavat:  This is presented as an educational bill, but I don’t buy that.  This is transportation costs, and I don’t know the last time ASUCD has funded airline tickets.  I was curious why this was pulled from EPPC and B&F as well.  As far as not spending the $10,000 we have left in Senate Reserves, that goes somewhere— that’s our rainy day fund.  I’m very uncomfortable with the idea that ‘the money’s there so we should spend it’ being used in support of this bill.  When did these students decide to go on this trip?
Fitzgerald:  The Coalition of Immokalee Workers is sort of setting a precedent, by creating a method that can be transferred to other groups.  The tomatoes that are harvested here are harvested by machines and are intended for canning.  The tomatoes in Florida must be picked by hand.

Juarez:  We weren’t completely done with the flushing out of the numbers.  We became aware of additional funding.  This bill started as $900, and has gone down.  That’s the only reason it didn’t go to B&F and the other commissions we intended it to go to.  We wanted it to be concrete.
Janaki:  I’d like to speak to the impact on a historical level.  UC Davis is a land-grant university, and I’m sure many of you know the painful history of land-grant university for many people.  Having students go to this march and this museum exhibit is really important.  There’s a lot of funding towards research for agriculture, but the part that pays attention to welfare and justice in agriculture is really small, and there isn’t much attention being paid to this.  This would really be symbolic of UC Davis’ stance on agriculture.

Lee:  Are you a member of these organizations?  How many students are members of the Student-Farm Worker-Alliance?  Students for Sustainable Agriculture?
Fitzgerald:  All five of us are members of the Student-Farm-Worker Alliance, and three of us are members of Students for Sustainable Agriculture, which has about 10-15 people regularly.  

Janaki:  The number of students in these organization is really illustrative of UC Davis and what SFSA is trying to promote.


Tanner:  If we’re going to play the numbers game, it’s important to point out that every single student that eats in the dining commons is affected by this.  

Janaki:  This is a turning point.  This is going to be a huge educational experience, and an opportunity to transmit this knowledge.  

Ekhator:  I really support this Senate Bill, but I can also see why a senator would not.  For me to feel completely at ease, I would be more comfortable with a more concrete assurance of what’s going to happen.  Is the education going to lead to direct action?  What exactly is going to happen with this knowledge?  I would like to know exactly what the plans or programs are.

Pulido:  Just today at the law school, I came across a California Supreme Court justice who just had a documentary made about his life.  He’s been travelling up and down California trying to educate people about this issue.  We’re trying to work out with the Entertainment Council to get a movie screening of this film.
Arce:  It’s not just in the food, but we noticed a few weeks ago, when the weather changed in Florida, our tomatoes cost $0.10 more in the CoHo.  These are students trying to outreach to the students involved in these kinds of things.  The educational aspect is there.

Pulido:  California has really tough labor laws, but we’re getting our tomatoes from Florida, under slave-like conditions.  And no one is denying that this is a bill for travel expenses.  In the past, ASUCD has stood behind shipping costs of goods for our troops.  This is the same thing, but only for people who are going to be coming back.  We’ve paid for shipping costs.  Nobody’s trying to fool anybody.  
Arce:  I know that Liz is not going to go on a vacation in Florida.  These students are strongly passionate about this.

Fitzgerald:  Part of my job description is to organize on this campus; we’re going to be coming back with the explicit purpose of spreading everything that we’ve learned.  We’re considering showing this documentary and another one from the CIW.  This is only going to lead to more action, not only from me but from other folks on campus.

Pulido:  I reflect a lot back on my experience as a senator; how great would it be if a senator went along with these students?

Menovske:  I wanted to touch on the urgent legislation idea.  Just because numbers on a bill are changing doesn’t mean that it shouldn’t go to commissions.  Regarding the general public not being informed about our rules and procedures, this was authored by a senator.  So, if you don’t get the funding, there will still be three students able to go.  I just wanted to touch on the student-to-dollar ratio.  We’ve not passed bills before because it doesn’t meet the standard.  Even if you apply this to all five students, it would be $116 per student.  We only pay $41 per student per quarter, so I don’t really see that as fair.  We’re paying for the plane tickets, not for the educational event.
Lee:  I think all five students should go; they’ve all be working on this together.  I don’t think this is particularly political.  I think this is a justice issue, and I think it’s an issue that a majority of the students support.  We all are impacted by this in one way or another.  They’ve been doing a lot of work; they’ve been raising funding as well as they can.  I think the student-to-dollar ratio is a good thing but I don’t think that’s where our consideration should end.  I have to say, I’m sorry, but I disagree with you.  

Fitzgerald:  Regarding why we didn’t go to more commissions, that was our plan.  The reason why we didn’t was because literally in the middle of those meetings on Tuesday, we got more information on our funding.  We sat in the senate office and worked on it.  

