Public Discussion 

Menovske:  This is a random question: Relay for Life is coming up eventually, and ASUCD doesn’t have a team.  I think it would be cool if we had one, and so I was wondering what you guys were thinking about this.  

Massoudi:  It would be great, but I am going with another organization.

Limon:  I wanted to officially announce that I will be resigning as the chair of Academic Affairs Commission.  It’s been a really hard decision because I know it’s hard to have someone come in mid-quarter.  I know it will be hard for the new incoming chair.  I really had to think about myself and my academics; I had a really tough quarter last quarter.  I keep thinking— who am I going to benefit if I stay on the commission as chair or resign?  I though it would benefit both myself and the commission if 

I resign.  I haven’t met the goals that I’ve set because I haven’t had the ability to work on them.  I have loved working in ASUCD, and I told my commission that I will remain a member of the commission.  If I remain as chair, I won’t be able to take the amount of units that I want to take right now, and with the fee increase, I don’t think I’ll be able to stay longer at this university.  I’ve posted the position up online, and hopefully we will have chair interviews this week.  I wouldn’t be resigning if I didn’t know that there were two individuals who are more than qualified for the position.  They are both passionate individuals, and I’m sure they won’t disappoint you.  I’m sad that I won’t be able to fulfill what I wanted to fulfill.  So, I will be resigning probably next week, once we’ve decided on the new chair.  I’m going to work as hard has I can on this transition.

Lee:  Have the applications already been put out?

Limon:  Yes.  It closed today, but I’ve reopened it for another week.

Castillo-Ruiz:  I’m really sad to see Jackie leave; she was really supportive last quarter.  I was going to ask what Relay for Life is?

Menovske:  Relay for Life is… you make a team with a bunch of people, and you walk around the track for 24 hours to raise money for cancer.  Basically every student organization on campus makes a team, and I just thought it was interesting that ASUCD doesn’t have one.

Rouhafza:  I’d be down for Relay for Life.  Jackie, I had no idea this was coming, and I really enjoyed having you as their chair.  It’s going to be sad to see you leave; you’re very sweet, very helpful, very nice, and I wish you the best.  
Yani:  I also want to thank you for all your service Jackie.  What kind of candy do you like?

Limon:  I don’t know… surprise me.

Yani:  Thank you for all your hard work.  I met with the Academic Senate yesterday.  I learned that the California Legislature in 2001 basically paid for the fee increase at the UC.  I was wondering if anyone was interested in contacting the office of Lois Wolk about at least a partial fee buyout?  

Taylor:  I just want to say, Jackie, you should never feel bad; we’re all students hear.  I think it’s actually very disheartening to see the firsthand effects of budget cuts; it’s a perfect example of why we need to keep fighting the fee increases.  I had two bills introduced last week, and I talked about them in IAC for three hours.  One of them was requiring some sort of visible recognition of anyone who receives funding from ASUCD.  We want anyone who receives money to have a sort of visible recognition, such as the ASUCD logo on the back of the Aggie Pack t-shirts.  One thing that myself and IAC came up with was some sort of contractual obligation that people who receive money from ASUCD will be required to give recognition.  The second one was the use of Senate Reserves.  Last quarter I requested a Court deliberation, and out of that, I drafted legislation based on the Court’s decision.  I withdrew the bill because we couldn’t agree on the definition of Senate Reserves, and there’s more discussion to be had.

Lee:  I think the Relay for Life thing is a great idea.  I’m going to be part of another team as well.  Who would be interested in being part of an ASUCD team?  

Lee nominates Menovske as captain of the ASUCD Relay for Life team.

Percoco:  For the Relay for Life team, I know you need 15 people, so I think we should open this to commissioners and the Court.  And, for Outreach Assembly, the application’s closed, so I need to know if anyone’s interested in sitting on the interview.  

Dietrich:  Two years ago when I first joined ASUCD, we tried to form a Relay for Life team, and it utterly failed, but at least we have a team captain now.  

Ho:  UC Davis has one of the largest Relay for Life’s in the nation, and the reason it’s 24 hours walking around the track is because there is no finish line until we find a cure.
Menovske:  Jackie, I’ve worked with you for a long, long time.  You’re just an awesome person, and I’m really glad that you’re staying on the commission to help pursue all the goals that you’ve set.

Rouhafza:  I will not be here next Thursday because our team is going to be in Arizona competing.  Also, I was just notified to sign up for the date auction.  

Lee:  I wasn’t able to go to the AAC meeting this week, but I was wondering if we could visit the resolution.  I was wondering if anyone had anything to say about that.

Dietrich:  Date auction; you really should do it.  I did it last year; I got the lowest bid for the year.  I went on a date with Previn.  It’s for a good cause; it’s for the kids.  I’m engaged, and I’m auctioning myself off.  I hope I get bought by Eli Yani.

Juarez:  I wanted to speak on Joe’s resolution, which we spoke about at AAC.  We were able to make quite a few suggestions to Joe, and as far as I know, Joe added all of those changes to the resolution.  We were going to make it urgent for this week, but we wanted to add an attachment, which we needed to look up some figures for.  So, I think we’ll be putting it through AAC next week.

Gold:  We always talk about trying to publicize office hours.  Hear me out, but I thought it would be kind of cool if we all had a joint ASUCD office hour from 5-6 PM before the Senate meeting, and make it a Facebook event and invite all our friends.  

Lee:  I think it’s an important gesture, even if it’s just symbolic. 

Gold:  I think it’d be a cool idea.  Can I motion do divide the house on pursuing the idea for a joint office hour?

9-2-1 vote in support of Gold’s motion.

Taylor:  Me and Shawdee authored a resolution about the Textiles and Clothing department being shut down, but we couldn’t stay at AAC long enough to see it through the commission.  So, we will see it next week.

Tanner:  If you would like to forward that to GASC, we would appreciate it.    

Rouhafza:  I agree with you in that, but I feel like this particular resolution should go to AAC because it would be even in the center for all of us.  There are as many guys are there are women in the Textiles department currently.  