Raridon:  The student-to-dollar ratio is a bullshit method of measuring how impactful something is going to be to the student body.  

Juarez:  And [Justin Gold’s] bill failed for a reason.  It didn’t account for instances when increased funding would be justified.  B&F was rather brief, and we were going to go to their meeting, but it was over when we got there.

Fitzgerald:  I made as intensive an effort as I could to reach out to everyone.  I personally emailed all the chairs and all the senators.  That was the best we could do.

Williams:  If anyone would like to hear my opinion on the merits of the student-to-dollar ratio you can come to my office hours.  Why is this better than allocating this money for educating the public with tables outside the DCs, the CoHO, and the Silo?

Raridon:  That model of raising awareness is not what we need for this issue.  Setting up a table would be going backwards.  These people are going beyond the fucking tables and taking on these corporations directly.

Brown:  Just because we’re going to Florida doesn’t mean we aren’t going to table.  We’ve been tabling for almost a year and a half.  
Natalie:  I’m a co-producer of a KDVS program about agriculture and sustainability.  I think that if these students understand their obligation to come back and inform our students, this is going to be very impactful.  I think that with an issue with this, there’s a lot of disbelief.  That is one of the values of actually sending someone from our campus.
Walz:  I think that sending students to conferences, no matter what the issue, might be a good priority for the Senate.  We do have this money, but we need to seriously discuss what we use the Senate Reserves for.  If we pass this resolution, we need to come up with a way that we would do this.  I think sending senators to these events is a great idea.  I would love to go to conferences.  I think before we can pass this we really need to talk as a table what we want to use our Senate Reserves for.  
Moosavi:  I think that’s something that we should consider and look at.  I support this cause, but I think the table should pay attention to the fact that by paying for plane tickets for these students, we will be opening the floodgates for this sort of request.  

Brown:  Having those sorts of conversations about where Senate Reserves goes is something that I feel like gets talked about a lot but never happens.  And I feel like this is at the expense of those people who come here for money.  There’s ten grand left.  Whether or not you want to spend it, you should be letting students know that you are a resource for them.  I know Senate meetings go long, and I think some of the reasons for that is because people are hesitant to divide the house or call bills to question. 
Smith:  I feel like one of the big disconnects here is between cost and worth.  The cost is $580, but the worth is so much more.  These students are going to be getting a wealth of knowledge.  I feel like out of the $10,000 that’s left in the second week of spring quarter is not a good enough objection, and it’s really pissing me off.  They’ve raised way more than what they’re asking for; it shows that they really took initiative, and it shows that they’re really trying to make this happen with or without you guys.
Brown:  There isn’t institutional memory here.  Students are graduating every couple of years.  When you talk about precedent, when you talk about institutional memory, keep that in consideration.  

Lee:  I still think that even though it’s just $580, we should apply the same rigor to this bill.  But I think the merits alone are good enough.  I agree with Laura; I don’t really foresee a flood of students coming to ask for travel funding.  These groups in the future can apply to CFC.  We should be willing to educate these student groups about the different funding sources that are available.  I think we should be focusing on the merits of the bill.

Percoco:  EAC did unanimously fail this.  When we did fail it, it was more expensive, but my commission said that the limit on what they would spend was enough for the third ticket to be bought.  With the floodgate of people asking for money, I’ve attended conferences for my own good causes, but I’ve funded those myself.
Ekhator:  I just want to give a brief reminder that when you’re speaking to others, there’s a difference between respect and friendliness.  I think that if we remembered this, it might make things go a little more smoothly.  
Percoco:  I’m going to take that back, because deferments are supposed to refer to what we’re speaking about.  I’m sorry if people found my tone disrespectful.

Pulido:  I don’t think this is an issue of five people coming here to advance their own cause; this is ASUCD’s cause.  Last spring we passed a resolution saying that ASUCD condemns this and that required a public statement from Sodexho that never happened.  If you live on campus, you have to have a meal plan, and that’s something that students aren’t able to opt out of.  
Tanner motions to amend the Urgent Legislation.

No objections.

Senate discussion:

Lee motions to divide the house.

Thongsavat objects.

Thongsavat:  I feel like we sometimes use dividing the house as a tool to influence people who are undecided.  

With a 10-2 vote, the house is divided.
With an 8-3-1 vote, the Urgent Legislation would pass.

Lee calls the Urgent Legislation to question.

Thongsavat objects.

Williams:  When it comes down to how much money is left in Senate Reserves, we should be asking ourselves whether or not we would pass this if there was only $580 left in Senate Reserves.  I can’t say for sure, but I’m relatively certain this wouldn’t pass in my commission.  I think there are more effective ways we can lobby on this issue.