Taylor:  I motion to refer it to GASC.

No objections to referring Taylor and Rouhafza’s Resolution to GASC.

O’Neil:  This is just a random side-note.  I’ve noticed a lot lately because of the fee increases, upstart groups are starting to combat it, and I was wondering if ASUCD wanted to maybe get involved in guiding these groups.  
Massoudi:  What exactly are these groups doing?

O’Neil:  Something that’s been noticed is that there are housing meetings going on relating to the fee increases.  It’s basically just the proliferation of knowledge.  I was wondering if the table had knowledge of these groups starting up?

Massoudi:  Is there a spokesperson or leader of this chapter?

Massoudi:  Are they seeking support from ASUCD?

O’Neil:  They are; I was wondering if they have contacted you yet.

Lee:  Going back to Justin’s idea; I think we’re all really busy.  There won’t be a time where everyone can come, but I think having it right before the Senate meeting is a good idea.  

Witana:  I just wanted to mention that it’s still up to the chair to reschedule their Monday meetings if they want to.

Gold:  I’ve been told that in the past, the start time of senate meetings was flexible?

Dietrich:  I know that occasionally, we’ve made the meeting start later for a specific reason, and in the past, it started at 5:30.  

Gold:  I’ll talk to people about this.
Percoco:  Does GASC have any ideas on advertising regarding the blood drive?


Tanner:  We haven’t discussed a plan as a commission.

Percoco:  I’d like to work with you on that, because my commission worked on publicizing it last quarter.

Gold:  One concern that I have is that I don’t want to object to the policies of BloodSource; I think it should be an objection to the policies of the FDA.  I think we should to encourage people to give blood.  Some students at other universities who are not able to give blood go out and get people to give blood in their name.  

Rombi motions for a ten-minute break at 8:31 PM.  

Rouhafza:  I just wanted to inform you all now that Justin Gold and I have been working on a resolution since last year regarding BloodSource and their policies.  We’ve been brainstorming how we want to inform students with a full educational symposium.  We’ve met with BloodSource, we’ve met with Jan Gong.  We’re thinking of maybe even getting politicians here, and people who work at the FDA.  We can’t fund a politically biased event, so we want to focus on unbiased education.  We want to maybe form a committee to delegate positions to work on different tasks.  If you’re interested in this, please raise your hand.

Tanner:  We will be discussing it first thing at the GASC meeting, Tuesday from 4:30-6:00 PM.  

Gold:  Just to add a little, we were hoping this would be a really huge event.  We were hoping to get representatives from universities from all over California.  We’ve only had a couple of meetings with BloodSource, but they seem to think it’s possible.  We want to make in an all-day, 8-hour event with press and everything.  Shawdee and I wanted to get some of the legwork done first, but please let us know if you’re interested.  

Juarez:  I have contact information for two PhD students who are basically working on this issue for their thesis, so I will pass that on to you.

Taylor:  I would like to see instead of a lot of confrontational action, communication and active education.

Lee:  I forgot to mention one thing when Will Klein came in.  Lauren calls them “fun kits”.  They are materials that clubs can use to make their events zero-waste.  What I’m hoping to do is get a few more sorority and fraternity events.  I want to get more and more organizations to adopt it.  The reason why I’m bringing this up is that if you have any organizations in mind that you want to adopt these kits for, we are trying to do a few test runs.  

Limon:  AAC alternate positions are up.

Percoco:  Camp Kesem counselors, especially males, are due on the 18th.

Pathak:  ECAC is considering having a hiring fair; if you’re interested please talk to Jasmine.

Unit Director Reports

A. CCE—Will Klein
My name is Will, and I’m going to go briefly through some announcements and then tell you about some things we’re working on.  Zero-waste kits are now available through SGAO in ASUCD.  You can fill out the order form and give it to either Kathy or Veronica, and you order it.  The prices are either better or equal to any of the eco products out there.  The second big announcement is regarding MU composting.  They want to do it in coordination with the Silo, and we’re going to have volunteers standing outside of the compost bins telling people what they can compost.  So that should take a month or two.  We’re going to be spreading the word through KDVS and The Aggie.  Recyclemania is the annual recycling contest.  We’re pretty much noncompetitive because of the amount of waste that the med center generates, but we’re still going to have competitions between the dorms.  We are also going to be having a competition for the design of e-waste bins; we want to increase visibility of e-waste recycling.  We want to have them all in place by Picnic Day.  We have four interns trained by the City of Davis who will be helping local businesses adopt green business practices.  We’re working on the possibility of a plastic bag ban or restriction resolution.  If you’re interested in helping, please contact the CCE.  We’re constantly updating our website with various clubs and events.  Through the O-chem 8 series, we are going to be turning waste oil from the DCs into biodiesel for the student farm.  We are going to be partnering with a variety of groups in ASUCD for an environment-themed music event.  

Rombi:  What are the dates for Recyclemania?

Klein:  I think it starts January 17th, and I think it ends the first week of March.

Massoudi:  I’ve heard murmurs of making Picnic Day zero-waste…?

Klein:  I’ve contacted Sodexho and their sustainability manager, and I’m waiting to hear back from there.  We’re also contacting the student food booths, because I think we may have more luck there.  We’re still investigating this issue.  

Lee:  I have met with Picnic Day.  They don’t really want to deal with that at this point.  What they want is simply for the event to work.  What we want is to try and get some piecemeal things to be zero-waste.  For example, the multicultural children’s fair is one event that we think can be made zero-waste.

Commission Chairs—Weekly Reports
Limon:  I held AAC interviews on Friday, January 9th from 3:00-5:00 PM, along with Senators Castillo-Ruiz, Rombi, and Chairperson Hartstein.  A special thanks to them for staying such late hours on a Friday afternoon.  On Monday I met with Marcus Tang to discuss my future in AAC from 6:30-7:10 PM.  I also held an unofficial AAC meeting due to not meeting quorum.  We gathered and created an advising committee for a resolution on the 32 percent tuition increase.  We met until 10:30 PM editing and rewriting a previous resolution authored by President Chatham on this issue.  I have not yet established my office hours due to a changing schedule and my decision to resign.    