Lee:  I appreciate your comments but I would probably just channel what Jasmine said earlier, regarding cost as opposed to worth.  I think it says a lot that we did pass a resolution before on this issue.  

Lee calls the Urgent Resolution to question.

Ho objects.

Ho:  I still have a whole bunch of unanswered questions.  I’ve been on the list for over half and hour.  

Lee:  I’m sorry, but I really feel that the meet of this has been addressed.

With a 5-7 vote, the motion to divide the house fails.

Lee:  I think people should say what they have to say and we should move on.
Chen:  Please do not pass spending bill just because we have $10,000, but also, we do have $10,000.  Look at this bill on its merits.  The student-to-dollar ratio is a guideline.  People give it different amounts of weight.  I hope we exhaust the speakers’ list before we get to the vote.  

Juarez:  If this money goes into Capital Reserves, it’s not going to go to the students whose money went in.  

Thongsavat:  That’s false.  A capital project is two years or more.  If we wanted to spend $10 million the next Senate meeting, we could, and it would affect the students right now.

Lee:  I understand the idea that if we only have $580, would we spend it.  First of all, based on our current record, we’re probably not going to get much more spending.  I don’t know how many more bills are coming, because I think as an institution we have a pretty terrible record.  We have money to spend for causes we believe in, and on paper we believe in this cause.  I think that if Sodexho can donate $300, we can invest $580.  To be completely honest, I feel like we’re resorting to delaying tactics.  
Walz:  What he just said is the wrong reasoning to pass this bill.  We already passed a resolution in support of this cause.  And I also think that we should be supporting students who want to go to conferences.

Ho:  My first question is why five people rather than three?

Fitzgerald:  These are the five people who showed the most interest and an extreme commitment to this clause.  I’ve been to Florida a couple of times already, but when it’s only me, it’s really difficult to reach out.  

Ho:  How long have you known about this march?

Fitzgerald:  We haven’t known about the march for a very long time, particularly the need for students to attend.  

Ho:  My question is why wasn’t this done earlier?  

Fitzgerald:  We started mobilizing around finals week, and you all know how crazy that can be.  We just started organizing at the beginning of the quarter.  Literally as soon as we had people who wanted to go, we started writing the bill.

Ho:  Is this potentially why Club Finance Council wasn’t used?

Fitzgerald:  I don’t know what that is… I went up to the third floor and they told us that our event was too early for the time window they had set for funding.

Ho:  Say this does get passed; did everyone also pitch in for this?

Fitzgerald:  The goal was to fund it because a lot of folks can’t afford it.  

Ho:  So just to clarify, as of right now, there is no student contribution towards this?
Fitzgerald:  No, not if this is passed.

Thongsavat:  Laura, I really appreciate your comments about the funds.  I just can’t support this bill.  There are elements of it that I think are just not responsible.  I don’t think it’s our place to fund this type of bill.  My mind has been made up.

Cano:  Senate projects and programs were attached to Senate Reserves maybe ten years ago.  Before, it was used for ASUCD units only.  Abrham and his platform to confront Sodexho may or may not be a Senate project depending upon how you define it.  I think there is institutional memory in ASUCD.  Chairs tend to stick around a lot longer than senators.  We did pass a resolution to support this, and unless you voted no on that resolution, I don’t see why you wouldn’t support this.  You should read carefully what you pass, because you are weakening the impact of resolutions if you don’t support this bill.
Pulido:  That resolution passed unanimously.  

Rombi:  While you’re right, none of the senators sitting at this table voted on that.  Our opinions aren’t the same as that past senate.  

Smith:  The people who voted on this came one year before you.  We can’t simply ignore it; we have to maintain our precedent.
Ekhator:  For better or for worse, we do have a speakers’ list.  I feel that as long as someone still has something to say, that’s not up to you.  If it was you, you wouldn’t want to be silenced.  Try not to silence others.  
Raridon:  I think that would work in a system that didn’t rely on parliamentary procedure.  
Tanner:  I really dislike people using deferments to jump the speakers’ list. 

Raridon:  I want to focus what we are talking about.  I think one of the reasons the resolution passed unanimously was because it didn’t have any money in it.  I want to urge this conversation along.  

Menovske:  Liz and I have brainstormed some ideas that we would like to bring up in public discussion and other business.  I really didn’t want to bring this up, but I wrote a bill a while ago for $300 for CAPIRG to host an event that the Senate shot down.  I think that if we can’t set a precedent to fund fundraisers, we shouldn’t’ set a precedent to fund plane tickets. 
The Urgent Legislation is called to question.

Rombi objects.

With a 10-2 vote, passes.

Walz motions to reconsider to Urgent Legislation.

Rombi objects to passing.

With an 8-4 vote, the Urgent Legislation passes.