Williams:  My weekly report will be very brief: This week I held a meeting, and we talked about SB #29.

Moosavi:  On Monday, I held office hours and packed and shipped the e-waste.  On Tuesday, I met with Andre about making Picnic Day zero-waste.  I also held the EPPC meeting, where we discussed the “waste audit” format to use on units and our plans for the quarter.  On Wednesday, I held office hours and sent emails and such.  
Percoco:  This week, I went to AAC, held office hours, and had a meeting with someone from Brett Burns’s office for the suggestion board.  I had a commissioner resign, and I went to Janet Gong’s office hours.  EAC ordered our t-shirts; we went with the organic company even though they’re a little more expensive because we wanted to support a company run by UC Davis alumni.  We are also looking at options for fundraising for Safe Boats.  

Smith:  On Monday night, ECAC had our meeting.  Commissioner Jaspreet Dehar volunteered to be on the hiring committee once ECAC applications close.  We had a presentation from the National Council of Negro Women, a newly formed chapter of a historical national organization from the president Charde Irby.  Commissioner Carla Warda wanted brought up the idea of having an event for international students; commissioners contemplated collaborating with Senator Rouhafza, if possible, on her international dance.  We elected Riha Pathak as Vice Chair, Carla Warda as Recorder, Brian Nuss as Treasurer for financial recordkeeping, and Jaspreet Dehar as Historian for event and program recordkeeping.  We made a subcommittee for MESA Week headed by Jaspreet, Riha, and Carla to organize an outside committee to work with other groups, clubs, organizations, and individuals for the week.  We also decided on our contribution cap to our co-program with Comedy with Conscious for the Comedy Jam.  Each commissioner put in their recommendations for the quarterly report.  We decided on updating the funding allocation application to include more information about the event and provide more transparency.  We also decided to get started on Spring quarter’s Speak Up.  I held office ours Wednesday and Thursday, and I met with JIE president Baryo Dee for ECAC’s part in their Debt Management workshop aimed at communities of color with historically low socioeconomic communities.  I had to push back my meeting with Dominick, the ASUCD-Student Housing liaison about a possible presentation in the dorms.  
Hartstein:  On Monday, I held my office hours as well as the IAC meeting.  We saw two bills authored by Senator Taylor, who withdrew both after two hours of discussion.  We rescheduled our meeting next week to 6:10 on Tuesday, though we don’t have a room yet.  I will email out once we do.  On Thursday, I held office hours, oriented my new commissioner, and wrote my quarterly report.  We will be setting the date for the Legislation Writing Clinic at our next meeting.  I signed (was signed) up for the date auction.  Here’s to hoping I at least make as much as I did last year.  
B.
Commission Chairs—Quarterly Reports

Raridon—GASC

This quarter of activity of the Gender and Sexuality Commission has largely centered around preparation for Generation Sex Week that will take place February 8th through the 12th. We started the quarter with our goals as a commission and ascertaining what each commission member of GASC wanted to get out of their work with the Commission. I attended a parliamentary procedure workshop but on by IAC early on in the quarter and educated my commission members about the interworkings of this process. We also took great pains to correctly adhere to the hiring process and recruited new members for the Gender and Sexuality Commission.


We as a commission has attended many events related to the queer community, including tabling at Davis is Burning and attending many of the Pride Week events. We have reached out to diverse communities through our co-sponsorships, one of which included a co-sponsorship to the Students of Color Conference that took place at UC San Diego. We began organizing a dorm outreach program intended to get freshman involved in ASUCD that included the Ethnic and Cultural Affairs Commission and the Environmental Policy and Planning Commission. This presentation will be taking place later this quarter. 


We are nearly ready to print publicity materials for Generation Sex Week. Our events include, but are not limited to: a basic sex education workshop that is queer inclusive put on by the resource center's counselor, a sex toy workshop put on by Good Vibrations, a workshop on body image put on through CAPS, a presentation from a prominent and respected feminist blog called "Feministing" geared towards the role of new media in progressive social organizing, a film screening of the new movie "Precious", a workshop on sex and mental health put on by community therapist Adam Zimbardo, a performance and gender-inclusive response to the Vagina Monologues entitled "The Gender Soliloqueers", a workshop on consent and sexual violence in our communities, a panel on masculinities put on by professors and undergraduates, a workshop on the intersection of sex and ability and the politics therein, a craft space at the LGBTRC aimed at community building called "Crafternoons", all leading up to several performances of the Vagina Monologues. We have put much work into preparing for our annual week of events, and we encourage all to attend. 

Limon—AAC
In fall of 2009 the Academic Affairs Commission decided to concentrate on three areas of focus. We would concentrate on Textbook Affordability, Financial Management, and Retention. As a commission we met with several members of Calpirg in an attempt to work with them with their Textbook affordability campaign. In addition, we worked with JIE in planning a finance workshop that will be held in the spring. In November 19, 2009 we held our tenth installment of the Last Lecture Series with professor Miroslav Nincic. We had a very successful event with more than sixty persons in attendance. 

In the following meetings, we decided to look at our budget and look for ways to more efficiently use our money and potentially help a large amount of students. After much discussion and brainstorming, we decided to help fundraise for the AB540 scholarship. We decided to allocate four hundred dollars and create an event in order to double the amount put into it. We would then donate that money to the scholarship. This plan is still in the works for late winter or early spring quarter. In addition we chalked on both the (last day to drop) and (last day to change classes from P/NP) as an easy reminder to students. For the rest of the quarter, the 32% fee increase shifted our focus and we gathered to write potential legislation in response to budget crises.  We met to draft a resolution, however because of some disagreement from commissioners, we chose not to introduce it.

This quarter we plan to have another installment of the Last Lecture Series with professor Deeb Sossa on February 6, 2010. We will also begin planning for our Excellence in Education Awards Ceremony that will be held at the end of spring quarter. In addition we will plan our 39 2.0 event that will be held at the beginning of spring quarter which is an event that will inform students on what to do if they are put in Academic Probation or if they are dismissed from the university.

Moosavi—EPPC

I was confirmed for the position as EPPC Chair at the November 5th Senate Meeting. From there, we basically started from scratch, planning EPPC’s future and deciding what direction the commission wanted to go in and what to do for the remainder of the quarter. We successfully held an E-waste recycling event at the end of November, recycling all the electronic waste we received after a week of tabling through a company called “yourenew”. We worked with the organic t-shirt company, Yeoman Organics, based here in Davis, to design and order our T-shirts for Earth Week 2010 which will be held in April. We went on to plan events for winter quarter, which will include an Environmental Art Show that is currently accepting submissions and will be held at the beginning of march, complete with a reception. The basement art gallery will auction off the pieces at the end of the show, and donate the proceeds towards the Whole Earth Festival and their efforts. We are also amidst creating a waste audit program in order to audit the ASUCD Units as required under Chapter 17 of the By-Laws. EPPC will also be re-evaluating Chapter 17 in order to make changes that will allow for more feasible and realistic goals that can be taken more seriously and units can be held accountable for. Other events for the winter quarter include a sustainable sushi event, where the fish sources for all sushi places in Davis will be evaluated and compared in order to let the public know what their best options for sustainable eating are. If this is successful, EPPC hopes to expand this idea towards evaluating many other types of cuisine as well. This quarter we will also start planning for our annual Earth Week held in April. This years theme for Earth Week will be “Saving Some Green”, illustrating that in such hard economic times, it is possible to save money along with being considerate to the environment around us.  As of now, the week looks like it will include events such as a Green game Show, the 4THAnnual Trashion Show, a Club fair, a planting event, a “green partying” event, and a musical performance on Earth Day to end the week. The musical performance is being coordinated in conjunction with other groups such as CCE. I hope to work towards making these ideas and many more that are sure to come up a reality during the coming quarters. 

Williams—B&F

I spent the majority of fall quarter simply attempting to get B&F back up to speed, with a full commission.  I also got commissioners gavels, which are currently shipping, or something.  My commission has completed Long Range Plans for the Post Office and CC/CV.  Our new hirees for the commission include:  Kirstin Stone, Nazir Saget, Sophia Chan, Aunish Brar, Leticia Cheng, and Ashley Lee.  This quarter unit audits are coming, which should be fairly busy.  

Percoco—EAC

Fall 2009:  I worked on publicizing the Blood Drive at the Farmers’ Market and with flyers, tabling, and the internet, making it the biggest blood drive yet and beat Sac State.  I worked with Delta Chi to have a food drive/toy drive.  I had members go to City Council meetings, and I publicized Davis Neighbor’s Night Out.  I also started planning for an Aggie Map.

Winter 2010:  I will plan and fundraise for Safe Boats, and plan the Music on the Green with CCE and EC.  I also want to plan an event with City Council.

B. Vice President

Dietrich:  Just a few things that have happened this week… I spent some time doing some new senator meetings.  Next, the City-UC Davis Student Liaison committee had their meeting this week; the commission didn’t feel comfortable recommending a full-on ordinance.  We will now be pursuing updating the Davis Model Lease.  We are hoping that if we reform it, people will use it.  I also had a chance to meet with the AS Papers Coordinator.  The unit is doing really well; they have four publications this year.  Through the rest of the quarter, my main objectives will be lease reform, professor evaluations, a project with the Campus Safety Coordinator, and working on other issues at the city and county level.  

C. ASUCD Senators—Weekly Reports
Menovske:  This week I held my office hours, attended AAC, and met with Chris to get oriented and answer questions.  I confirmed meetings with Cal Aggie Camp, Janet Gong, Mark Champagne, and Will Klein.  I met with the coordinators of the CALPIRG forest campaign to discussion coalition work for edible gardens.  I set up meetings with the campus organizer and textbooks coordinator to draft a resolution for a rental program.  I detailed job descriptions for senate interns, signed up for the Date Auction, and found out my second unit was Tipsy Taxi.  I am working on setting up a meeting.  
Gold:  This week, I held office hours, attended AAC, and worked on Joe’s legislation.  I met with Shawdee, the CCE directors, and Brett Burns and CURB.  I also met with Joe to discuss the rest of my term. 
Juarez:  I went on REACH this past weekend as a facilitator and met a lot of amazing people from across campus and learned a lot. I am still meeting with Rachel from the Financial Aid Office and Marisol from the Student Recruitment and Retention Center to continue planning the Financial Aid Awareness Week.  Rachel and I were able to get approval from Student Housing to have a FAFSA workshop in Tercero so first years can get help with the application.  I held office hours at the Cross Cultural Center this week.  

Lee:  After a one-and-a-half hour meeting, we decided that it wasn’t entirely feasible to make Picnic Day zero-waste.  We also decided that we needed to audit the event this year.  We also decided that we’ll be working with EPPC, Whole Earth Festival, and other groups to do some piecemeal things to make it a greener event.  We are getting the porta-pottys contracted to turn the waste into fertilizer.  I also talked to CCE for my Green the Greeks platform.  I signed up to volunteer for Housing Day.  I held my office hours.  I’ll be emailing all of you about hiring.  I do know a few commissions need to hire new members.  
Taylor:  I went to IAC to see my two bills and AAC for as long as I could.  I spoke with the CSC advisor, and I signed up for the Singles’ Awareness Night. 
Witana:  Monday, I attended AAC and held my OH.  Tues. I attended B&F.  Wednesday, I attended an unofficial meeting regarding the standing of OA.  I signed up for singles awareness night.  I finally got a meeting with Janet Gong.  I submitted my quarterly report in writing last week.

Menovske:


Since my election last quarter I have accomplished the following:

· Set up a meeting with Janet Gong Assistant Vice Chancellor, Student Affairs to discuss the textbook rental program.

· Set up a meeting with Mark Champagne ASUCD Business Manager to discuss the rental program and other platform issues.

· Have been working with the national CALPIRG textbook affordability campaign advocate to plan and organize a national textbook affordability conference.

· Contacted local and statewide universities and community colleges to discuss their running rental programs.

· Set up a meeting with Will Klein Co-Director of the Campus Center for the Environment.

· I set my office hours to be at 12:00-2:00 on Tuesdays and Thursdays

· I posted a listing for my Senate Intern positions.

This Quarter I plan on:

· Flowing up with the manager of the Bookstore to discuss further the necessary aspects of a rental program.

· Schedule meetings with as many department heads as possible to discuss if a rental program would be feasible within their department

· Set up meetings with campus ground services to discuss the possibility of planting fruit trees

· Work with Tree Davis to possibly get trees donated to the campus

· Work with the financial aid office to plan additional workshops, focusing more on applying for the FAFSA and scholarships.
Lee:

As my term began approximately two weeks before the quarter ended, I was not able to substantially work on many of the issues I had planned. I did, however, lay the groundwork by meeting with Amelia Goodfellow, a Health Education and Promotion (HEP) intern responsible for the healthy sleep and napping programs that HEP runs for the student body. In addition, I fulfilled my obligations to attend commission meetings, and contributed to the debate regarding Mo Torres’ resolution and subsequent veto override. 

Winter Quarter

This quarter, I have the following goals in mind:

1) Senate Pro Tempore: Obviously, I will meet my obligations as Senate Pro Tem. I also hope to explore increasing oversight and accountability for senators’ bylaw obligations, namely, commission meeting attendance, office hours, sponsored unit cooperation, and a system to revisit quarterly reports at the end of the quarter to gain an objective assessment of progress for each individual senator. 

2) Nap/Wellness Lounge Proposal: I have been working closely with HEP to create a proposal document that outlines our argument for adjusting the art lounge, located on the second floor, to better suit students’ needs. We have the following plan of action currently underway, and which we hope to complete by the end of the quarter

a. A written proposal outlining the logic of an Art Lounge purpose reassignment

b. An ASUCD resolution urging support for such an assignment

c. Meetings with HEP directors and Janet Gong to request support for the resolution and proposal. 

d. A meeting with Campus Unions directors presenting the proposal, resolution, and support of administration and HEP officials. 

i. Hopefully Campus Unions will greenlight the project by the end of the quarter. If they do, we will move into the second phase of the project, which will involve finding funding as well as working with student health-related organizations on campus such as the House, Cowell, AMSA, HTSA, Delta Alpha Mu. 

3) Picnic Day sustainability: I have met with Monica, the chair of Picnic Day as well as their university advisor, Paul Cody. We have agreed on three areas of work for the quarter:

a. Preparation for a waste audit of Picnic Day 2010

b. A reworking of Chapter 17 of the bylaws to reflect realities, practical application, and future accountability.

i. Specifically, I hope to make official a requirement for all ASUCD units to submit sustainability long-range plans in addition to their long-range plans, which deal primarily with financial and managerial aspects. These plans, which I hope to make a requirement every 2-3 years, will outline in detail the units commitments, goals, and present policies regarding waste reduction and sustainability in general. 

ii. I hope to work on making a sustainability director position in Picnic Day’s organizational framework a reality. 

c. Piecemeal efforts at increasing Picnic Day’s waste reduction commitments.

d. I will be working with CCE and EPPC on all these issues and have already begun addressing each. 

4) Green the Greeks: Alpha Phi sorority has agreed to work with CCE to make their philanthropy event this coming month zero-waste. I have other fraternity and sorority events lined up this quarter to serve as “test runs” to see if the “fun kits” provided by CCE to student organizations are practical to be adopted. 

a. By the end of the quarter, CCE co-directors and I will review the outcomes of our test events and present a proposal to IFC and Panhellenic to adopt the program wholesale. This has the potential to make all IFC and Panhellenic events with a substantial food-service component (Such as Kappa Alpha Theta’s CASA fundraiser) entire zero-waste. 

b. Another aspect of this platform issue is the opportunity for ASUCD cooperation with the Greek community. Alpha Phi has agreed to place CCE/ASUCD’s logo on their advertisements. Should the event go smoothly, this can provide the AS with a substantial opportunity to increase visibility among the student body. 

5) Bike safety: I want to talk to student housing and other summer orientation program leaders about cooperation with the Bike Barn and Bike Collective on some more education for incoming freshmen regarding bike safety and maintenance. 

6) Blood Drives: I hope to work generally towards the goal of increasing ASUCD commitment to BloodSource Blood Drives. Currently, we have a symbolic sponsorship of the event. I hope to turn that sponsorship into a material commitment towards furthering blood collection efforts on campus. 

Rouhafza:

ASUCD Units

~ I was in constant contact with Richard Procter, now Adam Loberstein discussing the budget and status of The California Aggie.  I am working with Richard and Media Board to see some alternative ways of saving money and getting out of the budget deficit they are currently in.

~I am in contact with Arianna Reisman and Mike Siminitus discussing the budget and status of Whole Earth Festival.  During the preparation of Whole Earth Festival, I attended some of their meetings on Wednesdays from 7-9pm in the Mee Room to see what they were working on.  I am tentatively working with them to see how they can aid in Andre’s platform goal of making Picnic Day zero waste.

~I met with Eli Yani and discussed the budget line by line for both of my units.

Platform Issues

Tutoring:

I met with Kerry Divine from the Davis Honors Challenge as well as Ward Stewart, the director of the Learning Skills Center, and Carol Hunter, the Tutoring Supervisor to try and develop a class/seminar for DHC students wanting to get involved in education and teaching.  Ideally, they would work in conjunction with the Learning Skills Center to provide tutoring and earn units.  I also worked on this issue further with Marcus Tang, and I met with the Dean of the School of Education, Harold Levine, and we discussed ways of incorporating the minor program.  I spoke with Jan Gong extensively on this issue, but it’s looking impossible with the budget shortfall.  The following is an excerpt from my description of the ideal tutoring program (working with LSC to improve it, work on logistics, and submit to the Union for approval):

My name is Shawdee Rouhafza, and I am an ASUCD Senator.  One of my platform issues is to provide free private tutoring for all students.  Currently, only ESL (English as Second Language) and Intercollegiate Athletes are able to receive free individual tutoring.  As a result, thousands of students who are struggling in some of the most difficult classes, such as math, chemistry, and physics, are unable to receive adequate help.  Group tutoring only goes so far, as many students require individual help that is geared towards their specific needs.  The University of California is an institute of higher learning, and a top tier education is what should be provided to all these students.  Our responsibility as administrators, faculty, staff, and as elected student government officials is to ensure that our students are provided all the necessary resources to succeed, and tutoring is a main resource and necessity for all students attending this university.

For example: I took a Statistics 13 class Fall quarter this year, as did my 3 roommates.  It was a challenging class to say the least, and it was very difficult to understand the professor as well as the teaching assistant.  Because I am an athlete on campus, I was able to receive free individual tutoring, and I fortunately managed to get an A- in the class.  My roommates were not as fortunate.  One ended up paying over $50 for one hour with a private tutor, whose name was just posted on a bulletin board in one of the buildings (she had no tutoring experience).  The other one could not afford to get a tutor and attended every other ta’s section instead, a huge time commitment.  This was aside from the innumerable occasions they attended office hours and the numerous cups of coffee they depended on each night, staying up until 4 in the morning trying to understand the material.  They both ended up doing poorly in the class and were in tears at the end of the quarter.  This is just one example, but this is the reality of being a student at such a prestigious university.

I am aware of the current budget crisis that we are facing, which is why I propose this idea.  Working with the Learning Skills Center (LSC) in collaboration with the School of Education and the undergraduate minor program, I would like to develop a 1-2 hour class/seminar, to be held once a week.  It would only be for students in the Education minor program, particularly geared for students hoping to pursue a career in education, as tutoring is a valuable asset to those in this field of study.  It would be a 3 or 4 unit class, and the additional units would be received based on the hours that students put into actual tutoring each week.  The class would have no more than 20-25 students, and it would be instructed by the current Tutoring Supervisor from the Learning Skills Center.  The student would undergo the same guidelines, criteria, and training that the LSC follows when hiring tutors to ensure that each student is well qualified.  To measure the effectiveness of the class, it would begin focusing on one specific subject that many students struggle with, such as math.  The students would be solely responsible for tutoring students that require extra help or focus on math.

In this way, many would benefit.  Students wanting to pursue a career in education will receive a hands-on experience and develop skills necessary to succeed in their field of study.  Students needing to receive tutoring, but who are unable to receive it currently, due to financial issues and budget cuts, will receive adequate help to succeed academically.  Furthermore, this can benefit the School of Education, our graduate program, in recruiting more students to apply and participated in the field of Education.

I ask for your support in developing this program so that our students can continue to represent and reach the high expectations of the University of California, Davis as a successful and prestigious institution for higher education.

Although I was only recently inducted in to Senate this past quarter, it feels as if I have been in it forever already. Although I am still getting a feel for things and the new position, my ambitions and heart is ever present into the goals I want to accomplish. 
              To begin, I must first talk divulge into my past work from Fall quarter. In the midst of the Fall 2009 elections as well as results, budget cuts faced UC Davis and California’s public universities as a whole. During this time, I vowed to bring budget transparency and more readily accessible information regarding student fees. In light of this, I have been working this quarter as well as last quarter with the group Bike for a Future. Our aim is to bicycle to the Capitol once a month to not only lobby and protest the rise of student fees, but also have an open dialogue with our legislatures and make sure their priorities are the students. Thus, by promoting and helping form this group, I hope I am continually bringing my budget transparency to at least some population of the student body. In addition, this past Fall and Winter Break I have been in extensive talks with Entertainment Council director Thongxy Phansopha and Silverback Music rep Will Boyce to bring music artists Pepper and/or Rebelution to the UC Davis campus. Things are looking good. I also had the chance to become oriented as well as become more acquainted with the Senator position.  These are the things I began work on in the Fall Quarter. 

              As the leaves fall, tree branches become barren and the weather drops several degrees, I hope to have more time in my first full quarter as Senator. I will briefly describe all my plans and what I hope to initiate if not finish. To begin, in terms of fulfilling my Budget Transparency platform, I will continue to develop and cultivate the monthly ride under the organization Bike for a Future. Planning for the future, as Spring comes; I hope to get a large amount of students each month to bike to the Capitol. 
Second, I will begin work on my Tailgating platform. I plan on getting in touch with Adam Darbonne, who is currently an Aggie Pack MC as well as the Aggie Pack supervisor to see where they both stand in regards to tailgating. Having Aggie Pack as an ally will help strengthen the cause and need for tailgating and football and basketball games. 
Third, I hope to continue work with Will Klein from the Campus Center for the Environment to continue talks with Student Housing. In the past, we have talked to representatives from Student Housing to bring up possible ideas and alternatives to an “edible” campus. In our first meeting we were able to garner their concerns. With these concerns we now know which obstacles to address as well as see how we can work around these barriers to effectively get an edible garden somewhere within Student Housing grounds. 

              Fourth, I will continue talks and conversation with EC as well as Silverback Music. My goal is to have something booked by the end of this Winter quarter. I aim to bring at least one large scale reggae music event sometime this academic year. As I adopted EC as a unit, I have and will continue to closely work with them. 

              Additional ideas and plans I hope to initiate if not accomplish include: securing funding for Safeboats through a club that would be interested in aiding and working with the Safeboat, try to make Aggie Stadium more accessible for Sport Club Athletes, hire and work closely with interns to do legislative policy research and follow-up, and to get Safe Zoned train in the very near future. These are early ideas and my goals and aim are not limited to just this. I hope to find and push other ideas that will ultimately improve the lives and student quality of life here at UC Davis. God Bless and Go AGS! 

Castillo-Ruiz:
This past quarter I participated in many different events.  Starting the year off, I co-facilitated the Annual Bienvenida Event, hosted by Chicana/o Studies on September 22nd, 2009.  During the first week of school I volunteered and took an active role in “La Semana de la Raza”, an event put on by Yik’al Kuyum and MEChA to help retention efforts of incoming Chican@/Latin@ students.  Towards the end of October I helped to organize a two-day “Dia de los Muertos” event.  Throughout last Spring Quarter, all of Summer, and most of Fall Quarter up to the first week of November, I actively participated in organizing the Chican@/Latin@ Leadership Retreat, which was held on the weekend of November 6th-8th. I participated in the walkout on September 24th by attending the teach-in by Chicana/o Studies, the Rally by the various unions, the march to the Chancellor’s house, and I even spoke in front of her house to the crowd about the importance of coming together against the injustice of rising fees and furloughs.  I attended the rally and march at UC Berkeley and the occupation of Mrak Hall here on campus, both events in November.  I attended the occupation of Dutton Hall as well as the second occupation of Mrak Hall, and the Forum held by the Chancellor.  I also campaigned for and won a seat in the ASUCD Senate.


This current quarter I have a meeting planned with the Law School to talk on the issues of AB540 students and the lack of resources for them on campus.  I also have a meeting planned with the Director of the Chicana/o Studies Department to talk about the need for more FTE positions within the department.  I plan to contact the Financial Aid Department and the Library to discuss two of my platform issues (AB540 Support Network and more 24-Hour Rooms) and how they can come to fruition.

Since I have only been sworn in for a few weeks now, I have not completed any of my goals, but this quarter I will have a lot going on.



For the past week I have worked on a resolution in opposition to the fee increases along with President Chatham, Commission Chair Limon, and Senators Gold, Castillo-Ruiz, and Juarez.  Next week I will also be working on a resolution involving plastic bags on campus.  
I plan to set up meetings with my units: Classical Notes/Campus Copies, Creative Media, and Unitrans.  I hope to work closely with them to serve and provide whatever they need.

Consideration of Old Legislation

A. SB#22
IAC

Cano:  Senate Bill #22 is the Long Range Plan for Lobby Corps.  It’s the last of those that we’re doing, so we’re glad to have finished.

Speaker:  It’s a pretty solid plan; it refers to all of our contract work, outside relations, budgets, and everything; it’s a great plan.

Williams:  We looked at this bill before the end of the quarter.  It’s a solid unit, it does good work.

Hartstein:  We spent lot of time on this bill, and I know Sergio and his coauthors spent a lot of time writing it; I urge a speedy passage.

Gold:  Would there be an objection to adding to “Future Plans” about creating new lines to other universities? because I think it’s sort of a handicap that we’re not part of UCSA.
Lee:  Could you explain a little more your guys’ future plans?

Speaker:  What we’ve been doing this fall quarter has been preparing, and winter quarter we will be sort of gathering steam, and spring is our big lobbying quarter.  We’re going to be working on transparency issues with the Regents, we’re going to put together our Lobby Month packet.  Lobby Month is 30 days of 30 visits.  We’ve also been focusing on the institutional memory issue of Lobby Corps, because its founding members are graduating this quarter and next quarter.  We want to make office transitions easier in the coming year.

Lee:  I’m sure everyone’s wondering, what do you have planned regarding the fee increases?

Speaker:  We’ve in the last year strayed away from financial issues in the state, because it seems to be a pitfall, so we’ve focused on transparency issues.  Now, we do have things such as Schwarzenegger’s cap on prison funding to work on.  We just started looking at AB 1178, which gives a sales tax waiver to on-campus bookstores, which would save about $120 million.  We’re finding student issues that affect everyone.

Tanner:  In part 3, I was wondering why departments such as the Women’s Studies department haven’t been included?

Speaker:  If you guys would like to make that amendment, I would be fine with that.

Massoudi:  I wouldn’t mind making that amendment.  In terms of our relationship with UCSA, they have a few perks, such as access to Regents and things like that.  Does Lobby Corps have anything in mind with that?

Speaker:  I don’t know what Lobby Corps can do; it’s a very University Affairs-oriented thing.  I would love to work in conjunction with the next University Affairs officer.  

Yani:  That’s actually something I’ve been working on the past couple of quarters; we’re hoping to come together with other groups to get white line privileges.

Witana motions to amend line 124 to include the phrase “and other politically minded departments”.
Lee objects.

Witana motions to amend line 124 to read “and other public-policy oriented departments”

Rouhafza objects.

Line 124 Senate Bill #22 is amended to read “and other politically minded departments”.

B. SB#29
Yani

Yani:  This is a bill to buy new computers for Picnic Day.  We’ve discussed this at length at the INC meeting.

Witana:  Apparently the current computers take 20 minutes to start up, and they can only run one browser at a time.  

Public Discussion:

Massoudi:  I want to voice my full support for this bill. They definitely deserve these computers.

Yani:  INC decided on three.

Monica:  There are 17 of us who use our office.  There are at any given time between two and six people in the office, and it’s only going to get busier from now until Picnic Day.

Taylor:  I just want to say that although we’re always concerned about spending huge portions of money, you need to have the right equipment to get the job done.  This unit needs technical support at all times, and I’m totally for that.

Limon:  Are these computers upgrades?  Do we have any right now?
Monica:  Our current computers are PCs, and they are about four years old.

Senate Discussion:

Taylor:  I was looking through an old leg. binder, and it shows that the last year we bought new computers was 2003, which is pretty ancient in terms of computers.

Moosavi:  Regarding the old computers, do you plan on keeping those?  

Monica:  They will go to Alex.

Moosavi:  If you guys plan on getting rid of them, can you please email me to have us recycle them?

Lee:  They’re just going to give them to Alex, and he’s going to be scavenging the parts that can still be used.  So you’d have to contact him.

1. Shawdee’s Resolution—tabled 
2. Urgent Senate bill regarding Outreach Assembly

Chen:  I’d like to explain the coauthor section.  Cano, Pascual, and Witana were all at the meeting last night, and we wrote this in the Senate Office.  This is urgent because the hiring deadline for speaker is today.  Outreach Assembly hasn’t had a speaker in a long time is because it only has six members, even though it’s supposed to have 13 members, and it doesn’t have a quorum.  Because it doesn’t have a quorum, it can’t elect an intern speaker.  There is a provision in the bylaws that covers this kind of situation for commissions, but there’s nothing about it in the Outreach Assembly section. Taylor objects.

Massoudi:  I’ll come up with more specific language.

Taylor:  It says that if there is no speaker to sit on the interview… maybe it should say no “outgoing speaker” just to clarify.
Massoudi motions to amend the Urgent Senate Bill.

3. ASUCD Senate Bill #27

Gold:  Justin’s been working on this for a while, and now it’s kind of being passed on to Joel.  We made sure that everything lines up financially.  

Public Discussion:

Taylor:  So who exactly would this money be going to?

Juarez:  Justin was the one handling all the reservations for the rooms, so we would be the ones booking all the rooms.  This was Justin’s project, and the woman from the financial aid office is overseeing everything.  We’re going to have a workshop or information session each day of the week, including a FAFSA workshop in Student Housing. 

Taylor:  I think this is exactly what students need.  I think that because this is being done by a Senator, I think this is a perfect use of Senate Reserves.  When exactly is this week going to be?  I generally have a problem passing a finance bill that hasn’t gone through B&F.

Juarez:  The reservations for the rooms are the reason why it was introduced as urgent.  It’s going to be happening the week of February 8-12.  We wanted to book specific rooms that will have the most foot traffic.  

Taylor:  I really like this, and I would like to vote yes on this bill.

Williams:  How many students do you estimate will attend this event?

Juarez:  This is the first year that this event has taken place.  We are estimating about 50-60 students in the FAFSA workshop alone, and 20 students in the other four workshops.

Williams:  Do you have Campus Copies printing the fliers?

Juarez:  Yes, and Creative Media is working with us as well.

Williams:  As for the freshmen involvement, have you contacted the RAs, etc?
Juarez:  We’ve contacted the assistant director, and each RA is going to get a flier.  

Williams:  I like the event, I think it’s good.

Ho:  Are there six events, or five events?

Juarez:  It’s technically six events, because there are going to be two FAFSA workshops, one in Tercero and one in Segundo.  We are working with Student Housing to help provide some of the prizes to help give out during some of the workshops.

Senate Discussion:

Lee:  I completely agree with Senator Taylor.  One question I had was why wasn’t this introduced sooner?

Juarez:  I think it’s because of everything that happened at the end of last quarter.
Gold:  This was introduced two weeks before the end of last quarter.  The last Senate meeting of the quarter, as you know, was kind of a mess.  I don’t know why it wasn’t introduced last week.

Tanner:  I just wanted to note that this week of events is the same week as GASC’s Gen Sex week.  I find it a little ironic, there being so few events during winter quarter.  I kind of wish there had been better communication.

Limon:  I did speak to Justin Patrizio last quarter, and he told me he would be working with us, and I didn’t hear anything from him.  I was wondering if all these costs were finalized, because we had talked about AAC contributing to some of the costs.  One of AAC’s goals this year is financial management, so we’d like to help contribute to this.

Juarez:  As far as I know, this was done by Justin along with Rachel from Financial Aid.  We’re still trying to get money from a few other groups, but even if we were to fall a little bit short, we could tap into some of the money from groups like AAC.

Percoco:  Would it be possible to do any kind of senior high school outreach?

Juarez:  That was something that I brought up to Rachel, but because of the time constraint, that might not be possible.  But what she suggested was sending this flier to Davis High, so that students can attend the FAFSA workshop.

Massoudi calls Senate Bill #27 to question.

Urgent Resolution—Tanner 
Tanner:  The breastfeeding support program used to exist within Human Relations.  It is supposed to be accessible to students, both undergraduate and graduate, faculty, staff, and spouses.  This is scheduled to be cut with the downsizing of the Human Relations department.  This program really helps retain women students, faculty, and staff, and we are in opposition of its being cut.  

Gold:  How much does the program cost to run?

Tanner:  the 2008-2009 budget is approximately $12,000, and that goes to maintenance for the lactation pumps and the salary of the lactation 

Gold:  My only hesitation is that this is $12,000 for 31 students.

Tanner:  That is only the number of registered women; there are lots of others who are unregistered who use the pumps.  And while that is not a huge number of students, it is a very underserved population.  

Senate Discussion:

Lee:  I recommend that we vote on this and move on to other business.

Taylor:  I don’t know where the 30 number came from; it says 97 participants.  Even if it is only 31 students, campus is a community place.  $12,000 divided between 97 people is only about $120 per person.  I do like that this references the Principles of Community.

Tanner:  I think it’s important to me as a student that I have a diverse staff working for me and with me.  I think for most students, it’s important to have an equal number of male and female professors.  

Juarez:  If this service wasn’t provided, it might hinder certain professors from being here, and the number of female professors is already smaller than the number of male.

Rouhafza:  Let’s make the amendment to strike the semicolon before “now”.  

Rouhafza calls the Urgent Resolution to question.

No objections to passing Urgent Resolution.

Other Business

Tanner:  I’d like to make a public announcement.  We are holding open auditions for the Gender Soliloquies tomorrow.  

Tang:  I just wanted to give a shout out to the eight senators who showed up at AAC to talk about the resolution: Rombi, Witana, Taylor, Clemente, Juarez, Castillo-Ruiz, Gold, Menovske.  It really meant a lot to me, to see elected officials work so hard.
